Range Conservation Program Is
Continued in Agricultural A c t

PUBLIC SALES

The establishing of cotton m arket­
ing quotas, based on farm acreage 
allotments is authorized for all cot­
ton producing farms under provision 
of the Agricultural Adjustment act 
of 1938. the new measure passed by 
congress to strengthen th< Agricul­
tu ral Conservation program and pro­
vide more effective control of bur­
densome crop surpluses, according to 
George Slaughter, chairman of Texas 
Agricultural Conservation committee.

The Adjustment act provides for a 
national cotton allotment of approxi­
mately 10.750,000 bales in 1938. The 
tentative cotton allotment for Texas 
in 1938 will be about 9,800.000 acres. 
The number of acres needed, at nor­
mal yields, to produce the baleage al­
lotment will be apportioned to the 
cotton producing states and counties, 
with no count} to receive less than 
60 per cent of the cotton acreage 
planted and diverted in that county 
in 1937 The county allotment will 
be divided among individual farms, 
with special consideration for small 
producers.

This division will give all farms a 
minimum allotment up to five acres 
of cotton and a small allotment will 
be available for producers receiving 
between 5 and 15 acres. The re­
mainder of the county allotment will 
be divided in such m anner as to give 
each farm in the county or adminis­
trative area a uniform percentage of 
the cropland on the farm  after ex­
cluding wheat and rice acreage and 
the acreage used for commercial live­
stock production as its cotton acre­
age allotment. No farm may have 
an allotment greater than its planted 
and diverted cotton acreage in any of 
the past three years.

The 1938 marketing quota of an 
individual farm w ill be the larger of 
the actual or normal amount of cot­
ton produced on that farm 's acreage 
allotment, plus any cotton carried 
over by the farm from the 1937 crop. 
In other words, the farm er may sell, 
without restriction, all the cotton he 
can produce on his allotted acreage. 
On all cotton sold from the farm in 
excess of its m arketing quota a pen­
alty of 2 cents a pound must be paid. 
This means that if the farm er over­
plants, the cotton sold in excess of 
the actual or normal production of 
the allotted acres will be subject to 
the 2-cent penalty. The penalty does 
not apply to cotton on farms where 
the total production is less than the 
1,000 lint pounds

Furtherm ore, if a farm er over­
plants he will lose his 1938 Agricul­
tural Conservation program payment 
and the Cotton Price Adjustment 
payment to which he might be en­
titled on his 1937 cotton, and will be 
eligible for a cotton loan on only that 
part of his cotton produced in excess 
of his quota and at a ra te  40 per 
cent lower than the loan rate pro­
vided for co-operators.

For co-operators, cotton loans are 
authorized at a rate to be fixed by 
the secretary of agriculture between 
52 and 75 per cent of parity. The 
parity price of cotton at present is 
approximately 16 cents.

The provisions of the act do not 
apply to long staple cotton, 
inches or longer.

The act extends the m aturity  date 
of the 1937 cotton loans from July 
1, 1938, to July 1, 1939,

Plan Considered Helpful to Texas 
with One-Third of Range 

Land In Nation

The Range Conservation program 
under which ranch operators may 
earn specified payments for practices 
designed to maintain and improve 
rangeland will continue under pro­
visions of the recently passed Agri­
cultural Adjustment act of 1938 
practically the same as under the 
Agricultural Conservation programs 
of 1936 and 1937, according to George 
Slaughter, chairman of Texas Agri­
cultural Conservation committee.

Slaughter summarizes the status 
of the range program as follows:

The act includes an allotment of 
not to exceed 5 per cent of the total 
appropriation for payments for the 
range program, and noncrop pasture 
lands.

Under this limitation a program 
has been devised for the conserva­
tion of natural resources on range- 
lands. The program is essentially 
the same as the 1937 program under 
which 15,000 ranch operators con­
trolling 62,000,000 acres participated 
in Texas. Texas had about one-third

of the participation in the entire 
United States.

The 1938 range conservation pro­
gram establishes range-building al­
lowances as the maximum amount 
which ranch operators may earn for 
approved practices.

In Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas, Ne­
braska, South Dakota and California, 
this allowance is 2 cents an acre on 
all range land in a ranching unit, 
plus $1.00 times the grazing capacity.

