T. P. Hyatt was born Sept. 30,
1859, in Cherokee county, Ala., and
died Jan. 20, 1941, at Wheeler, Texas,
at the age of 81 years, three months
and 20 days. In 1869 he moved with
his parents to Tennessee and in the
fall of 1877 from there to Ellis coun-
ty, Texas, the overland journey cov-
ering a period of two months.

On Jan. 7, 1866, he was married
to Miss Lena Lesly, who preceded
him in death in March, 1933. To
this union were born 12 children, six
of whom survive.

Following a residence of 12 years
in Jack county he moved in 1900 to
Oklahoma, where he filed on a quar-
ter section and bought an adjoining
half section in Greer county, before
the “run” in that part of the terri-
tory.

In 1913 he moved to Collingsworth
county and in 1921 to Wheeler coun-
ty, where he resided on a farm west
of Wheeler at the time of his death.

Surviving relatives are his six chil-

N. Mex.; Frank and Joe Hyatt,
Wheeler; Clem Hyatt, Elsinore,
Calif.; Mrs. R. S. Mauney, Borger,
and Jim Hyatt, Olton; a sister, Mrs.

Poll Taxeé__Payment
Deadline Very Near

| Friday of Next Week, Jan. 81, Last
Day to Pay or Get Exemption
Certificates to Vote

The deadline for payment of poll
taxes is only a week away-—next Fri-
day, Jan. 31. T. L. Gunter, county
tax assessor and collector, has re-
minded citizens of Wheeler county
to pay poll taxes at their earliest
| possible convenience and not wait
until the last minute, with its usual
rush.

Citizens between 21 and 60 years
| of age are required to have poll tax
receipts in order to vote. Persons
| entitled and required to have exemp-
tion certificates must obtain them
from Gunter's office in the court
house here.

Changes in the law make it neces-
sary for persons becoming 21 years
of age after Jan. 31, this year—and
who are entitled to a free vote—to
secure their exemption certificates on
or before Jan. 31. All who begame
of age after Jan. 1, 1940, must also
get exemptions before next Friday.
They, also are entitled to certificates
allowing them a free vote this year.

There has been no change in the
law regarding those over 60; if re-
siding in towns of less than 10,000
population, they do not need certifi-
cates in order to vote.

A person who is blind, deaf or
dumb or permanently disabled or has
lost one hand or one foot, is entitled
to an exemption certificate -because
of physical disability.

Elimination of bagworms, highly
injurious tree pests, within the City
of Wheeler was proposed by County
Agent Jake Tarter at Tuesday's Lions
club luncheon. After brief debate,
the club voted to sponsor the cam-
paign, which will be conducted in
the form of a contest, with cash
prizes offered.

The club voted $5.00 from its
treasury to start the prize fund, and
donations of $1.00 each were made
by Tarter, R. H. Forrester and Harry
Wofford. Other additions to the fund
are expected.

A committee was appointed for the
project, consisting of Jake Tarter,
chairman, and C. J. Meek and C. G.
Miller, assistants. Tarter has com-
piled a set of regulations governing
the contest and states the number
and amount of prizes will be avail-
able for publication in next week's
Times.

Preamble to the regulations recites
there shall be a committee of three
adult persons who will weigh the
worms picked on accurate scales,
and all awards will be made on the
basis of most worms picked by any
one person. The other rules are:

(1) Damage to trees will be count-
ed off at the rate of slight damage
—10%, limb breakage-—20%; heavy
damage will disqualify a contestant
entirely.

no new taxes at all. Without that

support, the governor certainly would
not have won in the first primary;
it is doubtful that he would have won
at all.

In his campaign he Kkept rather
quiet about his transactions tax. In
his appeals to the old age pension
applicants he stressed the fact that
he was ready to approve any sort of
revenue measure that the legislature
placed before him for approval.

There is nothing whatever in the
situation to support the governor's
view that his preposterous trans-
actions tax has the public’s endorse-
ment.

