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Eugy Farm Program
Accomplishes Much

Agent Tarter
of Office
Year

Report from County
Shows Activities
During Past

The past year has been a busy
one, with much accomplished in co-
operative extension service work, ac-
cording to the annual report released
this week by Jake Tarter, county
agricultural agent.

“This year's program has been the
most pleasant of any in the past five
years and shows greater achieve-

ment with less trouble,” the agent)

declares.

A summary of the year's work
shows that there are 167 volunteer
local leaders working without pay
in the county on various agricultural
projects. This illustrates the spirit
in which the extension work is being
accepted and how anxious rural resi-
dents are in having the program
continued.

The 4-H work, under the able
guidance of M. J. Simms, assistant
county agent, has flourished. Ten
new 4-H clubs were organized and
there are now 314 boys enrolled in
the work.

The estimated value of all agri-
cultural engineering work in both
soil conservation and construction
work was $488940, with 107 build-
ings constructed under plans fur-
nished; 4,881 head of livestock dipped,
and 4,780 acres of land terraced for
the first time. There were 70,040
acres of crops grown on the contour
during 1940.

The figures show that 120,800
acres of crops were grown on the
strip method, feed or other rank
growing crop alternating in strips
with cotton or other wind erosion
preventing crops.

The county agent and his assist-
ant made 1,519 farm home visits in
connection with extension work, with
1,089 farm homes visited during the
year. A total of 7,301 office calls

were received in extension work and'

AAA, and 1,802 telephone calls were
made and received.

Tarter and Simms wrote 1,720 in-
dividual letters, while their AAA
clerks sent out 9,998. Meetings at-
tended by either one or both of the
workers totaled 589, with 14,990 per-
sons attending the gatherings.

The report from which these fig-
ures were taken is required annually
by the Co-Operative Extension Ser-
vice department of A. & M. college
and this year's record reveals an
unusually large volume of work

1941 Crops Announced

Rates Substantially Same as Last
Year—Soil Building Program
on Larger Scale

Geo. A. Slaughter, Chairman of
the Texas State Agricultural Con-
servation Committee, was recently
notified of the applicable rates of
piayment for Texas under the 1941
Agricultural Conservation program
as announced by the Agricultural Ad-
justment administration.

The rates of payment offered for
compliance with special acreage al-
lotments in most cases are substan-
tially the same as rates at which
payments were made in 1940. How-
ever, rates on some allotment crops
are slightly lower for these reasons:
a larger part of the funds are made
available for conservation practices,
funds for crops having smaller acre-
age allotments are increased, higher
participation, and in the case of some
crops, such as cotton, increased
yields. The normal cotton yield for
the nation for 1941 is 238 pounds per
acre, as compared to 230 pounds for
1940.

Where rates are slightly higher,
as in the case of general soil-deplet-
ing crops, it is the result of decreased
acreage allotments for these crops.

Under the Agricultural Conserva-
tion program, a soil-depleting allow-
ance is set up for each farm. The
participating farmer may earn his
farm'’s allowance by carrying out ap-
proved soil-building practices.

The 1941 rates for computing the
soil-building allowance as compared
with rates used in 1940 follows:

As in previous years, the payments
are contingent upon the $500,000,000
annual appropriation authorized in
the Agricultural Adjustment act of
1938, and the rates are subject to
revision upward or downward by 10
per cent as an adjustment for par-
ticipation when fingl payments are
made.

On the debit side of the ledger,
tractors will
throw more people out of work. It is
estimated that 350.000 to 500,000
workers will be displaced in
the next decade. Already there are
300000 fewer persons employed on
farms than in 1930 in spite of a
2,000,000 increase in the U. S. farm
population.

“The number of workers displaced
by mechanization will depend not
only on the type of equipment but
also on the kind of farm. On large
farms operated by a flexible supply
of hired labor, tractors will continue
to displace many farm workers.

“Fortunately, it seems that during
the next 10 years, the greatest in-
crease in tractor usage will be on
comparatively small, family-sized
farms. There the small general-
purpose tractor will not reduce ap-
preciably the number of laborers, but
will enable the farm family to do a
better job, do it quicker and at the
most opportune time.

“We are convinced that the South
needs still more tractor and horse
power. We are never going to make
full use of the possibilities until we
quit breaking land three or four
inches deep . . . until we have ade-
quate power to get jobs done when
they should be done and do them
better than they have ever been done
before . . . until we have the power

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A REAL PROBLEM !

