THE PHYSICALLY UNFIT

The more figures that are made
public on army rejections for physical
disability, the more disquieting the
situation becomes in that respect.
It is estimated that 25 per cent of
all drafted men have been rejected.

found unfit. The percentages of re-
jections have been low in Texas and
California, as compared with the
|country as a whole; but they have
been high enough to suggest that
this is a far less healthy nation than
'it should be. If a fourth of the men
| between the ages of 21 and 35, men
| presumably in the prime of physical
!vigor. are unfit, there is something
radically wrong with the national
health.

One explanatory theory is ad-
vanced by the St. Louis Post Dis-
| patch:

There are two reasons: insufficient
medical care and poor diets. A study
made for the American Medical as-
| sociation a few years ago by its com-
| mittee on the costs of medical care
showed that half our population re-
ceives no medical, dental or eye
treatments. The percentage in the
low income groups is even larger.
Five-sixths of the population receive
no physical examinations or preven-
tive treatment of any sort.

Many plans have been advanced
for extending medical service to the
whole population. An obstructionist
group of physicians has objected to
numerous proposals of this sort on
the grounds that they constituted
“socialism” or ‘“state medicine.”

THE LOCAL BANKS

A thought-provoking article in the
Cheney, Kans., Sentinel, signed by
publisher Hugh C. Gresham, indicates
that present governmental credit and
bank regulatory practices are driving
smaller banks out of business and
making for fewer and larger banks.
In other words, it is centralizing the
banking business

Gresham cites a recent case where
two banks in neighboring towns
merged. This, he says, is the result
of three causes.

First, the entry of the federal gov-
ernment into the banking business
has deprived private banks of much

of their business—the tax-free, tax-
supported federal lending agencies
can make loans at interest rates

which would ruin the self-supporting,
heavily-taxed private banks.

Second, regulatory agencies have
become more exacting in the kind
of loans they will permit banks to
make, thus reducing loan business.
Regulatory officials, working under
blanket and inelastic laws, put their

judgment before that of the banker

himself.

Third, banks have been loaded to
an unprecedented extent with gov-
ernment bonds which pay very low
rates of interest, and thus reduce
the banks' income.

The local community needs its own

little bank even as the great city
needs its big banks. If small banks
disappear from the picture, the little
towns are going to suffer-—the local
banker knows local conditions, and
is in a position to give his town the
best possible service. He has always
been a vital factor in community
development.

root of private enterprise. If this
money were to pass under govern-
ment control, there would be no
further use to talk about a free in-
