Flu Shot 
There are some miscohcep-

tions concerning the flu shot. 
The most common myth is that 

the flu vaccine can actually give 
you the flu. There is no live influ-
enza virus in the vaccine so it 
can't cause the flu. The reason 
people think that is because they 
get the vaccine in the fall and win-
ter when other viruses are circu-
lating. People get a different vi-
rus and assume it was the flu. 

Another fallacy is that the side 
effects of the vaccine are worse 
than the flu. Only 5 to 10 percent 
experience mild side effects, such 
as headache or low-grade fever 
for about a day after the vaccine. 
In truth, the worst side effect 
you're likely to get is a sore arm. 
The most serious side effect that 
can occur is an allergic reaction 
in people who have a severe al-
lergy to eggs. For this reason, 
people who are allergic to eggs 
should not receive the vaccine. 
Otherwise, in most people, there 
are no side effects. Finally, some 
people might reason that since 
the influenza vaccine isn't 100 
percent effective, they're better 
off getting the flu. 

Even if the vaccine doesn't pre-
vent you from getting the flu, you 
are still likely to be far less sick 
than you would have been with-
out the shot. The vaccine also 
greatly reduces the chance of se-
vere complications. 

It cuts down, eliminates the flu 
or decreases the severity of the 
illness. It dampens it [flu] down 
so much that you don't get very 
sick. 

And besides, over 114,000 
people are hospitalized every 
year in the U.S due to complica-
tions of the flu. 

36.000 people die each year in 
the U.S. due to complications of 
the flu.

Volunteers to improve lives of 
children in Gray, Wheeler, Roberts 
and Hemphill Counties 

They're often called our most 
precious resource, but how often 
do you get a chance to show chil-
dren just how valuable they are in 
our communities? 

A few special volunteers are 
needed to take up that challenge 
by joining the Top of Texas Com-
munity Partners Board, which 
works to better the lives of abused 
and neglected children in our com-
munities. 

"All of us who serve on this 
board do so because we are pas-
sionate about stopping child 
abuse," said Joan Gray-Soria, 
board president. 'We need a few 
more people who feel the same 
way to help us make sure these 
children are cared for and don't 
suffer any further harm." 

The Top of Texas Community 
Partners Board is a member of the 
Greater Texas Community Part-
ners Organization. This statewide 
organization was formed to meet 
the critical needs of abused and 
neglected children through state 
and local collaborations. Success-
ful collaborations between com-
munity volunteers, businesses 
and state and local government 
help raise awareness of child 
abuse and provide the resources 
these children need to become 
healthy, productive adults. Top 
Texas Community Partners held 
its first meeting on May 15, 2001, 
serving Gray, Wheeler, Roberts 
and Hemphill Counties. 

The Top of Texas Board needs 
several volunteers to join the 
board. Gray-Soria said the board 
needs representation from the 
Pampa, Lefors, McLean, Cana-
dian, Miami, Wheeler and 
Mobeetie communities. The Top of 
Texas Community Partners Board 
.works closely with Child Protective 
Services (CPS) to ensure that the 

Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station and Texas Cooperative 
Extension personnel are trying to 
find out how and when quail popu-
lations in the High Plains will re-
cover after last year's wildfires. 

A study was started last spring 
to monitor the impacts of wildfire 
on quail, said Ken'Cearley, Exten-
sion wildlife specialist in Canyon. 

Dr. Dale Rollins, Extension 
wildlife specialist in San Angelo, 
said there "was a real knowledge 
void" of how large-scale fires in-
fluence quail habitat. 

"This scale of wildfires is a 
rare event and presented a unique 
research opportunity for us," 
Rollins said. 'We often use pre-
scribed burning as a tool for man-
aging quail habitat, but on a much 
smaller scale. 

"Our main interest is determin-
ing how long it takes those quail 
to repopulate that area two, three, 
four miles from the unburned 
edge," he said. "The draws and 
sandier lands included in these 
fires are typically good quail habi-
tat." 

