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Wheeler County Will Have
Part In Air Defense Plan

Eleven Posts to Be Established
Within Area to Observe
and Report Planes

At a mass meeting of citizens held
in the court house here Monday
night, preliminary steps were taken
for the organization of a county-
wide Aircraft Warning service as a
part of the national defense program.

Among the speakers at this meet-
ing was Clayton Heare, Shamrock
attorney, whose study of the project
enabled him to bring much import-
ant information before the meeting.
R. H. Forrester, Wheeler attorney,
was also present and assisted with
presenting the problem and possible
measures for its solution. Forrester
was appointed local post organizer.

Eleven posts in the Wheeler coun-
ty area are planned. These will be
placed at strategic positions in re-
lation to telephone service and for
the best observation of planes pass-
ing over this region. The Wheeler
post is No. 27 in Zone 90, Oscar.
Further particulars on this part of
the program Ldnnot be re\ealed

VOLUNTEERS WANTED!

I have been commissioned to
organize an observation post at
Wheeler which, during an alert
period, will have to be manned
24 hours per day. I need vol-
unteers from among the patriot-
ic men and women of Wheeler
to perfect this organization. A
properly maintained airplane ob-
servation post may be respon-
sible for thwarting the destruc-
tion of wvaluable military sup-
plies or the bombing of some of
our neighboring towns, in case
enemy airships get beyond the
coastal defenses of our country.

As organizer, Forrester has also
issued the following statement: “If
you are willing to take part in this
nationally organized effort to aid in
civilian defense of the United States,
please communicate with me at once.
Men over 45 and under 18 and wo-
men of all ages can be used.”

Printed forms containing informa-
tion relative to organizing the warn-
ing service were distributed at Mon-
day night's meeting. These forms
are titled “Instructions for Observa-
tion Post Organizers,” “Instructions
for Chief Observers” and “Instruc-
tions for Observers.”

The following extracts have been
taken from this literature:

An aircraft warning service is an
essential part of air defense. From
the timely and accurate reporting of
the volunteer observer corps it will
be possible for our pursuit aviation
to locate and intercept enemy air-
craft. The observer service affords
an opportunity for those who cannot
actively participate in military opera-
tions to do important work for the
national defense.

Each observation post should be
organized with personnel drawn from
the immediate vicinity in order that
there will be a minimum of personal
inconvenience and no personal ex-
pense incurred.

There are no funds available for
special equipment or facilities or for
services. For the initial organiza-
tion and operation the air defense
requirements must be met by the
patriotic volunteers who can provide

" In another letter, Gunter mention-
ed a rain which did not bother them
any because of asphalt drill fields
and suitable clothing.

This message, dated Dec. 25, closes
with a plaintive note: “We are sup-
posed to graduate tomorrow—grad-
uate to what I don't know."”

RUBBERLESS YEARS LOOM

The impact of the war may pres-
ently be felt by American civilians
with greater force than was ex-
perienced in 1917 and 1918.

Those years had their meatless and
wheatless days, their scarcity of
sugar, their other reminders of the
way in which war upsets life’s rou-
tine for the stay-at-homes.

The present war is due to hit us
as civilians in a more impressive
way, by curtailing our driving. The
automobile has become so much a
part of our lives that restrictions
upon its use would affect us more
profoundly than anything of compar-
able nature that was done in the
world war.

There probably will not be any fiat
from Washington directly requiring
us to quit driving.

Restrictions on the use of cars are
| likely to be circuitous, but no less
binding on that account. When the
tires you are now using become worn
out, it will be impossible to ob-
tain new ones unless you can show
that your car is used for some phase
of national defense.

Thus an oil operator, engaged in
production of a vital commodity,
might obtain new tires rather read-
ly; but his wife's car probably would
have to wait—and wait.

The millions of Americans who
use automobiles as conveniences
rather than necessities will almost
certainly find it difficult to obtain
tires.
