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Cotton Storage 
Situation Critical
“ Wheeler county farmers face the 

most critical situation in the history 
of cotton production," county agent 
Jake Tarter stated this week in 
commenting on the fact that of the 
western 121 counties of the state 
which usually produce more than 
1,000,000 bales of cotton there is 
storage space for only 200,000 bales 
and no loan can be gotten on cotton 
unless farmers can get a warehouse 
receipt and such receipt cannot be 
obtained for putting the cotton in 
the government loan or sale without 
storage space.

In 1939 and 1940, when the low 
grade cotton could not be put in the 
loan the cotton brought only 4 to 6 
cents per pound. The great major­
ity of cotton in this area is con­
sidered low grade cotton.

The U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture urged all farmers to plant their 
full allotment of cotton because of 
the oil in seed is so badly needed 
in the war effort, but the seed will 
not near pay the ginning and pick­
ing expenses and cotton is too in- 
flamable to pile up at the barn in 
the bale for a farm storage loan 
like wheat. Farmers must make ex­
penses and pay some debts out of 
the proceeds if they are to harvest 
their present cotton crop, the coun­
ty agent stated.

Mr. Tarter cites one solution to 
the problem and that is that storage 
space must somehow be obtained for 
this year's cotton crop. As all other 
areas harvest cotton earlier than 
this district they will have all avail­
able storage space occupied before 
harvesting of the crop in this area.

Storage may be gotten by either 
getting the Commodity Credit Corp­
oration to compress the cotton al­
ready on hand, as a compressed bale 
of cotton only takes up half the 
space of a flat bale, and build com­
munity warehouses, or get the Com­
modity Credit Corporation to let out 
storage houses for cotton like they 
have done for wheat and corn.

The wheat and corn farmers are 
organized sufficiently that they fore­
saw the storage situation and got 
the bureau to provide store houses, 
but with little organization among 
the cotton farmers, no effort has 
been made to get any storage pro­
vided or the situation even rec­
ognized. Tarter states, and urges 
farmers to get together and make 
an effort to get some arrangements 
made or they will not be able to har­
vest this crop of cotton.

Helton Farmers Flan Storage
At a meeting Tuesday night farm­

ers at Kelton decided to erect two 
community warehouses to cost less 
than $5,000, the ceiling placed on 
such construction by the government 
before a priority rating is required.

COUNTY TAX RATE 
TO REMAIN $1.00
The county tax rate for Wheeler 

county for the 1943 fiscal year was 
set again at $1.00 per hundred dol­
lar valuation at the budget hearing 
held by the Commissioners Court 
Monday, August 31, County Judge 
D. A. Hunt stated this week after 
the hearing had closed. This is the 
same rate that has been in effect 
for the past several years in the 
county. This will provide for a rev­
enue of a little more than $100,000 
for the operation of the county af­
fairs during 1943.

At the same meeting the members 
of the court reviewed the county 
budget and apportioned the amount 
of money to be expended in each 
of the several divisions during 1943.

Money derived from the $1.00 rate 
will be distributed in the following 
manger:

Jury fund, 13 cents; General fund, 
25 cents; Road and Bridge fund, 25 
cents; Court house and Jail fund, 
7 cents; County Road Bond fund, 
30 cents.

The tax rate is based on an esti­
mated $10,250,000 property tax valua­
tion for the county, about $250,000 
less than that of 1942.

In addition to the county tax rate 
set Monday, the state tax rate, sent 
earlier from Austin to Terrill Gun­
ter, county tax assessor and collec­
tor, is 75 cents for each hundred 
dollar valuation. Of this, 35 cents 
goes to the state revenue, 33 cents 
to the state school fund, and 7 cents 
to the confederate pension fund. The 
school tax rate is set by the various 
school districts over the county.

Taxpayers to Get Deductions
The court, while in session Mon­

day, voted to adopt the discount plan 
for the early paying of taxes. Under 
this plan tax payers are allowed a 
three per cent deduction on taxes 
paid prior to November 1, two per 
cent if paid during the month of 
November and one per cent if paid 
during the month of December. This 
applies on 1942 county taxes but 
does not apply to state taxes.

FOR PROSPECTIVE DRAFT REGISTRANTS
Since calls for men are so heavy, 

and may come at any time now, the 
local draft board believes that it may 
give out some information that will 
be helpful to registrants. No reg­
istrant can be inducted until he has 
been examined by the local physicians 
and his classification changed to 1-A 
by the board. No registrant need 
feel that his induction is very near 
until he has been called in for physi­
cal examination and then, at the 
earliest, about 30 days must pass 
under present regulations, before he 
can be inducted—oftentimes it is 
longer, depending altogether upon 
the calls received by the local board.

