DEDUCTIBLE FROM INCOME

Guy T. Helvering, commissioner of
internal revenue, said in a formal
statement recently that advertising
expenditures of businesses would
continue to be deductible from in-
come tax returns as long as they are
“ordinary and necessary and bear a
reasonable relation to the business
activities in which the enterprise is
engaged.”

The statement was issued, Helver-
ing said, in response to numerous
inquiries arising from Secretary Mor-
genthau'’s notice to Congress May 28
that the bureau was examining cor-
poration returns with a view of dis-
allowing excessive deductions of
various kinds, including advertising.

| ORDERED BEFORE SEPT. 17
|  WILL BE DELIVERED BUYER

| New farm machinery which was
| ordered prior to September 17 will
Ibe delivered to producers, the Texas
| USDA War Board has announcd.

’ Producers whose orders were not
[filled before the “freeze"” day auto-
'matically will be given rationing cer-
tificates by county rationing com-
| mittees, provided the applicant can
|satisfy the committee that the order
was placed prior to September 17.

Orders placed after the effectivej
date, however, will be subject to ra-
tioning through local boards.

According to the rationing pro-
gram, farm machinery will be class-
ified in three groups. Class A ma-
chinery, including items which are
scarce and vitally needed in 1942 pro-
duction, may be sold only upon ap-
proval of local rationing committees.
Class B machinery, which includes
items somewhat less scarce, may be
sold upon certification by the farmer
|to the dealer that the equipment is
required for current agricultural pro-
duction. Other less essential items
are included in Class C and may be
sold without restrictions.

Purpose of the farm machinery ra-
tioning program is to insure a fair
distribution of available machinery
in channels where it will do the most
good in wartime agricultural produc-
tion.

35-Mile An Hour
Speed Limit in
Effect Today: Gas
Rationing Soon

Joseph B. Eastman, director of the
Office of Defense Transportation, or-
dered a maximum 35 miles an hour
speed limit for all rubber-tired ve-
hicles in the United States.

Eastman has asked the governors
of all the states, directly and through
the Council of Governors, to put a
35-mile speed limit in effect in their
states by proclamation or otherwise
and to call upon state and local of-
ficials for strict enforcement.

The new wartime speed limit be-
comes effective Oct. 1 for all vehicles
except those operated by common
carriers in scheduled regular route
service.

For those vehicles, the order be-
comes effective Oct. 15. The effec-
tive date was delayed with respect
to such vehicles to give carriers
time to make necessary adjustments
in their operations, Eastman said.

Gas Rationing Nov, 22

Mr. Henderson has announced that
nation-wide rationing of gasoline will
begin about Nov. 22 and that the
nation's’ 27,000,000 motorists there-
after will be required to submit their
tires for federal inspection every 60
days,

Will Follow Plan in East

The rationing plan will follow the
one now in effect in the East. Hen-
derson said that some 20,000,000 pas
senger cars outside of the present
rationed area will be affected by the
new program. He estimated also that
rationing will reduce the use of pri-
vate passenger cars an average of
almost 60 per cent from normal.

Owners of cars in the present un-
rationed area will be required to
register and will receive a basic gas-
oline ration for their cars to allow
2,880 miles of travel per year based
on gasoline consumption of 15 miles
to the gallon.

Additional Mileage

Additional mileage up to 470 miles
may be obtained by the motorist who
can show that his original allotment
is insufficient to meet occupational
needs; who shows either that he has
formed a car-sharing club to keep

|his car filled to capacity while in

use, or that there is no other means
of transportation available to him.

The plan calls for establishment of
a “preferred mileage” category—sim-
ilar to the one in effect in the East
—for 14 types of occupations deemed
essential to the war effort and to the
public health and safety. These ra-
tions will be issued through a “C"
book and are tailored to meet the
proven need, without a specific ceil-
ing on mileage. The original card
will be an “A"” card and the second
will be a “B"” card.

Henderson said the time and place
for nation-wide registration will be
announced later.

Your government has requested
that all civilians hold consumption
of meat at 2°1-2 pounds per person
per week until rationing machinery
can be set in motion.

Here's why:

In the year beginning October 1,
1942, the army navy and lend-lease
will need 6 1-2 billion pounds of meat.

Civilian consumers would take
more than 21 billion pounds of meat
if it were available, because the de-
mand is abnormal due to high buy-
ing power, coupled with a decreasing
supply of most things to buy.

This makes an estimated demand
of 27 1-2 billion pounds.

But the supply is expected to be
only 24 billion pounds during the
year.

Subtract one from the other and
you get what a lot of civilians are
going to get along with less of.

- - -

The individual household may use
any method the family prefers to
hold consumption within the 2 1-2
pounds per person per week. If
there are invalids, old people, young
children, or vegetarians in the house-
hold, the housewife should not as-
sume that the weekly allowance
total for the household may be 2 1-2
pounds for each person. For instance
if a family of four includes two in-
fants and two adults, the weekly
allowance should be five pounds, not
10. Meatless days may be the ans-
wer to the problem. How the re-
duction is made is not important, but
that the reduction be made is of the
greatest importance. America nutri-
tion and health can well be main-
tained on the war-time allowance.
It is a normal amount of meat. By
cutting meat consumption to 2 1-2
pounds per person per week, civilans

Rubber Boots and
Shoes Available Only
To Essential Persons

Because of the serious rubber
shortage, certificate rationing of
men's rubber boots and rubber work
shoes has been ordered by the Office
of Price Administration to insure
necessary supplies of this footwear
for men working on jobs essential
to the war effort or the public
health safety, R. D. Holt, chairman
of the Wheeler county War Price
and Rationing Board announced to-
day. Mr. Holt said this action was
taken at the direction of the War
Production Board.

