handle food ration sign up. The meet-
ing will begin at 8 o'clock.

Superintendent J. L. Gilmore, ra-
tion sign-up custodian for the
Wheeler school, announced this
morning that the sign-up at the
local school would not begin until
4 o'clock Wednesday afternoon
because it will be that time be-
fore teachers who are driving buses
can get back to the school.

He requests that citizens regist-
ering locally do so alphabetically
in so far as it is conventiently pos-
sible. Those whose last names be-
gin with A and B are to register
Wednesday afternoon and night.
Thursday morning those whose
names begin with C, D, E and F
will register; Thursday afternoon
and night; G, H, I, and J; Friday
morning, K, L and M; Friday after-
noon and night; N, O, P, Q and R;
Saturday morning, S, T, U and V;
Saturday afternoon, W, X, Y and Z.

The registration will take place
in the High School building, the
same place of the gas ration sign-
up.

Mr. Gilmore has requested that
everyone try to get through with
their signing up by 6 p. m. Satur-
day in order that registrants may
have the remainder of Saturday
night for checking up.

Registration can be made at any
time for those who cannot come
at the period specified for them.
He also states that registrants will
remain at their posts late at night
only if there are persons present
desiring to register. Otherwise
they will wait until the following
morning.

Householders and individuals will
register as they did for coffee and
sugar and mileage books, with regis-
tration under the supervision of the
local War Price and Rationing Board,
assisted by volunteers specially train-
ed for the job.

Retail sales of foods to be rationed
will be “frozen” at midnight, Feb-
ruary 20, and will be resumed March
1 when rationing begins. Housewives
should be ready for the first week
4f purchasing food under rationing.

One adult may register for a fam-
ily group, and persons under 18 years
of age or those incapacitated may
designate someone tc apply for them.
Tndividuals living in the homes of
others are required to register sep-
qrately. The same applies to such
persons as domestic servants or
thousekeepers who have their meals
at the nome of their employer. In
such cases, the books are all turned
over to the householder for use in
food purchasing.

First step toward getting War Ra-
tion Book 2 will be the filling out of
an official Declaration form. Each
person must have the declaration
when applying for Book 2. On the
Declaration must be listed supplies
.of rationed canned goods, eight ounces
or over in weight, on hand at mid
night, February 20, in excess of five

FARM SUBSIDIES
ARE TURNED DOWN

By a vote of six to one, a house
appropriations subcommittee turned
down Monday a request by President
Roosevelt for $100,000,000 for incen-
tive payments to farmers to increase
production of food.

The dissenting vote was cast by
Representative Tarver (D-Ga), chair-
man of the subcommittee handling
agriculture appropriations.

The committee reaffirmed the po-
licy of congress against the payment
of subsidy payments as written into
the first supplemental defense appro-
priation act last year.

Tarver said he concurred in the de-
claration of policy but voted against
disapproving the request for funds.

Meanwhile Senator Hatch (D-NM)
advocated elimination of farm bene-
fit payments and the fixing of agri-
cultural prices at “fair levels.”

Selective Service
announced recently that,
April 1, Texas local boards have been
directed to reclassify all physically
qualified registrants, ages 18 through
37, who are engaged in activities or
occupations designated as non-defer-
rable by the War Manpower Com-
mission, without giving consideration
to their dependency status. He said:

“The majority of all registrants of
military age are now deferred on
dependency grounds without regard
to occupation, and a great number
of these registrants are employed in
activities or occupations not essential
to war production, agriculture, or
civilian activity contributing to the
home front. The continuing need
for men by the armed forces demands
that henceforth greater emphasis
must be placed on occupation than
on dependency as a basis for defer-
ment.

“The War Manpower Commission
has published a list of 29 activities
and occupations as non-deferrable and
not entitled in time of war to share
manpower with the armed forces.
This list (below) will be amended
and extended from time to time as
the need for physically qualified men
increases.” Few men in a town the
size of Wheeler are engaged in these
activities so far set out.

“It does not follow,” General Page
said, “that a man of military age
engaged in any of the non-deferrable
activities will be liable for induction
unless he gets himself a job in a war
plant. Unfortunately, that seems to
be the prevalent, but mistaken, inter-

That county’s association has just
recently completed a canvas ef their
members seeking their reaction in
regard to the program. Of 2,000 re-
plies received oniy fifteen were criti-
cal of the program

The Rural Health Service experi-
ment is the result of an interbureau
meeting in 1941 of ranking officials
of the United States Department of
Agricviture at which time it was
proposed that postwar planning work
be done in rural health improvement.
Surveys made by the Agricultural
Planning Committee throughout the
nation justified this proposal. At
first it was planned for about seven-
teen experimental counties.

Several Texas counties were offer-
ed the experimental projeets but for
one reason or another were not able
to accept the proposition. Cass and
Wheeler counties had wide-awake,
active county agricultural councils
and planning committees and put the
plans into operation,
