Temporary "Freeze"
of Farm Machinery

Due to the difficulties connected
with establishing quotas needed to
govern permanent rationing of farm
equipment and machinery, it has
been determined that it is necessary
to temporarily “freeze” farm mach-
inery. In the meanwhile, it is ex-
pected that quotas can be establish-
ed during a period when needs for
farm machinery will be at a mini-
mum.

This “freeze” became effective Nov.
1. In general it provides that new
farm machinery listed in Schedule
IV of Amendment 2, Temporary Ra-
tioning Order A, may not be sold by
dealers, distributors, or manufactur-
ers, and that no one may purchase
such machinery from them. How-
ever, other machinery (including pea-
nut pickers which are listed in Sche-
dule IV) may be sold by retail deal-
ers out of stocks on hand. Such deal-
ers will be unable, however, to re-
stock during the duration of the
“freeze.” All machinery is “frozen"
above retail levels and may be mov-
ed only within a county, and then
for storage purposes, without obtain-
ing special permission from this of-
fice. Machinery which is in transit
may be delivered, but machinery on
order, but not in transit, may not be
delivered.
