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The statistics show that farm in­
come has risen substantially during 
the past year. What the statistics 
do not show is that the farmer's 
costs have also risen heavily and 
that such problems as labor are 
getting steadily worse.

Dairy farming is a case in point 
Cows must be milked twice a day. 
seven days a week. Expert experi­
enced labor is necessary. But the 
farmers must pay several times as 
much for this kind of labor as he 
used to, even when he can get it. 
In many areas, it is virtually un­
obtainable at any price. Workers 
have gone to the cities, attracted 
by the high wages and relatively 
sliort hours of war industries.

The consumer wants cheap milk, 
and in many states milk is a public 
utility, with its price controlled by- 
state boards. But the farmer can't 
sell milk at a fixed price if his labor 
cost steadily rises. As yet, no one 
seems to have any feasible solution 
to this problem. It simply illustra­
tes that, contrary to the belief of 
many city people! everything isn’t 
perfect down on the farm.

HEALTH OFFICER WARNS
AGAIN8T FLY MENACE
Thousands of children and adults 

die every year from diseases carried 
by the fly. Typhoid fever, tuber­
culosis, summer compliant, cholera, 
intestinal diseases, and frequently 
death follow closely in the trail of 
the common house fly.

"The control of the fly menace 
comes at the top of the list of neces­
sary public health measurers which 
should be applied by every city and 
community in the State,” urged 
Doctor Geo. W. Cox, state health 
officer.

“The most effective measure for 
control is to prevent breeding,” Doc­
tor Cox onid "vu™. Kroed in filth, 
and about eight days are required 
to complete a life cycle. During her 
life tiine of several months, one 
house fly lays from 600 to 1000 eggs. 
Thus it can easily be seen that in 
a season which usually begins in the 
spring of the year, the descendants 
from one fly number countless thou­
sands.

"To eliminate flies, the breeding 
places must be destroyed. Manure 
piles, garbage, and other organic filth 
furnish the requirments of warmth, 
moisture, and food necessary for the 
propagation of the fly. Flies should 
be kept from contact with food or 
drink or utensils in which such food 
and drink are prepared and served. 
Likewise, they should be kept from 
access to privy vaults where they 
pick up the infections, which later 
spread to humans by cqntact with 
the food and drink, and by unwash­
ed hands and utensils.

“ See that your windows, doors, 
and porches are screened so that 
the stray fly from some careless 
neighbor will not molest your family. 
See that your grocer keeps meat, j 
vegetables, and fruit screened from 
flies.

“ Organize health measurers to des-j 
troy the breeding places, control 
the flies’ access to your home and ; 
and food, and establish standards of 
cleanliness in your community that 
will eliminate the fly.”

Kent Studios Made
Investigations of rent conditions 

on 54 defense rental areas of the 
Dallas OPA region now are being 
made by the Office of Price Admin­
istration, Max L. McCullough, re­
gion administrator, announced. Fed­
eral rent control has not yet been 
invoked in these areas, although the 
60-day waiting period set by Price 
Administrator Henderson has ex­
pired in some sections. Rent con­
trol offices were opened by OPA on 
July 1, in 14 defense rental areas 
in the Southwestern region.

New Tire “Census" Taken
OPA has called for inventories of 

all serviceable tires, whether new', 
used, or retreaded and recapped, 
from all tire sellers, showing their 
stocks as of June 30. The reports 
will be filed with local War Price 
and Rationing Boards on forms now 
being mailed to all dealers in Texas, 
Oklahoma, Louisiana, Missouri, Kan­
sas and Arkansas. Hereafter tire 
sellers will be required to file such 
inventory reports quarterly. From 
the data furnished rationing officials, 
OPA will determine how much new 
tire stock is fast-selling and how 
much is in sizes not used on later 
model cars. Data also will be ob­
tained on how many recappable car­
casses there are and where they 
are located.

Jewelry Prices Controlled
A recent definition by OPA of 

"precious stones" brings almost the 
entire jewelry industry under the 
provisions of the General Maximum 
Price Regulation. Under Amendment 
9 to the GMPR, precious stones ex­
empted from the pricing regulation 
are limited to the uncut, rare and 
most expensive stones, or mountings 
containing these stones.

Truck Appeals Expedited
To expedite handling of applica­

tions for special permits in connec­
tions with ODT truck conservation 
orders, the Office of Defense Trans­
portation has authorized managers 
of its field offices to issue such per­
mits. Four ODT general orders af­
fecting trucks already have gone into 
effect. Of these, Nos. 3, 4, and 5 
govern over-the-road operations o f '. 
common, contract and private car- , 
riers, and No. 6 governs operations of i 
local delivery carriers.

25,000 Autos Available
With about 260,000 new cars re­
