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United States Declares War 
on Japs, Germany and Italy

Declaration Against Nipponese Made Monday After Treacherous 
Attack Sunday on Hawaii— Germany and Italy Added 

to List of Nation’s Avowed Foes Today

The United States of America took its place, this week, in 
the mighty holocaust of war that has now engulfed almost the 
entire world in the most titanic struggle ever recorded among 
mankind—or dreamed of by the vilest fiends of the nether regions.

Shortly after noon Monday congress voted, in response to 
President Roosevelt’s message, a declaration of war against Japan. 
And at about the same time today (Thursday) congress in an­
swer to another appeal by the president, voted declarations of 
war against Germany and Italy.

Call Arrives for Red 
Cross War Relief Aid

Action against Japan was precipi­
tated by a treacherous attack, Sun­
day, on the Hawaiian Islands, ocean 
possession of this country. The 
charge of treachery in Sunday’s in­
cident results from the fact that at 
the very time of the attack an envoy 
of the Japanese government was in 
Washington, where he had been re­
ceived by officials on a supposed 
mission of peace.

Caught thus unawares, loss of life 
and war equipment was much great­
er, of course, than otherwise would 
have been the case.

The attack wras so unexpected that 
consternation approaching panic 
reigned for a few hours until reason 
regained control and the American

Through no fault of 
our own, however, Japan has 
taken advantage of this fact. 
We must now reach that 
strength.

The road ahead is not a 
smooth one, but by the grace of 
God who has always guided us 
throughout our glorious history, 
and a united people, shorn of all 
Internal dissension, we will 
emerge with our colors flying and 
retain our place in the ranks of 
the mightiest nations of the 
world. Our destiny is forward 
with full speed ahead.

ORDER HALTS SALE CAR 
TIRES AND TUBES

Another reminder that the 
United States is at war came to­
day when local dealers, along with 
others throughout the nation, were 
ordered to discontinue sale of 
automobile tires and tubes until 
Dec. 22 to stop "a consumer’s 
buying wave.” The order, effec­
tive at once, was issued by the 
OPM's civilian supply division.

"The prohibitions means,” ex­
plains the order, “ that no new 
automobile truck, bus, motor­
cycle, farm implement or other 
type of tire or tube may be sold 
by anyone except on preference 
rating of 3-A or higher. The re­
striction, however, does not apply 
to the sale of used tires and 
tubes, retreaded tires, or to the 
sale of tires and tubes furnished 
with new or used automotive 
vehicles.”

First reports from Hawaii, per­
haps colored by enemy cleverness, 
were far from heartening. Receipt 
of more accurate information—still 
incomplete— throws a new light on 
the attack, revealing that although 
hundreds of people were killed or 
injured, a number of planes shot 
down and one or more vessels sunk, 
the Japanese did not escape without 
severe losses. Information so far 
available is too uncertain for depend­
ability.

But this much is already evident: 
Those who consider Japan an insig­
nificant foe (especially with the sup-

roneous estimate—quickly. The 
Japs approach war in a fatalistic 
attitude which makes them doubly 
dangerous.

When Saburo Kurusu arrived in 
Washington a few weeks ago as a 
special peace envoy, one of the major 
difficulties of hi> undertaking as was 
pointed out at the time, was that 
Washington did not know for whom 
he spoke There are two govern­
ments in Japan.

One is the pesudo-constitutional 
government premier, cabinet, legis­
lative bodv which ostensibly directs 
the nation's affairs.

The other is the military-naval 
clique which, under Japanese law. 
is a special governmental power in 
itself. It is charged with protecting 
the safety of the emperor's person. 
If it chooses to assume that military 
or naval moves are necessary to that 
end, it can make them, regardless 
of the premier and his cabinet, re­
gardless of the diet, regardless of 
the unctuous and plausible words 
Japan's ever-smiling emissaries are 
saving to the diplomats of other na­
tions.

This country listened to Kurusu. 
bargained with him. argued with him. 
on the assumption that he really had 
authority to speak for the govern­
ment and people of that country.

Even while his words were beinig 
spoken and courteously heard. Ja­
pans generals and admirals were 
plotting their hostile moves, gloating 
over the precious hours of extra time 
the negotiations gave them, hoping 
that the seeming guilelessness of 
American leaders would make the 
surprise attack more effective when 
the hour came

Whether Kurusu knew how he was 
being used for a frout while the 
bombs were being loaded on the 
planes and the stealthy moves chart­
ed, is of scant consequence It is 
quite possible that he was innocent 
and ignorant An error was made 
at Washington was in not requiring 
valid assurances, at the start, that 
he was empowered to speak for the 
real government of Japan.

titude toward the price of oil is the 
apparent inability of the bureaucrats 
to understand oil's status as a com­
modity.

