To date 3,387 applications for in-
surance have been received in the
state office, but several thousand
more are expected.

Meanwhile, 1942 insured producers
who had crop losses have been re-
celving indemnity payments. Duke
reports 5499 claims totaling 941,249
bushels have been paid to Texas
producers so far.

| Farmers are advised to watch their
cotton and if great numbers of mil-

| to appear within 8 or 10 days. Only
ja few millers will lay a lot of eggs
and make a lot of worms. Worms
eat all the plant except the hard
grown bolls and the stalks and soon
destroy small bolls and tender
foliage.

The worm situation is a dangerous
threat and should be watched very,
very closely, Tarter concluded.

New lull—n-g On
Overplanted Cotton

Cotton farmers who overplant
their allotments by not more than
three acres or three per cent, which-
ever is the larger, will not be con-
sidered as “knowingly overplanted”
and may be eligible to receive a part
of their conservation payments but
they will be subject to conservation
penalties and marketing quota pen-
alties, B. F. Vance, state AAA ad-
ministrative officer, has announced.

Conservation penalty rates, Vance
explained, are ten times the pay-
ment rate and if the three acre over-
planting is ten per cent or more of
the allotment, the penalty will wipe
out the payment.

As an example, if the allotment
is 30 acres and the farmer plants
33 acres, the penalty on the three
acres will wipe out the payment on
the 30 acres.

This provision, Vance explained
further, in no way affects market-
ing quota regulations and the farm-
er will receive a red card if he over-
plants his allotment and will be
subject to a marketing quota penal-
ty if he sells cotton in excess of his
farm marketing quota.

However, he concluded, farmers
whose overplantings do not exceed
three acres or three per cent, which-
ever is the larger, will be eligible
for government loans.

Take Less Than 22 Cents
Pound For Cotton

Don’t sell your cotton below 22
cents for 15-16 middling FOB ports
or mill centers, Commissioner of
Agriculture J. E. McDonald today
urged Texas farmers, declaring that
the recent government crop forecast
had exerted a bearish influence on
the market.

At the same time, McDonald urged
the farmers to take advantage of the
government cotton loan offer and put
every bale into government loan until
the market reaches the true parity
)= | price of 22 cents.

“The farmer must have this price|
for the 1942 crop if he is to have]

purchasing power with which to sup-
port other vital industries,” McDon-
ald said. “It will be very unfortun-
ate if our cotton farmers allow them-
selves to become confused and mar-
ket their cotton for less than its
intrinsic value.”

Calling attention to the acute farm
labor condition, McDonald declared
that all of the estimated 13,085,000
bales may not be harvested this year.
And next year it is doubtful if an
adequate cotton supply can be pro-
duced because of this labor condi-
tion. Present consumption is above
all previous records, the Commission-
er said.

“Congress provided that ceiling
prices on cotton goods should not be
fixed below a price justifying 21.47
for 15-16 middling cotton, interior
points,” McDonald said. They also
provided that no government owned
or loan cotton should be sold below
full parity, set by the U. S. Depart-
ment at 1885. The Congress also
provided a government loan equaling
85% of parity.”

“There is no justification for the
farmer losing confidence and selling
below these figures,” McDonald as-
serted. “Prices of things the farmer
