Schools Are Taking 
Care O f Registration
Registration in Wheeler county for 

War Ration Book IV  got under way 
today (Thursday) and will continue 
through Saturday. Registration for 
the books is being held at the fol­
lowing school houses:

Shamrock, Wheeler, Mobeetie,
Lela, Twitty, Allison, Kellerville, and 
Kelton. School teachers are again 
handling the applications.

Here in Wheeler the registration 
started at 9 o’clock this morning at 
the high school buuilding and super­
intendent Dyer states that applica­
tions will be received until 8:30 
o’clock each evening.

Consumers were advised today by 
Chairman R. D. Holt of the Wheeler 
County War Price and Rationing 
Board to take their War Ration 
Book I I I  with them when they go 
October 21 to 23 to register for the 
new War Ration Book IV.

"No new ration books are to be 
issued consumers who don't produce 
the No. 3 book.” Chairman Holt de­
clared. "Housewives, or any other 
memben of the family, may sign up 
for the >entire family group at this 
registration as they did at registra­
tions for Nos. 1 and 2 books.”

The No. 3 book was issued last 
summer by mail, but the new one 
will be issued at school houses by 
teachers and other volunteer work­
ers "who have proved their ability 
to do the job quickly and efficiently,” 
the chairman said.

" I  know the public appreciates the 
willingness o f teachers and other vol­
unteers to undertake the tremendous 
responsibility involved in the distri­
bution of ration books, and speaking 
on behalf of the board, I know we 
do,” Chairman Holt added.

Teachers and other workers, re­
ceiving instructions on the issuance, 
have been advised that consumers 
are to apply for the books at their 
nearest school house. The book will 
be distributed to all persons except 
members of the armed forces who 
are subsisted or who are members 
of officers’ messes, persons confined 
to institutions and persons who have 
resided less than 60 days in the 
United States. The registration will 
be held Oct. 21, 22 and 23 in Texas 
Arkansas, Missouri and Kansas and 
Oct. 25, 26 and 27 in Oklahoma and 
Louisiana.

A blood-typing registry has been 

opened in the parish house of th e1 
Episcopal Church of the Incarnation, 
Atlanta, Ga. It is operated by the 
Woman’s Auxiliary of the Fulton 
County Medical Soceity, and will 
secure persons for blood typing for 
emergency transfusions. Everyone of 
the city is invited to call and be 
typed. One receives a card to keep 
on his person so that in case he is 
injured and needs blood it can be 
determined from his card just what 
type to call for; or he may be call­
ed upon to give blood to another.

"One of the tasks of the rural 
church is to bring about proper 
relationships between the seen and 
the unseen, the material and the 
spiritual,” says Dr. A. H. Rapking, 
rural authority of the Methodist 
Church. "Man cannot live by bread 
alone, but he cannot live without 
bread. As we no longer plant pota­
toes by the moon, we need to de­
velop a church that parallels in ef­
ficiency that progress made by 
scientific agriculture and that re—i
lates itself to the needs of men.”

War and defense efforts in Detroit 
and vicinity have augmented the 
population of that city by more than 
370,000 people, according to Dr. 
Frederick G. Poole, a leader in re­
ligious education. Of this total, 
more than 60 per cent are of the 
Protestant faith. This means, he com 
putes, that the equivalent of more 
than 300 churches (averaging 700 
members per church) have been 
added to the population. "Where are 
they and who is caring for them?”

reaching less than one-tenth of these 
people.

One of the most decorated of Am­
erican missionaries, Sam Higgin- 
bottom, Philan. D. LL.D, L.H.D., 
principal and founder of Allahabad 
Agriculuturual Institutue, India, has 
been awarded a gold bar to the Gold 
Kaisar-I-Hind medal given him by 
the British Crown in 1924. Dr. Hig- 
ginbottom, a missionary in India of 
the Presbyterian Church, received 
also the King George Silver Jubilee 
Medal in 1935, and the Coronation 
Medal in 1937 —  all for his service 
to agricultural development and edu­
cation in India. He retires this year 
after forty years of service in Alla­
habad.

“The friendly, democratic spirit of 
the American troops in India has 
created a very favorable attitude to­
ward America and things American,” 
says Dr. Marvin H. Harper, of 
Washington, Ga., Methodist mission­
ary-educator in Jubbulpore, India, 
recently returned to America on fur­
lough. "W e certainly hope the Chris­
tian church in America will recog­
nize this as creating an unusual op­
portunity for a more extensive mis­
sionary program in India than we 
have ever carried on before. The

Notional 4-H Week Set 
For November 6-14

Texas’ 103,000 4-H Club members 
will join a million and a half fellow 
members in the observance of Na­
tional 4-H Club Achievement Week 
scheduled Nov. 6-14. Club boys and 
girls, local leaders and sponsors, and 
county Extension workers now are 
making their plans for the obser­
vance with the assistance of the 
three 4-H club agents of the A. and 
M. College Extension Service, L. L. 
Johnson, Onah Jacks and J. W. 
Potts.

