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1-A Registrants Are 
Subject To Call After 
90 Days From Physical
Registrants, under new regulations 

just released, who have had and pass­
ed their pre-induction physical exam­
inations will not be required to take 
another, even though 90 days have 
passed. I f  they are in Class 1-A, and 
subject to call, they will next receive 
an order to report for induction, 
when the board has calls which will 
include them. They will receive a 
physical checkup and go immediately 
into service if found acceptable, and 
not return home for another 21 days. 
Men who have not had the preinduc­
tion physical examination will, if ac­
cepted for service after such exam­
ination, be permitted to return home 
for the minimum of 21 days at least, 
before induction. This has not chang­
ed. Present calls have been low and, 
for the most part, have been filled 
with volunteers.

All men in Class 11-C under 26 
years of age, as of March 24, 1944, 
may be called upon to undergo a phy­
sical examination in the near future. 
This does not mean that they face 
an early call to sendee, but the gov­
ernment wishes to determine how 
many physically fit men we have un­
der 26 years of age, if needed. The 
board hopes that none will be called 
until this season's crops are gathered, 
but has no absolute assurance that 
such will be the case.

The above information was re­
leased this week through the local 
selective service board.

Melvin May of Wheeler, Ralph Krug 
of Davis, Tom Laman, Jr. of Mobee­
tie, R. T. Reeves of Twitty, Eugene 
Ledbetter of Twitty, Frank Vines of 
Center, Bobby Zybach of Briscoe and 
Otis Calcote of Kelton. Jimmy Ray 
Wagner of the Center 4-H Club re­
ceived the registered Duroc boar pig 
sent from W. A. Williams of Vega.

These gilt pigs will be judged the 
first part of October and the first 
place winner will receive a registered 
Jersey heifer from Sears Roebuck 
and Company. The second place win­
ner will receive 125 baby chicks or 
63 turkey eggs, or 31 poults. The 
next three places will receive 100 
baby chicks or 50 turkey eggs or 25 
poults.

CH APLAIN  RICE WRITES
Joseph L. Rice, former minister of 

the Church of Christ in Wheeler and 
Shamrock entered the service as a 
chaplain recently and is now station­
ed at Camp Swift, Texas.

A member of the congregation by 
the name of Burgess took me to his 
home in Lexington, took me on a tour 
of the town pointing out and explain­
ing points of historical interest.

We 
drove to Concord and visited the 
monument erected in honor of the 
minute men. The picture of that 
monument appears on war bond pos­
ters throughout the country. We saw 
the old homestead of Emerson, Haw­
thorne and the Alcotts. The lake, 
near which Threau lived, called Wal­
den Pond, is very beautiful and in­
teresting.

The house of Paul Revere, the old 
North Church and the home of Long­
fellow, who has immortalized the 
story of Paul Reveres ride, makes 
history live.

One of the beauty spots in Eastern 
Massachusetts is the Wayside Inn, 
which is still open to guests. The old 
water powered grist mill is still in 
operation. The little red school house 
in which the Mary of the poem "Mary 
Had a Little Lamb’’ did her school 
work is still a school.

The people we know only in books 
seem more real when we visit the 
places where they lived.

During my stay in Cambridge, 
which is a separate city, but really 
part of Boston, I  actually learned to 
understand the Boston dialect.

Yeh, they speak English. I  learned 
to say a few words like: Ha’va'd 
Harvard: Pa’k, park; ya’d, yard; 
pa'tment, apartment; etc. They make

Loan Prices Announced
The following loan supporting 

prices have been released by the War 
Food Administration Agriculture Ad­
justment Agency:

Wheat, $1.28 per bu., lc  off on each 
lower grade; Barley, 85 cents per bu.; 
Rye, 75 cents per bu.; Grain Sor­
ghum. 95 cents per bu. No. 2 or bet­
ter; 90 cents per bu No. 3 and 80 
cents per bu. No. 4.

Any person, partnership, associa­
tion or corporation producing the 
above mentioned crop® as landowner, 
landlord or tenant is eligible to re­
ceive a loan if grain is stored in eli­
gible storage warehouses or approved 
farm storage granaries.

