BOVINA FALLS, 28-0 
The Wheeler Mustangs nearly 

shot theirselves in foot before they 
came back with a three touchdown 
surge in the last half and defeat the 
stuborn Bovina Mustangs 28-0. 

The bi-district victory before a huge 
crowd of Wheeler fans and a smatter-
ing of Bovina faithful at River Road 
last Friday night sends the Wheeler 
Mustangs into their third playoff 
game this week against the Plains 
Cowboys. 

It looked like Wheeler was going to 
have an easy time and do what they 
wanted against the Bovina Mustangs 
early in the game when Bubba Smith 
returned a Bovina punt 30 yards and 

Benson on the Wheeler 46 and just 
five plays later, the quick Mustang 
fullback broke free at left guard and 
there was no catching him on the 44 
yard run to the end zone. 

Benson was the games leading 
ground gainer as he pounded out 186 
yards on 27 carries.

On first down, Wheeler was guilty 
of holding but Shane Guest broke 
loose at left guard on a counter play 
and streaked 30 yards to paydirt and 
that TD seemed to seal the Bovina 
Mustangs fate. 

A time consuming 12 play, 70 yard 
march put the Mustangs on top by 21 
big points with 7:43 to play in the 
game. Bubba Smith got his second TD 
when he went over left tackle from 
three yards out. Lee McCasland 
booted his third extra point after 
Smith's touchdown. 

Wheeler's last touchdown was set
