Loans During Fiscal Year

The Farm Security Administration |

in this region, which includes New
Mexico and West Texas, received
from borrowers nearly one-third

more than it loaned during the fiscal |

year which ended June 30, 1944, Oris
R. Bruner, District FSA Supervisor
in charge of Wheeler County and
twelve other surrounding counties,
announced today from Ruidoso, N.
Mexico, where he is attending a re-
gion-wide meeting to plan for the
new year's activities.

“These figures prove what a little
financial credit and technical super-
vision will do for the small farmer,”
Archie P. Bumpers, Chairman of the
Wheeler County FSA Committee said
in commenting upon the report.

The report shows that FSA during
the year made 5,019 loans amounting
to a total of $,3313,394. Farmers, on
the other hand, repaid to the govern-
ment a total of $4,190,873 on their
loans. This compares with 6,028 loans
made in the previous fiscal year
amounting to $3,517,413 and repay-
ments of $4,981 829,

Last year Wheeler county farmers
borrowed $56,373.00 from FSA and
repaid $71,141.09.

Sixty-two of the 5,019 loans made
the year just closing were to help
family-type farmers become land-
owners. FSA makes these loans under
its farm ownership program author-
ized by Congress in the Bankhead-
Jones Tenant Purchase Act. The bor-
rower has up to 40 years to repay his
loan, at 3 percent interest. However,
Mr. Bumpers declares many will re-
pay much sooner, using the variable
payment plan which enables them to
make larger payments in good years
and smaller payments in bad years.
Fourteen repaid their loans in full
during the year.

The bulk of the loans were made
under the FSA rural rehabilitation
program. These loans may run for
five years, at five precent interesi.
They are to finance purchase of live-
stock, equipment and small improve-
ments to get the little farmer into
capacity production,

“FSA is not only proving economi-
cally sound, from the standpoint of
the government getting its money
back from borrowers, but it is raising
the living standard of hundreds of
American farm families,” Mr. Bump-
ers added.

“This is particularly gratifying
when it is considered that these far-
mers had little or nothing when they
came on the program,” Mr. Bump-
ers emphasized. “They were not even
producing their own food, and many
were in ill health and without hope.
Today they are feeding their own
families well and producing an amaz-
ing surplus for their nation at war.”

FSA Supervisors at the Ruidoso
meeting were told by Regional Direc-
tor, Ray E. Davis, to be ready to as-
sume an even bigger role in Amer-
jcan agriculture when at the end of
the war the government begins as-
sisting returning veterans to estab-
lish themselves on family-type farms.

price is $55 per ton, F. O. B. ship-
ping point in Oklahoma, Texas, and
New Mexico; and $56 per ton, F. O.
B. shipping point in all other pro-
ducing states. The support price re-
flects existing OPA ceiling prices on
cottonseed products, which also re-
main unchanged.

The 1944 support price will be ef-
fectual through an ‘open offer’ by
the Commodity Credit Corporation
to support the market for cottonseed
products.  Operators of cottonseed
crushing mills who accept the offer
agree to pay for all cottonseed of the
1944 crop purchased in lots of 5 tons
or more between August 1, 1944 and
July 31, 1945, not less than the speci-
fied minimum support price, f. o. b.
shipping point, basis ‘U. S. Standard
Grades,” as amended July 18, 1939,

subject to the rules, regulations, and |

standard methods covering the hand-

ling, sampling, and analysis of cot-|

tonseed for grading purposes estab-
lished by the War Food Administra-
tion. =

For all oil mills which accept the
offer, Commodity Credit Corporation
will support prices for cottonseed
products through July 31, 1945, with
an offer to purchase cottonseed oil
at 18th cent per pound below the
ceiling price; bulk cottonseed meal,
41 per cent protein minimum, at $43
per ton in Louisiana, Mississippi,
Arkansas, Tennessee, Missouri, and
Illinois; $44 per ton in North and
South Carolina, Georgia, Alabama,
and Florida, and $45 per ton in
Texas, Oklahoma, New Mexico, Ari-
zona and California; and ‘chemical
grade' linters at the ceiling price.

Prices actually received by growers
will, of course, vary from time to
time and by areas according to the
quality of seed being marketed, the
prices being paid by mills, and the
ginners' margin in effect at the time
of marketing. Weather during the
harvest period will affect the quality
of the seed. Lower moisture in the
seed will make each pound more val-
uable; wet weather will increase the
moisture content and decrease the
value.”

Farm machinery and equipment
controlled by WPB, Order L-257,
under the 1943-44 order ended June
30, 1944. This was designated-as sche-
dule A period, extending from July
1, 1943 to June 30, 1944. On July 1,
1944 schedule A will be succeeded by
schedule B which authorize produc-
tion for period July 1, 1944 to June
30, 1945.

Manufacturers were given a grace
| period of 30 days on the '43-'44 pro-
| duction, extending through July 31
to finish schedule A equipment, after
which unfinished '43-'44 production is
automatically cancelled. This applies
to all L-257 implements except com-
bines over 10 feet, corn pickers, field
and silage cuttors, peanut pickers,
corn shellers, hay bailers, feed grind-
‘ers and crushers for which manufac-
turers have until September 30 to
complete schedule A authorizations.

Therefore, machinery mentioned
‘above and machinery manufactured
prior to July 31, 1944 is the only ma-
' chinery which certificates can be
issued on until October quotas be-
come effective.

According to our records certifi-
cates are still being held by individ-
uals. These are badly needed by
| others to purchase machinery now
| available on the floor. If you are a
holder of one of these certificates
yand do not plan to make immediate
purchase please return this certifi-
'cate to the County Farm Rationing

paying voters of any county as here-
in provided, such re-allocations and
changes shall remain in force and efl-
fect for a period of six (6) years
from the date of the election at
which same shall be approved, unless
the same again shall have been chang-
ed by a majority vote of the qualified
property tax paying voters ol such
county, voting on the proposition,
after submission by the Commission-
