Pink Eye Taking 
Toll Of Stock

By C. V. Hanning 
Many farmers and ranchmen in the 

past few days have been asking about 
remedies for Ophthalmia, better 
known as Pink Eye. This seems to be 
causing quite a bit of damage among 

| stock this year. There are many helps 
or partial cures to be obtained. One 
of the liquid remedies is 1 per cent 
silver nitrate. This is rather severe 

| to the cattle and should be used with 
caution.

One of the newer remedies, if the 
cattle are gentle or can, be handled 
easily, is 1 to 4 per cent Mercuro- 
chome. This may be dropped in the 
eyes from 1 to 3 times daily.

Since Ophthalmia, or Pink Eye, is 
usually among range cattle the meth­
od of treatment depends on the ease 
of handling, and many stockmen de­
sire the powder that may be blown 
into the eyes of the cattle in a chute 
or squeeze. One of the most satisfac­
tory powders is a mixture of 3 parts 
Borax Acid. 1 part Calomel, and 1 
part Sulfanilmide. This mixture may 
be applied by a powder gun or sim­
ply administered by thumping in the 
eyes of the cattle.

TO K IL L  H O N E Y  D E W  
Many victory gardeners have been 

having trouble with Honey Dew. This 
is a form of plant lice and is killing 
many melon vines, cucumber vines, 
and vines of different kinds. The con- 

, trol for Honey Dew is a dust mixture 
| made of 3 parts of 5 to 6 per cent 
Rotenone mixed with 10 parts flour. 
This should be dusted on the plant 
freely so that all the plant will get 
dust on it. Remember this is not a 
poison and must be administered cor­
rectly on the lice, therefore, use 
plenty of the powder.

I  was so 
excited I could hardly move.
■‘The Presidential party drove by 

and stopped at the camp drill and 
ball field that is just behind our area. 
Mr. Roosevelt spoke for about two 
minutes, then away they went. There 
were several Army and Navy offi­
cials in the group.”

fanning as they do about getting 
people stirred up into a political 
lather. He refers to the man who 
sa\s the American farmer isn't al­
lowed to think for himself, isn't al­
lowed to run his own farm because 
he is stifled due to government con­
trol on all sides and is confused be­
cause of red tape and annoyances 
from governmental bureaus. Every 
farmer has his opinion and has prob­
ably aired it a number of times and 
yet, the majority of them don't deny 
the fact they are getting higher in­
comes than for many years. The 
farmer is producing more for the 
consumer than they had even hoped 
to do and they agree that the price 
of food has been kept down better 
now than during World War I. As 
for not being allowed to run their 
own farms, it is true that in some 
cases, they will not come in for 
subsidy payments by doing as they 
like and not cooperating with farm 
programs, but they can still follow 
their individual plans. There is per­
haps much on the farmer's side to 
condemn in the way of handling of 
certain farm problems as labor, ma­
terial, restrictions and tape, but we 
still find farmers doing a pretty good 
job of banking!

Agriculture Depends on 
Marketing Program

It has always been taken for 
granted that the small farm — the 
ownership of land by millions of in­
dividuals — was the great safeguard 
of independence in this nation.

Postwar prosperity of American 
industries will depend largely on the 
ability of small farmers to buy the 
products of our factories.

With world markets made more ac­
cessible for buying and selling than 
ever before, success for the small 
farmer will depend on his ability not 
only to produce, but to market his 
crops in competition with the world.

As farmers learn how to better 
utilize marketing cooperatives to 
handle their production and sales 
on a group basis, a major economic 
handicap that American agriculture 
has faced, will be removed.

Ob­
viously. from these figures, the strik­
ers had the sympathy of a large pro­
portion of the city's population. 
Those who sided with the negroes 
were in the majority, but the mar­
gin was quite small. The figures 
make it plain that the feeling which 
developed was not due to temporary 
residents from the South, that there 
is a state of mind in Philadelphia for 
which southern influences cannot be 
blamed.

changes shall remain in force and ef­
fect for a period of six (6) years 
from the date of the election at 
which same shall be approved, unless 
the same again shall have been chang- j 
ed by a majority vote of the qualified 
property tax paying voters of such 
county, voting on the proposition, 
after submission bv the Commission­
ers Court at a general or special elec­
tion for that purpose: providing that 
this section shall not be construed as 
a limitation on powers delegated to 
counties, cities or towns by any other 
section or sections of this Constitu­
tion; fixing the time for the election 
for the adoption or rejection of said 
proposed Constitutional Amendment;

State Tax Rate To Be 
55 Cents Per $100
A state property tax rate of 55

cents per $100 valuation, including 18 
cents for schools, 35 cents for the 
general revenue fund and two cents 
for the Confederate veterans pension 
fund, was set last week by the auto­
matic tax board.

This represents an increase of I 
eight Cents per $100 for 1944, the 
boost coming in the amount set for 
schools, which In 1943 was 10 cents 
per $100 valuation.

The increase for schools was made 
necessary by the recent decision of 
the state board of education to pay 
to the schools a $6,000,000 balance 
in the available fund, in addition to 
the $25 per capita.

Had this balance been carried over 
and applied to the 1944-45 per capita 
apportionments, said Gov. Coke R. 
Stevenson, member of the automatic 
tax board, the increase in the rate 
for schools would not have been nec­
essary.

As it is, the $6,000,000 can be ap­
plied on salary increases for teachers, 
it was upon the understanding that 
the funds would be used in an effort 
to maintain teaching staffs in face 
of the drain to higher-paid war in­
dustries.
