GOOD RAINS FALL 
OVER ENTIRE COUNTY
Good rains, totaling from an inch 

and a half to nearly 3 inches of 
moisture, have fallen over Wheeler 
county since last Thursday night. 
Most of the moisture was accounted 
for in heavy showers Friday and 
again Tuesday night. In Wheeler the 
moisture has ammounted to 2b* 
inches; Moobeetie 2Vi inches; Kelton 
l-3¡4 inches; Briscoe 2 inches; Sham­
rock 1-1,2 inches; Pakan 2-l|2 inches; 
Bethel 2 inches and Allison 2-3|4 
inches.

The moisture is believed to be suf­
ficient to mature all feed and cotton 
crops and will aid the wheat farmers 
in getting their crops up to a stand.

Late feed is considerably better 
than earlier crops because of it 
being cleaner and better able to 
stand the late July and early August 
dry spell of nearly four weeks dur­
ation. Both cotton and feed crops, 
where well tilled and kept clean, 
promise an abundant yield. Cotton is 
said to be the best since 1937 but 
fewer acres have been planted to 
that crop than in former years be­
cause of the labor situation. Out of 
the 42,000 acres planted to cotton 
this year about 6.000 w’ill go unpick­
ed or only gone over once because 
of the foul condition of the crop.

The basic loan rate for Wheeler 
county on Middling White and Extra 
White 15 16 cotton is 21.23 with 63 
points off on 29 32, 105 points off on 
7 8 and 170 points o ff on 13 16 and 
a continuous decrease on lower
grades.

Two different types of loans are 
available under the 1944 program as 
in 1943. There are bonded warehouse 
loans and farm storage loans. Under 
the warehouse loans cotton will be
delivered to a compress and ware­
house receipts received for same.
Under the farm storage loan cotton 
must be stored in structures that 
will protect cotton from damage of 
rain, snow, flood, water and protec­
tion from damage from livestock.

Wheat Goals for 1943 
The 1945 winter wheat goal for 

Texas is 4,600.000 acres and 17.500 
acres for Wheeler County which is 
1,500 acres above the 1944 county 
goal.

The wheat loan program will con­
tinue in 1945 as in the past several 
years. Also legislation now on the 
statute books provides for the sup­
port of wheat prices at not less than 
90 per cent of parity for two > ears 
after the January 1 following the 
formal declaration of cessation of 
hostilities.

Payment On Harvesting Alfalra 
Seed

Due to a shortage on many le­
gumes and grasses special payments 
have been provided for harvesting 
needed varieties of the fast disap­
pearing seed stocks. The only two 
vareities that would materially affect 
our county are Sudan and Alfalfa. 
Payment for harvesting Sudan would 
by $3.50 per acre on seed with a pur­
ity test of 90 per cent and production 
of 300 pounds peracre. Alfalfa pur­
ity test 90 per cent and production 
of 150 pounds with an additional 
2*sc per pound for cleaned seed, paid 
to the producer if not sold before 
harvesting.

Million» Trained For War Joba
During the past four years, more 

than 13,300,000 men and women en­
rolled in organized training programs 
for war jobs, Paul V. McNutt, Chair­
man of the War Manpower Commis­
sion reports. The training was pro­
vided by agencies cooperating with 
the WMC Bureau of Training. Of this 
vast group, the food production war 
training program, conducted through 
vocational agriculture schools had 3,- 
035,566 enrollments. The engineering, 
science and management war train­
ing program, given in selected col­
leges, had 1,558,123 enrollments. The 
training within industry program en­
rolled 1,375,767 supervisors who, in 
turn, provided instruction for millions 
of war plant workers. The National 
Youth Administration, which is no 
longer in existence, nrovided train­
ing for 772,756 persons, during 1942 
and 1943 fiscal years.

Veterans Learn Of Rights, 
Benefits

Every veteran, upon being dis­
charged, will receive a booklet en­
titled "Your Rights and Benefits, A 
Handy Guide For Veterans Of The 
Armed Forces and Their Depen­
dents.” The booklet was prepared by 
the retraining and reemployment 
administration of the Office of War 
Mobilization. Nearly 2,500.000 copies 
of the booklet are now available. 
Veterans who have already been dis­
charged will be able to obtain copies 
from Draft Boards, Office of Veter­
ans Administration, USES or Com­
munity Veterans—Information Cen­
ters.

