As America's population ages, eye 
health is a special concern because 
millions are affected by this problem. 

In 1990, about 1.4 million people 
underwent cataract surgery, resulting 
in a health care bill of $3.2 billion. Now, 
growing evidence shows that main-
taining good nutritional status can re-
duce the incidence of cataract forma-
tion. 

Many people already know that vi-
tamin A is critical to healthy night 
vision. If we don't get enough vitamin 
A, we are susceptible to night blind-
ness. The major symptom of night 
blindness is the inability of the eyes to 
adjust to dim light. All of us have 
experienced this to some extent since 
it takes a We time for our eyes to 
adjust when we go from bright light to 
a dimly lit area. This may have hap-
pened to us when we were driving on 
a bright sunny day, and then entered 
a dark tunnel. Or, we may have gone 
into a movie theater that was dimly lit, 
and had trouble finding seats. 

When a person isn't getting enough 
vitamin A, it takes a much longer time 
for their eyes to adjust to this change 
in light intensity. If a person has been 
getting enough vitamin A, eyes will 
adjust within a minute or so.

the eye from oxidative damage is vita-
min E. The minerals, zinc and sele-
nium, also appear to be involved in 
eye health, although the role they play 
is not well understood.

From the Minister's Desk: 
In the Sermon on the Mount, 

Jesus described His disciples by 
saying: "You are the light of the 
world. A city set on a hill cannot be 
hidden. Nor do men light a lamp, 
and put it under the peck-measure, 
but on the lampstand; and it gives 
light to all who are in the house." 
(Matthew 5:14-15) 

This description contains two 
sentences which emphasized two 
important truths about disciples of 
Jesus. These two sentences are:- 

1. "You are the light of the world." 
Notice that Jesus did not say: "You 
should be—." Rather He said: "You 
are—." The verb "are" is the simple 
present which suggests the rel-
evance of disciples of Jesus. 

Notice also that Jesus included 
every one of His disciples when He 
said: "You are the light of the world." 
With this sentence, Jesus included 
those disciples whose hair is white 
with age and experience. He also 
included those disciples whose 
children are grown or almost grown. 
Jesus did not exclude any of His 
disciples when He said: "You are 
the light of the world." 

2. "—It gives light to all who are in 
the house." With this sentence, 

Jesus emphasized an important 
function that His disciples have. What 
a light is to a darkened room, disciples 
of Jesus are to a darkened world. 

Perhaps this f unction can best be 
illustrated by an incident that once 
occurred in a large metropolitan city. 
This incident involved more that 
40,000 people who had assembled 
in a large outdoor stadium for a 
worship service. Without warning, 
the lights of the stadium suddenly 
went out, engulfing the entire stadium 
in darkness. Then, over the public 
address system, the voice of the 
speaker said: "Please stay calm. I 
am going to light a match." 

The audience soon saw a faint 
gleam of a tiny yellow flame. Again 
the speaker spoke: "Now will each of 
you please light a match." Before 
long the entire stadium was aglow 
with light from the glistening flames 
of thousands of matches. 

Jesus described His disciples by 
saying :"you are the light of the world." 
And as "—the light of the world—" 
they will help people who are in the 
darkness of sin see the light of God's 
love.