All the practices approved by which 
part or all the allowance may be 
earned are designed to fight erosion 
by promoting or restoring stands of 
grass.

They consist of natural reseeding 
by deferred grazing, better distribu­
tion of w ater sources, run-off and 
erosion control by contour furrowing 
and other devices, removal of range 
destroying plants which compete 
with grass, and the establishment of 
fire guards.

Specific rates of pay have been 
established for the various practices 
outlined. Full details will be sent to 
all county offices as soon as received 
in the state.

Slaughter pointed out tha t the 
range program is now available for 
the entire state.

The 57,000 home demonstration 
club women and 4-H girls who co­
operated with the garden program of 
the Texas A. & M. college extension 
service during 1937 planted 58 mil­
lion feet of row space to vegetables, 
the annual report of J. F. Ros- 
borough, extension horticulturist, 
shows.

The gardens, if converted into 
mileage, would approximate one row 

! of vegetables 10.000 miles long. Ros- 
borough also noted that 7,204 orch­
ards adequate for the family’s needs 
were set out during 1937. These 
orchards contain some 140,000 fruit 
trees and vines.

Meanwhile, the annual report of 
Miss Grace I. Neely, specialist in 
food preservation, shows that the 
women and club girls preserved more 
than 11 million pints of fruits and 

| vegetables during the past year.
Details of Miss Neely’s report 

show that 6,799,114 pints of vege­
tables were canned or brined, while 
4.723.268 pints of fruit were canned 
or preserved. Also canned were 1,- 
415,992 pints of meat.

In addition. 3,654,192 pounds of 
vegetables and nuts were stored in 
the family pantries. Much of this 

; volume was in a dried form, 
j More than three and a half million 
pounds of meat was also cured and 

j  stored, of which three million pounds 
I was pork and a half million pounds . 
i  beef.

An Angle ol Approach
"He does not know the value of 

money,” is a very common expres­
sion. And that is true of some peo­
ple.

But there are far more, many 
times multiplied are they, who do not 
know the value of a soul or the 
worth of character. What value do 
we put upon tim e? Is a moment 
worth anything at all? When one 
fails to properly value his soul, his 
character and his moments, can that 
one, by any possibility, get the proper 
estim ate of a person?

Much depends upon who is “meas­
uring a man’s worth” as to the esti­
m ate placed upon the man. Many a 
foolish man and foolish woman 
thinks that "a man’s life consistent 
in the abundance of the things which 
he possesseth.” Criminals also ap­
proach the question from the same 
angle. Take a look at man’s glorified 
governments as they wage w ar and 
you can see that a man counts only 
as so much "cannon fodder” for ma­
terial gains.

God approaches this question from 
a  very different angle. Not one 
sparrow falls to the ground without 
the knowledge of God; but "ye are of 
more value than many sparrows" 
(Mt. 10:31). The rigid Sabbath 
keeping Pharisee would pull a sheep 
out of the pit on the Sabbath, hut 
Jesus taught them that "a man is of 
more value than a sheep" (Mt. 12: 
12). And in this lesson, one man is 
of more value than 2,000 hogs.

THE HEART OF THE LESSON 
Introduction

"W hat money cannot buy” is more 
precious than can be valued in dol­
lars and cents. But. if its value is 
to  be estim ated other than "in dol­
lars and cents,” God, and not man. 
must sta te  the value. Man is help­
less to reckon values except in deci­
mals and dollar signs.

In this lesson God has given us an 
example of how He figures the worth 
of a man.
Jesus Makes no Mistakes

Others had disembarked on the 
shores of the Gadarenes. But no one 
had valued this wild man of the 
tombs sufficiently to put forth any 
effort to help him for his sake. They 
had striven to protect others by bind­
ing him. But Jesus at once uses his 
divine power to help him because of 
his worth. What selfish creatures 
men are!

"A young woman with her husband 
moved into a poverty-filled, pioneer 
community. ‘Poor, poor Adeline,’ 
wrote her sister to the m other at 
home, ‘she was always so active in 
Christian work, and I venture to say 
th a t where they have gone there 
isn’t another Christian in the place.