Not even those who want liberal
pension payments and who don’t par-
ticularly care how the money is rais-
ed have indicated that they favor so
unfair and so unbusinesslike a levy.
The transactions tax is open to the
innumerable objections that apply to
any general sales tax, plus some very
special added objections due to the
pyramidal feature of it.

There was nothing in the second
installment of the governor's mes-
sage that brought comfort to those
who supported him because they be-
lieved he would continue to block
new tax levies. It
course, to say that he is turning the
back of his hand to the business men

| who voted for him. |

There have been rumors that he
would ignore his obligation to them
in his second term and press hard
for additional taxes and his revenue
| message gave color to such rumors.

The legislature's duty, of course, !
is to serve the popular will without |
regard to the political fortunes of |
any individual. Certainly it is not|
called upon to believe the governor
when he tells it that his re-election
means that the people want so mon-
strous a thing as the transactions
tax.—Wichita Falls Times.

Young men of Wheeler county in-

terested in obtaining work experience
in aviation mechanics will have an

opportunity to enter training at Dun-
can Field, San Antonio, when the
second enrollment period for the Na-
tional Youth administration’s resi-
dent center opens March 2, according
to J. C. Kellam, NYA admin-
istrator.

The NYA project, sponsored by

“Today,” the message to the legis-
lators read, “there are more drivers,
more motor vehicles on our roads
than ever before. With military,
commercial and civilian traffic in-
creasing daily under the National De-
fense program, the use of our streets
and highways has expanded to an all-
time high.

“Unless modern traffic control laws
are passed by this session, man-power
and economic resources will continue
to be squandered through automo-
bile accidents in the hour of the na-
tion's greatest crisis.”

Despite unprecedented safety ef-
forts pn the part of civic organiza-
tions and public officials, it was
pointed out that since the 46th legis-
lature convened in 1939, the traffic
toll in Texas has resulted
deaths, 100,000 persons in-

Mixed Breeding Hurts
Texas Dairy Industry

Reliable sources report 60 per cent
of Texas dairy cows are being bred
to beef bulls. *“But,” cautions W. V.
Maddox, extension service dairy
manufacturing specialist for Texas
A. and M. college, “this practice not
only is breeding the state out of the
dairy business but is hurting the
beef industry as well.”

Most producers who have adopted
this course, he says, failed to figure
where tomorrow's dairy replacements
are coming from. Statistics for 1939
show a decline in dairy heifers of
seven per cent over the previous year,
and it is estimated that 1940 will
show a 15 per cent decline. This
will mean approximately 60,000 less
dairy heifers in Texas at present.

The replacement of cotton acreage
by feed has encouraged more live-
stock on the farm, but the price of
beef has caused not only farmers to
go into the beef cattle business, but
has induced many milk producers to
breed out of the dairy business.

The 69 counties east of a line form-
ed by Cooke, Tarrant, McLennan,
Travis and Harris counties, which
has been considered a large dairy
cow section, has increased 119 per
cent in beef cattle in the last few
years. A large percentage of this
increase has been achieved by cross
breeding dairy cows with beef bulls.

The specialist concludes that should
cotton prices come back a swing from
livestock to cotton production might
be expected. Again, today's encour-
aging level of beef prices may not
stay, and today's milk prices may
advance. It should be remembered
that it is impossible to grow milk
cows as rapidly as beef or cotton.
Transforming a herd of heifers into
profitable dairy cows takes years of
proper management, culling, feeding
and breeding, and all this work can
be erased in a short time by im-
proper breeding methods.

Planning to Produce More Food

It's easier to estimate the food
needs for the coming year if there is
a record from last year to use as a
guide. Planning is more a matter of
budgeting for the future; it is also |
a matter of keeping records from
day to day to see how the program |
works out, what mistakes were made, l
how to improve the family plans.