The annals of crime in this country
include so many names of law-break-
ers who, after being
paroled for early offenses, quickly
<lid back into lawless habits, that|
some students of penology have de-|
spaired of solving the problem of|
rehabilitation of offenders. \

To many minds, the whole parole |
system is a blunder. Most of the|
outlaws who made headlines as “pub- |
had records well clutter-
ed with parole and pardon entries.

It is refreshing, therefore, to dis-|
cover some figures that indicate|
that society does sometimes profitl
by extending clemency to offenders. |
A report covering the years 1934-39!
in the federal penitentiaries contains |
such figures. In that period, 1,555/
federal prisoners were extended
clemency in the form of pardons or
paroles. Only 87 of these got into
trouble later. Only two of the men
to whom full pardons were granted |
have again broken the law. More
than 947 of those pardoned have
walked in law-abiding paths.

We doubt that there is any state
which has made anything like so
good a showing in this respect. When
a man goes to federal prison, clem-
ency is not a matter of political in-
fluence. Each plea is very carefully |
investigated on its own merits. It
is granted only when high officials,
including the president himself, are
fully satisfied that clemency is in the
public interest.

Here in Texas, the pardoning power
is being exercised under laws enact-
(ed in Governor Allred’'s administra-
| tion, laws that make it much more!
| difficult than formerly to obtain
| clemency and that also are designed
|to make rehabilitation easier and
more effective.

New Baby Bull Club
Pleases Dairy People

spent

Texas dairy leaders, brecders ol
pure-bred dairy cattle, vocational ag-
riculture teachers and extension
workers are highly gratified at the
interest being shown in the “Boys'
Baby Bull club,” a statewide project
inaugurated by the Texas Dairy
Products association during the past
summer.

The club, only one of its Kind in
existence, has for its purpose the
encouragement of Texas farm youth
in the raising, development and salc
of dairy sires of the highest stand-
ards. It is unique in that accom-
plishment depends upon a partner-
ship agreement entered into by a
selected group of farm boys and the
outstanding Jersey breeders of the
state.

The contract evolved by the Texas
Dairy Products association provides
that the breeder furnish without cost
to a selected boy, a bull calf of in-
dividual merit and passing necessary
production requirements to meet reg-
istration standards as set out by the
Jersey Cattle club of America on
Jan. 1, 1942.

The boy on his part agrees to feed
and care for the calf in such manner
as to insure its maximum growth and !
development. In this he agrees to
follow the recommendations of his
club leader, vocational agriculture
teacher .or county agent. He agrees
also to exhibit his calf at any desig-
nated livestock or dairy shows in his
county or district where a special
class for club bulls is scheduled.

Title to the animal is vested in
the breeder until termination of the
contract in the fall of 1942 at which
time the bull will be sold at public
auction with breeder and club boy
sharing equally in the net profits. It
is also provided that the bull may,
by mutual consent, be sold at any
time after Jan. 1, 1941, or that the
boy may at any time exercise his
option to purchase the breeder's in-
terest, thereby terminating the
agreement.

To date more than 90 calves have
been placed with boys throughout
the state. There is a waiting list of |
some 125 boys. These will be sup-|
plied as quickly as qualified bull
calves are available. 1

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Texas Sixth in Big Game

Texas is the sixth leading state in
big game, a report to the executive
secretary of the State Game, Fish
and Oyster commission from the U
S. Fish and Wildlife service reveals,
and leads in one species, the javelina
Thus the Lone Star state retains
the rank it held last year, with Mich-
igan, Pennsylvania, Wisconsin, Cali-
fornia and Minnesota, heading the
list in the order named.

Surveys reveal that Texas has a
total of 35,100 javelinas or peccaries
and is wel! out in front in this game
animal, which is attracting more at-
tention annually, especially from out-
of-state nimrods. Arizona is second
in javelinas with 14,300 and New
Mexico is listed as having 400 of the
animals.

The grand total of big game ani-
mals in Texas, the survey reveals,
is 301,822, but figures for the ante-
lope, of which it is believed Texas
has more than 7,000, are not includ-
ed. The Lone Star state has a total
of 238,565 white-tailed deer and 17,-
553 mule or black-tailed deer.

That big game is still well scatter-
ed throughout the United States is
shown by the facts that white-tailed
deer are found in 44 of the 48 states;
mule deer in 17 states; antelope in
16, black bears in 33 and elk in 28
states.

Elk are found in Texas, but are
few in number. They are not native
to the state and those which inhabit
the mountains of West Texas were
imported a number of years ago
They are using practically all of the
suitable habitat available and are
not expected to greatly exceed their
present number, which is approxi-
mately 400.