Laura Baar, a research asso-
ciate, will spend the next month 
listening for spring calls from quail 
in six different sampling transects 
in Gray, Roberts, Hutchinson, 
Carson and Wheeler counties. 

"We are interested in how dis-
tance from the edges of the 
burned area impacts quail abun-
dance, both inside the burn and 
outside," Cearley said. "By count-
ing calling males in the spring, we 
hope to be able to tell how many 
breeding birds are available going 
into this year's nesting season." 

The transects are 10 miles 
long and extend at least 2 miles 
into one of the two largest blocks 
of burned area, each over 400,000 
acres in size, he said. Mile mark-
ers are located along the transect, 
and all the sampling will take place 
at those markers. 

Baar will listen for the birds 
beginning 30 minutes before offi-
cial sunrise and continuing for one 
and a half to two hours, Cearley 
said. She will spend five minutes 
at each marker before moving on, 
and the count will be repeated 
three times on successive days. 

The survey began last year, 
but the single year's data will pro-
vide limited information by itself, 
Cearley said. Last year was a dry 
year and that affected the number 
of quail almost statewide, so it 
probably also affected the survey 
in and around the burns. 

A third year of data gathered 
in 2008 would be helpful, but that 
will depend on funding, he said. 
Already the survey had to be cut 
hack somewhat from the first year 
due to lack of funds. 

Funding for the study has 
been provided by the Panhandle 
Chapter of Quail Unlimited, sev-
eral local landowners, West Texas 
A&M University and Extension's 
Quail Decline Initiative, Rollins 
said. 

In the first year, scent stations 
and artificial nests with chicken 
eggs were used to determine how 
many potential nest predators -
coyotes, skunks, etc. - were in the  

needs of abused and neglected 
children are met. Some of the 
board's projects include the Rain- 
bow Room, which is an emer-
gency resource room for children 
who have been victims of abuse 
or neglect, and the Adopt a Case-
worker project, which is used to 
match the needs of abused or ne-
glected children to adopting 
groups in the community. 

In Fiscal Year 2006, CPS com-
pleted 288 abuse/neglect investi-
gations, finding 115 confirmed vic-
tims of child abuse in Gray, 
Wheeler, Roberts and Hemphill 
Counties. During that time period, 
one child died in the four county 
area from abuse or neglect. 

In the effort to decrease the 
prevalence of child abuse, volun-
teers are a key ally, said Greg 
Cunningham, DFPS spokesman. 

"Child abuse is a community 
problem that requires a commu-
nity solution," Cunningham said. 

'We need people in every city 
and county willing to dedicate their 
time to make sure our most vul-
nerable population — our children 
— is safe and protected." 	-

Becoming a board member re-
quires a minimal time commit-
ment, likely a couple hours a 
month, but the impact on the lives 
of children can be immense. 

"Our Community Partners 
boards play an important role in 
meeting the needs of children," 
Vandiver said. "I think this is a 
great opportunity for some folks to 
really make a difference in the 
lives of children who need our 
help."

While the 2006 data are still 
being analyzed, Rollins said, pre-
liminary observations from last 
summer showed the sandier sites 
with shinnery oak rebounded more 
quickly than the hard-land sites, 
which are typically short-grass 
communities with less vegetation. 

"Often, we'll find out that a 
burn will enhance the diversity and 
abundance of forbs, so that will be 
useful data once it is analyzed," 
Cearley said 

"We are currently assessing 
the distance from the various mile 
markers to the edge of the burn 
from imagery provided by the 
Natural Resources Conservation 
Service," Rollins said. 

This year is looking better for 
quail overall due to abundant rain-
fall, Cearley said. Much of the 
burned area looks good with what 
appears to be adequate cover. 

"We expect better numbers," 
he said. "Last year there hadn't 
been enough regrowth of cover 
after the fire, early enough in the 
year, to attract the quail back into 
the area, or to provide for the sur-
vival of very many of them."