There is no longer any class 1-B, 
men with minor physical defects, and 
such men will be inducted for limited 
service when* they are examined by 
the army doctors at Lubbock. Class 
IV -F now constitutes the only class 
for physical disabilities, out of which 
men are not likely to be called, al­
though some of them will be re­
checked from time to time, and 
possibly called for service.

Under present regulations a regis­
trant may volunteer in any branch 
of the armed services, navy, coast 
guard, air corps, etc., up until the 
day he is to report for induction. 
This provision will enable registrants 
with dependents and businesses to re­
main at home somewhat longer than 
they have thought possible, when it 
is their desire to enter some branch 
of the service other than the army.

County Is Assigned 
Quota of 13 Navy 
Rocruits for September
Wheeler county has been assigned 

13 navy recruits as its quota for 
September in the North Texas dis­
trict's drive to enlist 3,600 men be­
tween the ages of 17 and 50 during 
the thirty-day period.

“During August more than 3,100 
men left their homes in North Texas 
to join the navy. The month’s quo­
ta, which was the highest ever rea­
lized in the district, was only 3,000 
recruits. That is why our Septem­
ber quota has been set twenty per 
cent higher.”

Thus Lieut. L. H. Rideout, jr., of­
ficer in charge of the district, stated 
simply plans to make this district 
as representative as any other in the 
nation in the navy’s combined fight­
ing force.

“We can enlist 3,600 men in thirty 
days because we have only started 
our campaign to sell the navy,”  he 
insisted. "The country is becoming 
more war-conscious every day. 
Washington dispatches predict that 
3-A classifications will be tapped be­
fore Christmas. Increasing numbers 
of men are convincing themselves 
daily of the immediate need for all 
the manpower we can possible mus­
ter."

He expressed again the sense of 
gratitude felt by the navy depart­
ment for all of its volunteer civilian 
recruiters, saying that "twice the 
effort from now on will mean victory 
in half the time.”

The North Texas navy recruiting 
district is credited with enlisting 
3,243 men during August. Wheeler 
county, with a quota of 11 recruits, 
contributed 9 recruits to the month­
ly total, the highest in the history 
of the district.

Encouraged by the banner month 
of enlistments, 243 above the assign­
ed quota and 1,116 more than ever 
before sworn in during a single 
month in the district, Lieut.

We j 
have had the pleasure to be shown j 
through Mr. Guynes’ workshop, lo - ; 
cated in a small home made house 
behind his home and can safely say 
that the tools, diagrams and other ] 
articles used in the construction of 
the violins he has completed, are 
unique to say the least. Heretofore, 
the woods used for the backs of the J 
Instruments have been imported ! 
from Europe and were extremely ex -, 
pensive for the size of the pieces.1 
Of course, the war has made these 
importations impossible and the fine 
woods are now almost extinct in this : 
country.

Each piece is hand carved and must 
conform to exact thicknesses. Con­
trary to popular belief, that the 
graceful curves and humps adorning 
a violin, were made by warping the 
wood, each one is carved by hand 
with a special knife. Many coats, 
of varnish are put on and carefully: 
rubbed to give a glossy finish. There 1 
are no nails or clamps throughout 
the instrument as each part is glued 
together, and is the result of many 
hours of painstaking labor. Dick 
has a number of violins to his credit 
that in looks and tonal quality will 
match many instruments costing 
thousands of dollars. He calls it a 
hobby and dosen’t go for it in a ] 
business way, however, he has made 
a complete study of violins and can 
quote prices, names of the old mas­
ters and in general has a thorough 
knowledge of violin making, but he 
says he never took a lesson on one 
in his life.

How Thoy are Getting 
The Peanut* Th ro ned
Floresville, Sept. 2.— The best way 

to get something done about the la­
bor shortage is to do it yourself.

Evidently, that’s the theory W il­
son county peanut growers used when 
they set about solving the labor prob­
lem which threatened to impede the 
Food-for-Victory peanut production 
program.

Under the leadership of the Coun­
ty U. S. Department of Agriculture; 
War Board and its chairman, A. D. 
Richardson, Wilson county farmers 
have organized a number of small 
informal cooperatives to thresh this 
year’s record peanut crop of 45,000 i 
acres. Richardson believes at least; 
thirty such cooperatives, with from 
ten to fifteen members each, will be 
formed.

In return for a pledge by co-op 
members to conserve their tires to 
the utmost, L. F. Spruce, chairman 
of the Wilson County War Price and 
Rationing Board, agreed that the 
public interest demanded that the 
board do its best to provide the j 
necessary tires for the harvest.