Effective at midnight Sepember
29, Mr. Holt said the OPA ordered
all sales and shipments of six types
of men’s rubber boots and rubber
work shoes frozen to prevent a buy-
ers’ “run” on the stocks now on
hand and also to give dealers time
to take inventory. All retailers,
wholesalers, and manufacturers of
the rationed footwear are required
to obtain OPA inventory forms from
their local War Price and Rationing
Board on either Thursday, Friday
or Saturday of this week.

The “freeze” period will end on
Monday, October 5, when rationing
| to customers begins. The Wheeler
| county war price and rationing board
will be open to workers and company
| purchasing agents who need certi-
ificates entitling them to buy the
rationed footwear, Mr. Holt said.

“To get a certificate,” Mr. Holt ex-
plained, “the applicant must fill out
two copies of a form that will be
available at the local war price and
| rationing board. These can be ob-
| tained by coming to the board in
| person, writing for them, or sending
a representative.

“In filling out this form, an appli-
cant must establish the fact that
the actual work he performs is es-
sential and he must specify the type
of rationing rubber footwear needed
and the conditions that make it
necessary for him to have them. He
also must show proof of his identity,
such as his selective service regis-
tration, social security number, driv-
ers license or similar identification.
He must further establish that he has
no available rubber footwear suit-
able for use on his job, and he must
agree to turn in for salvage any
unserviceable rubber footwear he
owns."

“On receiving this application,” Mr.
Holt said, “the board will decide
whether the applicant is entitled
to get a certificate to buy any type

board will authorize him to acquirel
the lighest weight and shortest type
that will adequately serve his pur-
pose.

“If the cerificate holder buys from
a local retailer he is required to
present his certificate, identify him-
self, surrender any worn out rubber
footwear as agreed, and get a re-
tailer's signature on a specified part
of the certificate as evidence that
he has made the required turn-in,

“Where purchases are made by |
mail order, the turn-in of old rubber
footwear is made to a local scrap |
collection agency designated by the
local board. For this reason the
customer sends only two parts of
his certificate to the mail order
house. On the third part he gets a
signature by a representative of the
salvage agency to which he surrend-
ered his worn out rubber footwear.
Purchasers are required to keep thisi
part of the certificate for six months. |

“All sellers of rationed rubber foot- |
wear — retailers, wholesalers and,
manufacturers—are required to take |
inventory on OPA forms as of mid- |
night next Saturday, October 3. The
following specific type of men’s rub-
ber boots and rubber work shoes
require a high crude rubber content
and therefore are included under the |
rationed order: (1) hip-height rubber
boots, including all boots of hip,
body and thigh heights; (2) over the
knee rubber boots, including Storm
King height; (3) all heavy short
rubber boots; (4) all light wexghti
short rubber boots; (5) rubber pacs
and bootees 10 inches or more in
height; (6) rubber pacs, bootees and
work shoes less than 10 inches in
height. All variations in style and
design within these six broad classi-
fication are included.” Mr. Holt add-
ed that most types of rubber foot-
wear necessary for ordinary use can
be made mostly from reclaimed rub-
ber and therfore are not rationed
but can be purchased as usual. “In
this non-rationed class,” he said, “are
men’s rubber boots and rubber work
shoes smaller than size six, lumber-
men’s overs, which are leather boots
with rubber feet , men's arctics,
gaiters, work and dress rubbers, and
women's and children’'s rubber boots,
rubber work shoes, arctics, gaiters,
and rubbers. Although these types
are not being rationed,” Mr. Holt
said, “the rubber conservation pro-
gram depends on the cooperation
of the public in not buying any more
of these ordinary types than urgontl
necessity demands.

He emphasized that OPA has re-
stricted sales of the rationed foot-
wear because it is pressed on one
hand by the same rubber shortage

(days to two weeks. While they|
|ripen, keep them in a cool, dark |
i well-ventilated place. When the|

pears are ripe, remove the stem and‘
| halve or quarter them. The smaller |
| the piece the more quickly it dries. |

| The more quickly it dries the more |
1food value, flavor, and texture are |
| conserved. Then remove the coreI
|and woody tissue in the center of
the pear.

The next step is to sulphur the
fruit. This helps to preserve the
fruit over a longer period, helps pre-
vent darkening and loss of Vitamin
IC, keeps insects away, and speeds |
up the drying process. Here is how |
to sulphur the fruit. Do it out of
doors.

Place one teaspoon of sulphur per
pound of prepared fruit in a small|
piece of paper, roll it loosely, and
twist the ends. Then place it in a
pan. Place the pan below the tray
or trays of cut fruit, so they will
not come in contact with burning|
sulphur. Light the paper, Then |
quickly place a tight box or barrel |
over the trays and the pan. ’I‘heI
| covering should be tight enough to!
| prevent loss of fumes. Sulphur the |
| pears for three hours.

perature can be controlled. The pro-
cess should be started at 130 degrees
F. and finished at 175 degrees F.
Miss Jones says. Pears should be
dried until they are rubbery or
elastic, but not sticky. They should
not be hard and brittle. Twenty-
five pounds of fresh pears will yleld|
from 3 1-2 to six pounds of dried
fruit.