Most commodities and materials 
fall into one of three groups, under 
present conditions.

There are things that we can, in 
a pinch, get along without Tin-foil, 
cellophane, chromium gadgets on 
automobiles these are examples 
There are things for which substi­
tutes can be found, rayon or artifi­
cial silk instead of Japanese silk, 
glass containers instead of tin ones, 
for instance.

And there are things that are vital 
in the defense program and for which 
no substitute is at hand Oil is one 
of them. It is one of the indispens­
able* There is nothing to use in 
place of it.

Probably the bureaucrats under­
stand that, though we cannot be 
sure What they don’t seem to 
understand is the fact that there is 
only one way to produce it and that 
is by drilling holes in the ground 
on the chance that an oil-bearing 
stratum will be found.

There seems to be no comprehen­
sion of the fact that no one can 
say with certainty that any well 
will become a producer, and that 
risks must be taken in developing 
oil fields and that the men who take 
the risks must pay as much for ma­
chinery and labor on dry holes as 
they do for big producing wells

Another thing that isn't being 
taken into consideration is that ma­
jor companies, due to the extent of 
their operations, can absorb risks 
without straining their finances, but 
that smaller companies and inde­
pendent operators frequently cannot

Oil cannot be fitted into a regula­
tory pattern that would do for lum­
ber or coal or some other commodi­
ty where the developer knows In 
advance what he will find and what 
it will cost him to produce it. Oil 
is in a class by itself, among all the 
commodities that the defense pro­
gram demands It is time for 
authorities at Washington to recog­
nize the fact

THE RIGHT TO W ORK

Fairness and common sense alike 
suggest that the right to work in­
cludes the right to do it without 
belonging to a labor union. In the 
many sound arguments for the right 
of workers to organize, there is no 
single one that can be presented for 
authority of the organized workers 
to force their union on a man who 
does not wish to belong. If the 
union plan and management is good, 
it can be sold to voluntary member­
ship

One thing is axiomatic; involun­
tary membership is a form of taxa­
tion tyrannical beyond all reason.

In the spread of organized labor, 
particularly in the CIO. under the 
patronage of the new deal, coercion, 
legal and otherwise, has been pos­
sible because of thp superior driving 
power of organization.

Theoretically, the whole develop­
ment of labor organization has been 
directed against management. In 
actuality, it has impinged on the un­
organized worker Unless the latter 
sees the danger in his present posi­
tion, he will be gradually forced into 
union ranks against his will, a slave 
to a system that is only beneficient 
when supported by freedom of choice.

Down in Harris county the As­
sociation for Industrial Peace, head­
ed by the indefatigable Col. Ike Ash- 
bum, has recognized the position of 
the unorganized worker Thousands 
of Texans have affixed their signa­
tures to an affirmation by the Citi­
zens Committee on the Right to 
Work that the non-union man must 
he protected in his job This is quite 
possibly the most worth-while move­
ment in the country today

The start made in Houston should 
be duplicated elsewhere. If this is 
not done, we face a future in which 
willy-nilly every worker in the 
United States must pay tribute to 
an organization not of his choosing 
which dominates his whole life.— 
Dallas News.

In recommending that county of­
ficials investigate the practicability 
of ’’drunk-o-meter” devices, the grand 
jury has taken a progressive and 
a praise-worthy step.

There are contrivances, based on 
scientific experience, whereby of­
ficers can readily determine whether 
a motorist has been drinking. The 
devises are in use in several states. 
They are said to detect the presence 
of even a nominal amount of alchol 
in the subject's system.

There are difficulties in the way 
of such tests.

Texas courts have held that to 
use the devices is to require the in­
dividual to testify against himself 
and is thus an unwarranted invasion 
of his constitutional rights. The 
same rule applies in many other 
states. It is a good rule, despite 
the fact that it seems^to clash with 
common sense; for a drunken indi­
vidual. by his speech, movements 
and general bearing, gives evidence 
against himself even when no scien­
tific gadgets are at hand.