Purpose of the national week is 
to help 4-H members evaluate their 
war - time achievements, develop 
their plans for a greater year in 
1944, and to give recognition to out­
standing individuals and groups. Ap­
propriate awards of honor are being 
provided by the Texas Extension 
Service for distribution during the 
week.

In Texas, thousands of 4-H mem­
bers are meeting their pledge to 
“ feed a fighter and myself in ’43.” 
They have helped produce and con­
serve food and feed. They buy war 
stamps and bonds and sell them to 
others. They have made outstand­
ing contributions to the collection of 
scrap, state reports show. In addi­
tion to training for good citizenship, 
4-H members help interpret the na­
tion’s war program to the commun­
ity, practice democratic procedures, 
and help guard their own health and 
welfare and that o f the community. 
Extension workers agree one of the 
greatest 4-H war-time contributions 
has been in helping solve the farm 
labor shortage.

One example of this was revealed 
when members o f the Center Girls’ 
4-H Club in Wheeler county “sur­
veyed themselves." There are 11 
members and all had raised a gar­
den or helped with the family gar­
den. Nine had helped with home can­
ning, four cared for a poultry flock, 
six had hoed and four had driven 
teams regularly, while one took her 
brother’s place on a tractor. Four 
kept house and prepared meals while | 
their mothers worked in the fields.

Madame Chiang Kai-shek to India 
also helped the Christian cause, for 
Indian nationals saw in them the 
highest embodiment of Oriental I 
Christianity.

and the week in which each group 
was to serve had to be designated. 
Generally speaking.court could only 
be held during the allotted seven 
weeks and jurors drawn for a partic­
ular week could only be used for 
that week.

Now court remains in session front 
one term to the next, that is in con­
tinuous session. That does not mean 
that court is actually being held in 
Wheeler County every day but that 
it may sit at any time that the busi­
ness of the court may require. It is 
expected that most of the cases on 
the docket still must be tried during 
the early weeks of each term as for­
merly, but it may be. and already 
has been convened at other times 
during the continuous term.

As to jurors, the commission now 
select a suitable number of lists of 
jurors will serve. The same is true 
weeks that jurors will be required j 
for the coming term but do not de- | 
signate when or what week these 
jurors will serve. The same is true 
of the grand jurors. At any time, 
when the court sees from the doc­
ket that a jury will be needed for a 
particular week, the Clerk on such 
advice will open the next unused 1 st 
of jurors, and give same to the sher­
iff for summoning. Under this pro­
cedure only one list of jurors will be 
opened at a time.

The court has instructed the clerk 
to have the Grand Jurors summoned 
for the first week, and the Petit 
Jurors for the second week of the 
coming term, which will convene on 
the 8th day of November. Business 
pending before the court requires a 
selection for these particular weeks 
The grand jury may re-convene at 
any time during the lengthened time 
that business requires their use.

Wheeler County a Drought 
County

The War Food Administration has 
designated Wheeler County as part 
of the North Texas section known as 
the "Drought Area." This designa­
tion will be of some value in secur­
ing shipments of com, feed wheat, 
and protein feeds. The Commodity- 
Credit Corporation will distribute 
the supplies available under the pro­
gram. The area will secure some ad­
ditional soybean meal from outside 
areas, feed wheat sales will be con­
tinued.

A nation-wide protein program is 
expected at any time now. it is hoped I 
that the situation will be somewhat 
improved.

Poultry Conservation For 
Fall and Winter

The poultry numbers on farms is 
about one third above the number 
on farms last year. At the same time 
the available feed supply is consider­
ably below last year. Unless some 
adjustments are made, we are faced 
with a serious problem of trying to 
make some feed go a long way with 
too many birds.

The annual loss of poultry feed in 
Texas amounts to about 20 per cent. 
This can be reduced by iollowing 
the suggestion of good management:

1. Space 1 inch per chick, 2 inches 
for growing birds. 3 inches for lay- j 
ing hens.

2. Do not fill feeders too full. Fill
often.

3. Provide feeders with one-half 
inch lip on edge to prevent billing 
feed out.

4 Protect feed and feeders from 
| wind and rain.

5. Prevent crowding by filling 
houses to capacity only.

6. Provide green feed to replace 
some of the other grains and pro- 
teins needed and to supplement vita­
min in mash.

7. Control rats. Heavy losses occur' 
from this pest.

8. Cull all non-producers and sick 
birds as they appear in the flocks. 
This can save 100,000.000 pounds of 
feed annually in Texas.

9. A 5 per cent reduction in chhk 
and growing stock losses can save 
5.000 tons of feed annually in Texas. I

10. A 5 per cent reduction in lay­
ing house mortality will save 30,000,-!