The loan will be obtained through 
any bank, corporation, marketing as­
sociation or other corporations, part­
nership or persons making loans 
which have executed a contract to 
purchase with the Commodity Credit 
Corporation or direct through this 
corporation.

All Dogs In City Not 
Licensed By June 15

sion coast were spread out on tables 
or tacked up on walls. Folks began 
to learn the correct pronunciation 
of Cherbourgh, Caen and Le Havre.

Most noticeable was the serene 
sobriety of expression on the faces 
of the people. Everyone was mostly 
concerned about the welfare of the 
men taking part in the invasion 
now that it had at long last begun. 
Many Wheeler county young men 
have been based in England for 
months and several of them, no 
doubt, were among the group that 
manned the mighty armada of four 
thousand ships and eleven thousand 
planes across the English Channel.

No holiday was declared in 
Wheeler, no stores were closed, no 
farmers took off from the very 
busy season of crop planting. 
Everyone seemed of the opinion 
that there was a messy job to be 
taken care of and now that the 
time had come, the sooner to get 
it over with the better.

CONGRESSM AN  
W O RLEY SAYS .

After the last World War, many 
veterans returned looking for their 
old jobs back. Nearly everywhere 
they looked, however, they saw signs 
"No Help Wanted." Many veterans, 
who were heroes on the battlefronts, 
were forced to earn their living with 
a tin cup and pencils or with a fruit 
stand on a street comer. All of us 
still recall the Bonus Army and the 
tragic conditions which promted it.

But this time the story will be dif­
ferent for the returning veteran. The 
Congress has already provided that 
the returning veteran of this war 
shall have first call on his old job if 
he wants it. In addition, under the 
terms of the “G. I. Bill of Rights,” 
endorsed and sponsored by the Am­
erican Legion, Congress has provided 
for discharge payments upon release 
of the veteran from the armed forces. 
In addition to this, an unemployment 
compensation will provide him with 
a living until he can readjust himself 
to civilian life and find a job. And to 
those veterans who want to buy a 
farm or go into a small private busi­
ness for themselves, Congress has 
provided an opportunity for them to 
secure reasonable loans from banks 
or other sources which the govern­
ment will guarantee. This will give 
these veterans an opportunity to be­
come substantial citizens and make 
worthy contributions to their com­
munities and the nation.

For those members of the armed 
forces who left the classroom for 
the battle front, provision has been 
made for them to resume their 
schooling.

These are a few of the provisions 
which were contained in the "G. I. 
Bill of Rights” recently passed by 
a unanimous vote in the House. The 
bill is now in conference and it is 
expected to be sent to the President 
soon for his signature.

No other nation in the world has 
taken such steps as these to express 
in concrete form our gratitude to 
those who are today paying the 
greatest price in this war. I  receive 
mail every day from members of the 
armed forces all over the world and 
these fellows appreciate what is 
being done for them. It helps them

to realize that the people back here 
on the homefront still remember 
them and deeply appreciate the tre­
mendously fine job our boys are 
doing.

• • •

Farm Machinery
The production of farm machinery 

and all other machinery, including 
automobiles, has had to take second 
place to the production of war equip­
ment. This has resulted in a severe 
shortage of the tools which farmers 
cannot get along without, but a re­
cent conference with Donald Nelson, 
head of the War Production Board, 
indicates that the farmers will re­
ceive an increased amount of tools, 
equipment, and repairs later in the 
year. At the present time, nearly all 
of the metal available has gone into 
battleships, destroyers, aircraft car­
riers, submarines, fighter planes, 
bombers, bullets and bombs in anti­
cipation of the forthcoming invasion 
and continued operation against the 
Japs in the Pacific.

The farmer has been confronted by 
three major obstacles since war was 
declared, namely, farm labor short­
age, lack of machinery, and uncer­
tainty in the seasons. But in spite of 
these obstacles, farmers of this na­
tion have produced a great supply of 
food. This proves that no group has

done a better job on the home front 
than the farmers, and they have done 
so under the most trying handicaps.