Lend-Lease Food Dell verte* Drop

Meat, dairy and poultry products 
head the list of foods for the Allies, 
in the War Food Administration's re­
port of July deliveries for shipment 
under Lend-Lease. These deliveries 
totaled 522,851.964 pounds compared 
with 658,116,418 pounds in June and 
1,231,844.656 pounds in July of last 
year. Exactly 187,494,485 pounds of 
the July deliveries consisted of meat 
products, principally cured and froz­
en pork, canned meat and lard. More

than 100,000,000 pounds consisted of 
dairy and poultry products, princi­
pally evaporated milk, cheese and 
dried eggs. Grain products totaled 
80,984,580 pounds; fruits and vege­
tables, 38,537,436 pounds; fats and 
oils, 38,260,249 pounds; sugar, 34,- 
319,947 pounds; cotton fiber, 10,967,- 
056 pounds; tobacco, 938,439 pounds

Cost Of Living Remain Stable

The cost of living has risen six 
tenths of one per cent in retail prices 
of essential commodities. Secretary 
of Labor Frances Perkins reports. 
The figure is for the month ended 
July 15, most recent for which data 
are available. During the last year. 
Secretary Perkins added, average 
prices of family living essentials have 
risen 1.8 per cent, as compared with 
advances of 6 per cent and 11 per 
cent in the years ended July 1943 
and July 1942. Higher prices for fresh 
fruits and vegetables were noted. 
Prices for potatoes, sweet potatoes, 
spinach and onions were up in July, 
but there were large decreases for 
cabbage, lettuce, and green beans.

Go-To- School Campaign 
Progresse»

More than 40 national organiza­
tions — educational, economic, social 
and civic —  are supporting the cam­
paign to get employed high school 
pupils back to the classrooms next 
month. In 30 states especially organ­
ized campaigns are under way. Great­
est stress is being placed on the im­
portance of having a well-educated 
citizenry in the post-war era ’and 
the hundreds of thousands of high 
school boys and girls who have gone 
to work are being advised by veter­
ans and others of the importance of 
preparing for the new era. In a joint 
statement, Katherine F. Lenroot, 
Chief of the Children’s Bureau of the 

j U. S. Department of Labor, and John 
W. Studebaker, U. S. Commissioner 
of Education, said. "Throughout the 
campaign we are stressing the im­
portance of developing well super­
vised school-and-work programs in 
those communities where the labor 
supply is tight and where the work 
of young people is both needed and 
desirable.”

Follow with 
a single lay er of vegetables, not 
touching each other, cover with one 
inch of sand, then another layer of 
vegetables until the container is fill­
ed.

To store well, beets should be two 
inches in diameter, in perfect condi­
tion and of good color, and carrots

To make the dessert at home, first 
wash the fruit, remove any pits 
crush and force through a sieve or 
potato ricer line enough to remove 
any seed and skins. Save and use all 
juice Because apricots and peaches 
darken on exposure to air. they 
should be halved and put in boiling 
sugar syrup 10 per cent • 5 minutes 
before sieving.

Ingredients, when tart fruit like 
berries or plums are used, are; 3 
cups sieved fruit; 1-14 cups sugar*
1 teaspoon gelatin; 14 teaspoon salt 
When less acid fruit like peaches, 
cantaloupes or apricots are used, only 
1 cup of sugar is needed, but 1 3 cup 
lemon juice is added for tartness 
Mix together sieved fruit, sugar, salt 
and lemon juice if used. Keep this 
mixture cold while softening gelatin 
in cold water and dissolving by heat­
ing 5 minutes over boiling water 
Stir dissohed gelatin into fruit-sugar 
mixture.

Rapid freezing is recommended be­
cause it gives a smoother texture 
In a hand freezer like ice cream 
using 1 part salt to 8 parts ice. The j

hour in the shade before storing
Irish potatoes should be mature 

when stored, sound and free from 
l ruises and blemishes. After they are 
lug they should dry for a day or two 
in the shade before they are stored. 
Dig when the soil is dry enough so 
that it will not adhere and carefully 
place the potatoes in crates of one 
bushel capacity. The crates should lie 
raised from the floor 2 or 4 inches, 
so there will fie a circulation of air 
under and around the potatoes. Store 
in a dark room or cover with burlap 
bags. Darkness is essential if pota­
toes are to retain their natural fla­
vor It takes considerable light ex­
posure to turn potatoes green, but 
even a light makes them taste strong. 
Irish potatoes greened by light have 
been found to be harmful.

S> me have successfully stored po­
tatoes in sand just as the root vege­
tables are stored. This necessitates 
close watching. The cellar tempera­
ture found in most parts of Texas 
makes it necessary to keep the 
sprouts rubbed off during the stor­
age months If kept at a temperature 
too cool for sprouts to grow, the