The farm family can get help in
making diet plans from the State
Agricultural college, the county ex-
tension agent, the home demonstra-
tion agent, and in some cases from
the county Farm Security office.|
Then they can list the amounts of |
all the different foods needed by|
each person in the family during the |
year. From there it is easy to calcu- |
late how much the entire family|
needs and how this will work out in
terms of rows of vegetables, gallons/
of milk, dozens of eggs, and so on.

For example, a family with three
children would need about 950 gal-I
lons of milk for drinking, cooking, |
making butter and cheese. The fam-
ily would probably have two cows so
they could have milk all the year
round. Skim milk, buttermilk and |
whey left from churning will help!
feed the pigs and chickens. |

A flock of 100 laying pullets each
fall would give them all the eggs
they needed, with some surplus to
sell for cash. They would eat the
cockerels and non-producing hens so |
there would be about one chicken:
dinner per week.

One baby beef, two hogs and one
lamb would take care of their meat
and lard supply for the year. 3

They would need at least a half
acre of vegetable garden as well as
a half acre for potatoes. Another
half acre for berry bushes and fruit
trees would take care of their fruit
supply.

:Mattress Program Is

Accepted for County

Leaders from Three Groups Give

Plan Unanimous Approval
in Recent Meeting

Representatives of the Land Use
Planning committee, the Home Dem-
onstration council and the AAA com-
mittee unanimously accepted the
1941 mattress program at a wmeeting
in the court house Monday of last
week

The program was explained by
Lucile Chance, county home demon-
stration agent.

The 1940-41 Cotton Mattress pro-
gram is a program sponsored jointly
by the Extension service, the Agri-
cultural Adjustment administration
and the Surplus Marketing admin-
istration, under which surplus cotton
and mattress ticking are made avail-
able to low-income rural families for
processing into double-sized mat-
tresses exclusively for home use. The
scope of the program is limited to
those groups who are financially un-
able to purchase mattresses from
commercial concerns and will, there-
fore, in no way interfere with the
sale of mattresses through commer-
cial channels.

This program is a continuation of
the Cotton Mattress project begun in
February, 1940.

The Surplus marketing administra-
tion donates the cotton and the tick-
ing. The AAA committee certifies
the rural families, orders and re-
celves the cotton and ticking and
distributes it to the various centers

The Extension service is responsi-
ble for the educational program
Through the agents committees are
trained to see that the material is
properly processed into mattresses by
eligible families.

Rules of Eligibility for Participa-
tion in Program-—Any low-income
rural family, as hereinafter defined,
is eligible to participate in the pro-
gram In this connection, the fol-
lowing definitions will apply

ta) A family consists of two or
more persons having a common or
pooled income and hiving together as
an Interdependent economic unit in
one household, or one person main-
taining a separate independent
household.

(b) A low-income rural family is
any family which had for the latest
preceding calendar year a total in-
come of not more than 83500, plus
$50 for each member of the family
in excess of four persons, and which
(1) lives in the country or (2) lives
in a village, town or city, and de-
rived at least one-half of its total
income during the latest preceding
calendar year from agricultural oc-
cupations. A rural family i1s a family
that lives outside the limits of an
incorporated town.

t¢) Total income means the cash
income received from all sources or
earned and collectible, plus the local
market value of the unsold farm
products raised for sale or received
as payment for services or rent and
held for sale, minus farm rent paid
or to be paid in cash.

Each eligible family may receive
one mattress for each two persons
in the family, but not to exceed a
total of three mattresses.

Applications for cotton and ticking
will be taken under the general
supervision of the county home dem-
onstration agent or county agricul-
tural agent, and may be made by any
responsible member of the family but
not by more than one member there-
of.

The Surplus Marketing administra-
tion has agreed to make percale and
cotton available for the making of
cotton comforters, as a supplement
to the cotton mattress program.

Rules of Eligibility: Each family
participating in the mattress pro-
gram is eligible to receive the ma-