Another True Tall Tale

J. R. Dean of Sudan is one fisher-
man in a million. While working a
trout stream near Ruidoso, N. Mex.,
recently, a big trout leaped out of
the water and fell into the creel
which Dean had slung over his
shoulder. Yes, the Texan caught
other trout that day, but the story
of how one big fellow committed
suicide will be related by the angler
for many years to come.

culture:

Chicken is always a good choice |
for the small family. Allow about |
one pound, dressed weight, for each|
person to be served. That means
that a 5-pound chicken will make |
four generous servings, probably with |
some cold chicken left for sand-|
wiches. A young duck is another |
good choice. “Qnd you'll come out|
about even wn a 6-pounder—allow-
ing about 14 Younds, dressed weight,
for each servihg.

Turkey “is another traditional
Christmas bifd, and it comes in dif-
ferent sizes to suit most any family.
If you get your order in early, you
can probably get a hen turkey weigh-
ing 10 pounds or less. For the large
family, it is more economical to buy |
one big turkey than two birds half
the size. Turkey, being a larger bird,
goes farther than chicken, so allow
three-fourths to one pound, dressed
weight, for a serving.

In many homes, roast goose is as
much a part of Christmas or New
Year's as the lighted tree and glow-
ing candles. The Christmas goose
usually weighs from 10 to 12 pounds |
and will serve seven or eight people |
—figuring 12 pounds for a serving.

Home Sanitation

In order that the individual may
consider intelligently his own par-|
ticular problem of home sanitation|
it is essential that he have a clear|
understanding of the various factors
which influence health.

As we all know, there are certain
factors which are considered as pro-
moting health although they may not
be directly related to specific dis-
eases. For example: sunlight, fresh
air and proper room temperature as|
related to the transmission of dis-|
eases; also safe water supply, sani-
tary toilets or plumbing systems,
food, insects, dust, over-crowding
(especially if there are sick persons|
in the family), animals, etc.

In order to protect the occupants
of a home against communicable dis-
eases, adequate provision for proper
ventilation, heating and plumbing is
necessary and should be kept in first
class working order. A safe source
of drinking water is another impor-
tant essential. Adequate and sani-
tary toilet facilities are necessary
and are most important features of
equipment and maintenance of a
home.

Another very important matter in
home sanitation is the question of
food. Aside from the matter of ob-
taining sufficient food of the right
kind for nourishment, the problem of
food which is not contaminated and
of storing, preparing and serving it
so as to avoid contamination is a
matter requiring intelligence and
constant attention.

The high points to be considered
in connection with food are absolute
cleanliness; protection from flies, in-
sects, rats and mice; proper storage
in refrigerators to prevent spoiling,
avoiding the use of any foods which
may possibly be spoiled and thor-
ough cooking of meats or other foods
which might cause sickness.

In addition to screening with 16
mesh screen wire so as to make the
house fly and mosquito-proof, at-
tention should be given to nearby
ponds or other standing water in
which mosquitoes may breed. Re-
gardless of whether malaria is pres-
ent, mosquitoes are pests that are
well worth eliminating and in many
communities there is serious danger
of malaria being transmitted by cer-
tain types of mosquitoes that may
find their way into the house.

The aim has been to call attention
to some of the common defects which
may be a menace to health in an
effort to stimulate interest and
thought on the part of any one who
may be responsible for a home.

YEAR-ROUND COTTON “PUSH"”

Some months ago, National Cotton
Week was observed. The retailers of
America joined together in a great
mass effort to stimulate sales of all
manner of cotton products

Now, in the opinion of John P.
Nichols, managing director of the In-
stitute of Distribution, an organiza-
tion which represents America’'s prin-
cipal non-grocery chain systems,
special effort should be given to
“pushing” cotton the year round

That should be done, he said, in
conjunction with a year-round edu-
cation program provided by the cot-
ton Industry itself “Through the
work of such a program,” he added,
“a hard-hitting effort should be pro-
vided, for example, to educate Amer-
ica to ‘call for cotton when you buy;’
to encourage the development of
worthy new cotton uses; to re-
emphasize the miracle of cotton iIn
schools, in the public press and else-
where . in short, to ‘sell’ the story
of cotton.”

That is the kind of work needed
in this country. Cotton underlies the
whole economy of a great group of
states—cotton is the source of liveli-
hood of millions of people. As foreign
markets disappear, the cotton pro-
ducers and fabricators must turn to
the home market. Cotton can have
no more effective ally than the re-
tail stores of this country.

CADETS REAL OPPORTUNITY