The basic idea behind the co-ops 
is as old as farming—farmers band-: 
ing themselves together to exchange 
their own labor and to harvest all 
their crops. Since it takes about , 
fifteen men to make up a crew for 
a peanut thresher, generally the co­
ops have about that many members. 
In that way, the members can do the 
work without having to hire any 
outside labor.

The first peanut-threshing co-op 
was organized at a meeting of grow­
ers in the Sunnyside community.; 
The growers elected a secretary who 
will keep a record of the time put 
in on each farm and the amount 
and kind of work each grower does, j 

Other agreements included provisions 
that the work of each member be 
done on an hourly basis, that time 
be stopped after a thirty-minute 
forced stop or breakdown of the 
thresher, and that each member 
bring his own dinner to the job.

Commenting on the co-op plan as | 
operated in Wilson county, B. F. 
Vance, chairman of the Texas USDA 
War Board, declared: “Cooperative 
steps, such as this action by Wilson 
county farmers, can go a long ways j 
towards solving the farm labor 
shortage which could do serious 
damage to the Food-f or-Freedom 
program.

“The growers of Wilson county, ■ 
and especially Mr. Richardson, have 
shown their farsightedness and have 
exercised their initiative to solve a 
problem which threatened both their 
incomes and agriculture's war e ffo rt.; 
I f  the Department of Agriculture 
made awards for excellence in the 
war effort, I feel sure that Wilson 
county would receive one.”

Need of Civilian 
W ar Workers Outlined
An immediate need for additional 

civilian war workers in several oc­
cupations was stressed today by the 
Tenth United States Civil Service 
district. Nurses, automobile advis­
ors, student instructors for army and 
navy air forces, stenographers and 
typists, and expediters for the mari­
time commission are all critically 
needed for the war effort.

Junior graduate nurse, graduate 
nurse, public health nurse, and as­
sistant nursing educational consult­
ant positions are open for qualified 
applicants, with salaries ranging from 
$1,620 per year to $2,600 per year, 
for duty in the various federal hos­
pitals and health agencies.

Under a new announcement which 
completely modified requirements, 
student and junior instructors for 
the army air forces technical schools 
and navy aviation service schools are 
being sought for instruction work 
in radio operating and repairing, en­
gineering, airplane mechanics, me­
chanic shop work, welding, sheet 
metal work, photography. Student 
instructors receive $1,620 a year; 
junior instructors, $2,000 a year.

Box like 
frames covered with wire, some more 
than a thousand feet long were built 
and placed horizontally and vertical­
ly on the banks and in the river at 
the points which needed to be built 
up.

The unwieldy frames did the job 
when the floods came and the river 
began to tear at the banks. The 
pipe lines were not damaged, thanks 
to the ingenuity of the men who 
designed the boxes and the men who 
labored to put them in place. It 
was another one of the behind tfie 
scenes jobs that prove "Dependable 
Natural Gas Service Doesn’t Just 
Happen."

THE SIDEW ALKS OF THE CITY 
OF WHEELER

BE IT  ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE C ITY OF 
WHEELER, TEXAS;

That hereafter it shall be unlaw­
ful for any person or group of per­
sons to ride a bicycle, tricycle or 
other velocipede or to use roller 
skates or scooters, for the purpose 
of propelling themselves or others 
from one place to another on any of 
the sidewalks of the city of Wheeler;

That the riding of such bicycle, tri­
cycle or other velocipede or using 
such roller skates or scooters on the 
sidewalks of the said City of Wheel­
er is hereby prohibited;

Equipment Control Tightened
Effective August 27, many types 

of industrial equipment can be pur­
chased only on a priority rating of 
A-l-C or higher, instead of the A-9 
rating which formerly was sufficient. 
This amendment to W PB order L- 
123 covers passenger and freight ele­
vators, fans, compressors, pumps, 
electric motors over one horsepower 
and other types of general industrial 
equipment. The amendment, how­
ever, permits production and delivery 
prior to October 1, 1942, of equip­
ment ordered before August 27 on 
an A-9 or higher rating.

Awards for Scrap Dealers
Recognition of outstanding service 

to the war effort will be awarded 
to leading scrap dealers in the form 
of emblems. W PB ’s Conservation 
Division will present the emblems on 
the basis of the scrap dealer's co­
operation with W PB policies and on 
evidence that tonnage deliveries of 
scrap from the yards are one-third 
above deliveries for the first part of 
the year. First awards are schedul­
ed for September 1. Monthly awards 
will be made thereafter during 1942.