The value of the contrivances per­
sists. even if the rule is rigidly ob­
served. A motorist who has been 
in an accident is likely to be un­
steady and incoherent and to con­
duct himself in such a way as to 
support the suspicion that he is in­
toxicated If he undergoes the scien­
tific tests, he avails himself of pro­
tection against a suspicion that may 
be wholly unjust.

Thus the device is one to which the 
sober person will willingly subject 
himself, for his own protection. If 
he refuses, that fact cannot be used 
against him in court. But added 
weight will necessarily be given other 
facts, such as his unsteadiness of 
gait and his incoherent speech.

There is a place in law enforce­
ment for such scientific tests, even 
though there are restrictions on the 
use of the evidence they give. Not 
to be ignored is the moral effect of 
the knowledge that the devices are 
available for use.

We hope that the grand jury’s 
suggestion receives favorable atten­
tion. Wichita Times.

DESTINATION’, PLEASE*

Is a new system of government 
coming into existence in the United 
States based on state ownership or 
state control, asks Freda Utley.

She believes that it is. and she 
declares that "the longer the war 
goes on, the more likely is this new 
system to be established in complete 
form, and the more likely it is to 
spread; and to put it sharply, can 
the people control the state once 
the state becomes their employer, 
directly or indirectly?”

Miss Utley. English writer and 
lecturer now living in the United 
States, formerly resided in Russia 
where for six years she was a gov­
ernment official.

Quoting an American authority to 
the effect that already about half of 
our population is now directly or 

1 indirectly dependent on the govern­
ment. she expresses the belief that 
the trend toward government con­
trol or state participation will con- 

; tinue, since "total war means the 
militarization, the regimentation, of 
the whole population.”

In Miss Utley’s opinion the funda­
mental reason for the growing power 
of the state is “ that war is no long­
er profitable. It has become far too 
costly. Today there are no winners. 
But if the state is to wage war, 
production must go on and be in­
creased in spite of the fact that it 
is not profitable, and it is only the 
state that can run industries when 
they are not profitable."

In respect to labor Miss Utley says: 
"In all probability the carrying out 
of our defense program will bring 
state control of labor. It is a mis­
conception to believe that the govern­
ment, which is thought to be in 
sympathy with labor, is likely to 
give labor all it wants. Once it is 
in full charge of production. It nat­
urally begins to put production 

jfirst."

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If a dairy cow has chronic udder 
trouble the animal should be tested 
for Bangs disease as this disease has 
been the cause of most udder troubles 
in 1941.

Pigs having rheumatism should be 
fed one ounce of iodine mixed with 
2 pounds of bonemeal, giving one 
teaspoonfifl daily in slop.

In cases where hens molted late 
and are slow growing feathers back 
and getting into production, 8 to 10 
pounds of cottonseed meal should be 
added to the 18 per cent egg mash 
until hens get their feathers and into 
production.

Since all manufacturers are en­
gaged in defense contracts, farmers 
are urged to do 1942 repairing now 
or place orders for necessary parts 
so the U. S. government will know 
how much repairs are needed, and 
manufacturers will know how large 
a section to set aside for farm re­
pairs in national defense.

In the class of whole-grain cere­

als are all those that have had none 
or little of the branny layers and 
the germ part of the kernel taken 
off in processing. Naturally, the 
more of these left on, the better— 
as far as food value is concerned. 
For it is in the germ and the bran­
ny layers of the kernel that grain 
plants store their vitamins and 
minerals.

Among the whole-grain cereals 
that make good desserts are whole­
wheat—ground or cracked—rolled 
oats, whole wheat flour, whole 
ground ground corn meal, brown 
rice. Other more refined cereals, 
such as "enriched” white flour, 
other types of cornmeal, and polish­
ed rice also make good desserts. 
Food value of desserts made from 
either refined or whole-grain cereals 
can often be bolstered further by 
the addition of milk, molasses and 
other such food products.

In the class of easy-to-make cere­
al desserts are the bread puddings. 
Whether thi", be whole-grain or re­
fined depends on the type of bread 
you put into it. Nearly any kind 
of bread may be used, but white and ; 
whole-wheat breads are most often 
used. Crumbs used in the pudding 
should be not too fine—little cubes 
about one-half inch each way are 
a good size.

In this kind of pudding, dried 
fruit—raisins, apples, pitted prunes, 
peaches, apricots—may be added for > 
variety and additional food value. 
Be sure to stir the pudding well 
after it has partially set, so the 
fruit won't sink to the bottom.