Everyone knows that an Army tra­
vels and fights on its stomach. With­
out food production, no war effort 
could ever be successful and the pre­
sent plans to produce more farm ma­
chinery have been well received by 
members of Congress from agricul­
tural sections.

Salads In Season
This is the time of years when 

] most homemakers lean pretty heavily 
on salads from their Victory gardens. 
Those on the look-out for snappy 
salad dressings may welcome the re­
cipe for a tomato French dressing 
which is good on a variety of vege­
table salads.

One ingredient is a vinegar sauce 
which is good in other dressings as 
well. It may be used in combination 
with bacon drippings for wilted sal­
ads, standard French dressings, and 
cooked salad dressings.

Here are the two recipes:
Tomato French Dressing 

(About 1% cups)
1|2 c thick tomato juice 

2 T  to 3{4 cups salad oil 
3]4 c vinegar sauce or pickle juice 
1[2 t salt 
2 t sugar 
Dash cayene 
Shake well together.

Vegetable Diseases
Plant diseases can rarely be cured, 

but it is possible to prevent their oc­
currence and spread. Disease control 
should begin with the seed and con­
tinue until harvest. Even though seed 
treatments prior to planting and 
spraying or dusting plants with pro­
per materials for the control of var­
ious diseases are important, these 
two things are only a part of the 
program for effective disease con­
trol. Other disease control measures 
Include: disposing of plant residues 
at the end of the season; keeping 
down weeds in the vicinity of the 
garden; change garden sites as well 
as rotating vegetables in the garden 
plot; use disease-free seed of resis­
tant strains or varieties; select fer­
tile, well drained soil; practice the 
proper use of fertilizers; clean culti­
vation.

The following is a list of the more 
common vegetable diseases, with sym­
ptoms and control or treatment.

Early Blight. Affects: chiefly toma- 
toes, potatoes. Symptoms: Numerous 

*  brown spots on leaves which enlarge 
into circular spots. Brown cankers or 
stem and may even girdle seedlings 
at ground line. On the fruit "nail- 
head” spots are formed.

Control or treatment: Spray with 
3-2-50 Bordeaux mixture at first ap­
pearance of leaf spots. One or two 
sprayings at 7-10 day intervals may 
be sufficient unless the weather is 
wet. Copper-lime 120-80) may be 
used instead of Bordeaux.

Southern Blight. Affects: chiefly 
tomatoes, peppers. Irish potatoes, 
watermelons, cantaloupes and most 
fleshy rooted vegetables. Symptoms: 
Decay of stem at or below ground 
line. Plant wilts and soon dies. Whit- 

■*. ish fungus may be seen on stem and 
during wet weather small brownish 
seed-like fungus bodies may be pre­
sent. Control or treatment: Remove 
and destroy affected plants. Rotate 
with fibrous rooted crops, such as 
com, sorghum, or small grains.

Bacterial Canker. Affects; chiefly 
tomatoes. Symptoms: Shriveling of 
scattered leaflets on plants. Inter­
ior of stem becomes brown, dries out 
and stem cracks open. Small remov­
able spots on young fruits. Control 
or Treatment: Properly treat seed 
before planting. Spray or dust for 
Early Blight.

Bacterial Spot or Speck. Affects: 
chiefly tomatoes, poppers. Symptoms: 
Light colored sunken spots on fruits, 
covered with broken epidermis. Spots 
at first are slightly raised and sur­
rounded by dark water-soaked tissue. 
Small spots with thin, dark centers 
also appear on the layers. Control or 
treatment: Rotate crops and destroy 
crop residues. Treat seed, spray or 
dust as given for Early Blight.

Damping Off. Affects: beets, broc­
coli, brussel sprouts, cabbage, canta­
loupe, cauliflower, cucumbers, egg­
plant, pepper, tomatoes. Symptoms: 
Decay of seed and collapse and death 
of young seedlings. Control or treat­
ment: Chemical treatment of seed 
prior to planting, as outlined in F. B. 
1862. For seedling damage, spray 
with mixture of 1 oz. semesan to 3 
gallons water.