Livestock Ceilings Planned
Assuring livestock producers that 

anything in the way of surprise 
action will be avoided, OPA has an­
nounced that definite plans are in 
process for placing a price ceiling 
on live hogs and similar action is 
contemplated soon on cattle prices. 
Working out of ceilings will be under­
taken in close consultation with pro­
ducers, and completed plans will be 
submitted to the Secretary of Agri­
culture for concurrence. With a 
strong demand for beef cattle in 
prospect, the market will be more 
stable, as compared with other 
years, and feeders who buy care­
fully may look forward to the com­
ing year with confidence.

Guide for War Volunteers
An official guide to help people 

of all ages and occupations to get 
more than "ankle deep" into the na­
tion's war effort has been published 
by the Office of Civilian Defense. 
The booklet, entitled "What Can I 
Do?" may be obtained from state 
and local defense councils or from 
the Office of Civilian Defense in 
Washington. The first official com­
pilation of volunteer war work op­
portunities, OCD's booklet outlines 
work for women, for boys and girls, 
for citizens living in "target areas" 
and for members of specific trades 
and professions.

Home-Made Dresses Controlled
W PB’s new limitation order, L-153, 

effects the same conservation of ma­
terials in women's dresses and other 
garments made at home as those set 
up for ready-made garments in 
order L-85. The new order applies 
to paper patterns used by home 
dressmakers. The more severe 
measurement restrictions on wool 
garments ordered by L-85 for ready­
made garments are not included in 
the pattern order, as manufacturers 
cannot know for what material the 
pattern will be used.

Bicycle Quotas Announced
September rationing quotas of new 

adult bicycles for the six-state south­
western OPA region have been an­
nounced as follows: Arkansas, 443; 
Kansas, 1,152; Louisiana, 961; Mis­
souri, 1,960; Oklahoma, 962, and Tex­
as, 2,2968.

Rubber Shrinks Again
Tightening up still further on the 

use of vital rubber supplies, WPB 
has prohibited sale and use of elas­
tic fabric, rubber yarn and elastic 
thread except in nine specified health 
and industrial articles, including gas 
masks, goggles, surgical stockings 
and artificial limbs. Use of rubber 
fabric and thread even in these 
items is forbidden after September 
9 except on permission granted by 
W PB on specific application. Other 
health items, including supports for 
abdomen, back and breast, can no 
longer be made with rubber fabric 
or thread. Construction of crude 
rubber, latex, reclaimed rubber and 
scrap rubber in all civilian products 
henceforth will be permitted only 
on specific allocations by W PB’s 
Director general for Operations.

New Typewriter Rental Banned
A  ban on rental of new typewrit­

ers and used non-portable typewrit­
ers made since January 1. 1935, has 
been issued by OPA. All used ma­
chines in this classification that are 
now rented must be returned to 
dealers by September 15. This ac­
tion was necessitated by slow public 
response to the Treasury Depart­
ment’s drive to buy 300,000 used 
typewriters from their owners to fill 
urgent needs of the army, navy and 
other government agencies. The 
new OPA order also placed a three- 
month limit on rentals of standard 
typewriters made before Jan. 1, 1935, 
and all used portables. Although 
so-called "stripped’’ portable ma­
chines and obsolete typewriters are 
released by the new OPA order for 
unrestricted sale, all other sales are 
governed by rationing regulations.

Share-*-Truck Plan Urged
With a September truck tire allot­

ment for Texas of 18,459, almost six 
thousand below the August OPA ra­
tioning quota, Mark McGee, State 
OPA director, urges all farmers to 
plan speedy adoption of “ share-a- 
truck" plans to insure movement of 
fall crops. This plan already is be­
ing used successfully in Ellis county, 
he said, and will be presented at 
Lubbock on September 8 to a meet­
ing of local war price and ration 
boards of 21 South Plains counties 
and representatives of 15,000 farm­
ers in that region.

New Texas Weed 
And Seed Law 
Is Well Received
The new Texas weed and seed law 

passed by the 47th Legislature and 
made effective June 30, 1941 is be­
ing well received by farmers, grain 
dealers and seedmen as a guard 
against poor seed. The law, apply­
ing to nearly all seed transactions, 
makes it possible for farmers to buy 
planting seed tagged by an official 
agency as to germination, percent­
age of inert matter, and percentage 
of nokious weed seed.

The grain dealer and seedsman are 
in turn protected in their purchases 
of seed from the farmer, other deal-1 
ers and truckers. The law, requir­
ing a germination and purity test on 
all seed offered for sale and a tag 
on each sack, is an effective means 
of requiring better quality seed sales 
and should be of material benefit to 
the farmers, grain dealers, and seeds­
man of the state.