Powdery Mildew. Affects: canta­
loupe, beans, cowpeas, English peas.

| Symptoms: dusty, whitish appear­
ance on leaves and stems. Control or 
treatment: Dust thoroughly with 325 
mesh dusting sulphur. On cantaloupe 
use 20-80 copper-lime dust. Repeat 
every 7 to 10 days.

Downy Mildew. Affects: cabbage, 
cauliflower, brussel sprouts, mustard, 
turnips, cantaloupe, watermelons, cu­
cumber, spuash. Symptoms: Moldy 
appearance of leaves and stems. 
Latter may turn brown. Control or 
treatment: 2-3-50 Bordeaux spray 
or 20-80 copper-lime dust. Repeat 
every 7 to 10 days. Use healthy seed­
ling in case of cabbage and related 
plants.

Angular Leaf Spot. Affects: cu­
cumbers and related vine crops. Sym­
ptoms: Small angular spots on leaves 
at first water-soaked and later turn 
brown. On stem appears as lesions 
somewhat irregular and elongated. 
On fruits as water-soaked spots and 
later appear white. Control or treat­
ment: Seed treatment. Crop rotation. 
Spraying 4-4-50 Bordeaux mixture.

Rust. Affects: chiefly beans, aspar­
agus. Symptoms: Red pustules on 
leaves, later turn black and defoliate. 
Control or treatment: Spray with 
wetable sulphur or Bordeaux mixture 
or straight dusting sulphur. In case 
of asparagus, fall cutting and burn­
ing of tops.

Root Knot or Nematode. Affects: 
practically all vegetables. Symptoms: 
Elongated swellings or small round 
galls on the roots of plants. On roots 
of some vegetables appears as large, 
cheesy masses on roots. Control or 
treatment: Use only nematode free 
plants. Plant crops such as oats, 
wheat, barley, sorghum, corn, pea­
nuts, onion, resistant cowpeas, etc., 
where trouble is found.

Cotton Root Rot. Affects: beans, 
beets, carrots, eggplant, okra, cow­
peas, pepper, sweet potatoes. Sym­
ptoms: Wilting of plants and later 
die; bark of roots decay. Often show 
brownish, wooly strands of fungus on 
surface. Appears in spots in field and 
may spread rapidly. Control or treat­
ment: plant such crops as corn, 
wheat, oats, sorghum or pasture 

i grasses.
Bacterial Wilt. Affects: cantaloupes 

and related vine crops. Symptoms: 
Sudden wilting of entire plant which 
later dries up. A sticky ooze can be 
pressed from the freshly cut stem. 
Treatment or Control: keep plants 
well covered with a dust consisting of 
1 part calcium arsenate to 20 parts 
gypsum to protect against striped 
cucumber beetle. Plant an excess of 
plants and thin after plants are 
started. Remove and destroy wilted 
plants as soon as they are seen.

Potato Scab. Symptoms: roundish 
or irregular, rough, corkey areas on 
surface of tubers. Injury does not 
extend far into the potato, but scab­
by potatoes are objectionable in ap­
pearance. Treatment or control: 
crop rotation. Seed treatment before 
planting (F. B. 1862). Plant on new 
land. Use’ acid forming commercial 
fertilizers on alkaline soils where 
scab is most prevalent.

Potato Rot. Heavy rainfall presents 
a problem in potato harvesting and 
storing. Water blisters may cause 
potatoes to rot in storage. Where the 
soil is well drained, is not excessively 
wet, and can take care of extra mois­
ture by drying up in a few days, do 
not dig the potatoes, but delay har­
vesting until the blisters have dried. 
On the other hand, where soil is very 
wet and soggy and will remain so for 
several days, it is best to get the po­
tatoes out of the ground at once, and 
allow them to dry out more quickly 
in a cool dark, location where there 
is lots of ventilation. Watch them for 
a few days, and if the blisters dry up 
and disappear, the potatoes can be