Those handling any kind of seed 
would be well advised to become 
familiar with the law as violations 
are punishable by a fine. Further 
information about the law may be 
obtained from the State Department 
of Agriculture at Austin, Texas.

Benefits to Be Derived 
By Shoring U«e Of 
Farm Implements
With American farmers being call­

ed on to produce more and more with 
less and less, the need for coopera­
tion and sharing the use of certain 
kinds of farm machinery is due to 
result in the organization of many 
farmer cooperatives in Wheeler coun­
ty. in the opinion of Frank O. W of­
ford, rural rehabilitation supervisor 
for the Farm Security Administra­
tion.

In Wartime farm production, it’s 
as unpatriotic to have idle machines 
as it is to have idle men, and Wheel­
er county farmers are expected to 
do something about it, Mr. Wofford 
believes.

The Farm Security Administra­
tion, he represents, is anxious to 
assist farmers in this county in or­
ganizing cooperatives and will, in 
many cases, finance the group pur­
chase for group use of scarce farm 
machinery and equipment.

Such groups are small and would 
consist, in most instances, of neigh­
bors forming a cooperative arrange­
ment between each other, the super­
visor explained. The arrangements 
are simple, he said, and participation 
agreement forms may be obtained, 
with complete information, at the 
Farm Security office by anyone in­
terested. The agreement may con­
stitute the basis of understanding be­
tween all participants, covering rent­
al and or service charges, kinds of 
records to be kept, schedule of use, 
and so forth.

Mr. Wofford recalled a recent ad­
dress by Secretary of Agriculture 
Wickard in which ne urged farmers 
to "Unite for Victory” . " It  is not 
a question of When we win the war;” 
said Mr. Wickard, “ it is a question 
of If we win the war.” Continuing 
the Secretary said. "American farm­
ers are working the longest hours 
of any group in the county and this 
sear's production of crops and live­
stock shows where farmers stand. 
Despite limitations of labor and 
machinery, farmers are smashing all 
records—not only for total produc­
tion. but in the particular products 
that are needed most for winning 
the war.”

Mr. Wofford said Farm Security 
has made a good many loans in this 
area in former years to help farmers 
buy machinery on a cooperative basis, 
"but now with the shortage of mach­
inery, we're a lot more anxious to 
help farmers with this particular 
phase of our program than ever be­
fore.”

Farmers interested in the complete 
details about cooperative purchase 
and use of machinery and equipment 
are urged to contact Mr. Wofford 
at his office in the Court House at 
Wheeler.

Blue stamp foods available during 

September to families using food 
stamps in Wheeler county were an­
nounced today by Dan L. Boyd, area 
supervisor for the Agricultural Mar­
keting Administration.

Foods for September are the same 
as those listed for August except 
that fresh plums, peaches and 
oranges and butter have been re­
moved from the list because condi­
tions do not warrant additional mar­
ket support for the items at this 
time. The complete list of blue 
stamp foods for the period Septem­
ber 1 through September 30 is fresh

Pointers Are Given 
On Silo Building
Drainage is one of the most import­

ant factors in building a trench silo, 
according to E. R. Eudaly, chairman 
of the A and M. College Extension 
Service.

A trench on a hillside provides 
easy drainage by sloping the floor 
from the back to the front. But if 
the hill does not have sufficient 
slope to afford drainage at the depth 
desired, both depth and drainage may 
be obtained by piling the excavated 
soil on the banks. On level ground 
the trench should be constructed 
above ground unless it can be dug 
down to a strata of sand or gravel 
which would provide drainage. Above 
ground construction calls for parallel 
levees of dirt. Height and width 
will depend upon the number of live­
stock to be fed. but capacity in no 
way affects preservation of the feed,

| Eudaly says.
If  the floor of the surface level 

trench gets muddy cover it with rock, 
gravel, sand, brick or concrete. Such 

! covering improves the bottom of any 
trench. Trench walls should slops 

; at least one foot in four but if they 
cave slope the walls two feet in four, 

j Walls may be made permanent by 
lining them with rock, brick, plaster 
or concrete.

When a trench is opened a slice 
at least four inches in thickness must 
be taken off the exposed end daily 
to prevent spoilage. As this involves 
possible wastage, Eudaly suggests 
that it is better to have a small 

! trench than one which is too large. 
With a small container two or more 
slices may be taken off daily if that 

i much feed is needed.
"If  you have only five head of cat- 

i tie,” Eudaly explains, " I  suggest that 
; you make the trench three feet wide 
at the top. two or two and one half 
feet at the bottom, and three feet 
deep. It may be as long as you want 

' it, depending upon the amount of feed 
to be buried. The more livestock you
have the wider and deeper the trench 
can be made.”
