Tasura, a Comanche

formed by Uzziel Martinez, a San
Antonio actor and high schoolteacher.
The original script was written by Ri-
chard Slocum and directed by Camilla
Richey.

Tasura,aComanche whodiedover
100 years ago, appears before the
audience to retell the story of his life.
It is a story which closely parallels the
demise of the Comanche people who
were a dominant power in what is
now the SouthwesternU.S. and north-
ern Mexico, where they ruled as
"Lords of the Plains."

Dependent on their horses, which
were prized above all things, and the
buffalo, which provided food, cloth-
ing, shelter, and raw materials, the
Comanche's fate was sealed in the
late 1800s as ranchers and settlers
pushed into their territory, destroying
theirlivelihood. The Comanche fought
back, which led to retaliation and raids
on Indian encampments by the U.S.
Army. Tasura sadly recalls how he
lost the four most valuable things In
his life: his wife and son, his brother/

friend, and his horses during a raid by
army soldiers.

Remembering happier days,
Tasura tells the audience the
Comanche were born to ride and
what life was like for a Comanche
man. This life centered around the
horse, its capture and training. Horses
meant wealth and economic prosper-
ty. They were the gift a man pre-
sented to parents of the woman he
wished to marry. To become a man,
a Comanche boy hadto catch a horse
and break him on his own.

Tasura recounts how, after the
death of his family, he drifted around
Texas and New Mexico with no real
purpose. Finally, outside Kenton,
Oklahoma, he lost a fight with five
cowboys and was killed by a blow
from a piece of fence post. According
to the local preacher, Tasura looked
too Indian for a cemetery burial, even
though his grandfather was white.
His body was put in an unmarked
grave in "No-Man's Land.” Having
told his tale, Tasura leaves to rejoin

his wife. His life and death symbolize
the dilemma of a culture caused by
change.

Also featured during Heritage Day
willbe the 4th U.S. Cavalry Regiment
(Memonal) Association, Inc., a non-
profit organization dedicated to en-

lightening the public regarding the
exciting and true history of this cel-
ebrated regimentofthe United States
Army. Its membership of re-enactors
bring the period of 1869 alive again
through its living history perfor-
mances. They will perform at 10:30
a.m. and 2:00 p.m.

The quadrille team was formed to
demonstrate the fact that horseman-
shipwas importanttothe 1870's U.S.
Cavalry and it continued to be central
to the training of the troops until the
horse cavalry was dismounted in the
1940's. The Regiment continues this
tradition of stressing the importance
of horsemanship and teaches ad-
vanced equitation to the riding mem-
bership. Period tactics are applied to
mounted drill which makes the riding
performances historically correct.

Precision horseback drill was prac-
ticed for three reasons. First was to
train the horses and troopers to ride
in a proper balanced position. Sec-
ond was to move large numbers of
horses in an orderly manner. Third
wasto prepare thetrooper and horses
to go into battle in a tactical formation
for maximum effect.

All uniforms, equipment and tack
are historically correct for 1875. All
horses are of a dark color and are
between 14.2 and 16.2 hands in
height. The performance is ridden to
1870's music as they would have done
in riding review.

There will be food and drink booths
available throughout the day and
evening.

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"wagon roads” were open between
1875 and 1890. Overthesetwowagon
trails, millions of pounds of goods and
supplies were freighted into Wheeler
County from which civilization was
firstbroughttothe Panhandle. Onthe
return route buffalo hides in the be-
ginning and later the bones of the
buffalo were shipped to Dodge City
for sale. Freighterand merchants like
Robert Wright, Charles Rath, W.M.D.
Lee, and P.G. Reynolds, made their
fortunes from the businesses served
by wagon trails. Stations along the
trail that served food and provided
accomodations to travelers were
called Road Ranches.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

SPECIAL ELECTION
AUGUST 9, 1997

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 4 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
which would increase the school
property tax residence homestead
exemption from $5,000 to $15,000.
The amendment would also autho-
nze the Legislature to limit all or
part of the exemption to politi-
cal subdivisions that are the prin-
cipal providers of elementary and
secondary education within their
boundaries.

In addition, the amendment
would authorize the Legislature to
allow the transfer of all or part of
the age 65-and-over tax freeze to
another homestead. Specifically, the
Legislature would bé authorized to
provide that the current limitation
against increasing school property
taxes on the residence homesteads
of persons age 65 or older, or their
surviving spouse who is eligible to
receive the exemption, may be
transferred if the person establishes
a different residence homestead.

The amendment would also allow
the $10,000 additional amount for
the standard exemption to be used
to lower the tax rate of persons cur-

rently receiving the 65-and-over tax
freeze. Specifically, for a homestead
affected by this limitation in 1996 or
in an earlier tax year, the Legisla-
ture must provide for a reduction in
the school property tax limitation in
the 1997 tax year and subsequent
tax years in an amount equal to
$10,000 multiplied by the 1997
school property tax rate.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
providing school property tax re-
lief by increasing the residence
homestead exemption by
$10,000 and providing for the
transfer of the tax limitation to
another qualified homestead for
persons over 65 and a reduction
in taxes subject to the limitation.”

Perhaps you heard about the man
who decided to sell his house. He
called areal estate agent in his com-
munity and listed his house to be
sold.

The real estate agent placed an
ad in the local paper, describing the
house. When the ad appeared in the
paper, the man carefully read the ad.
He then called the real estate agent
and told him to cancel the listing.

The surpesed agent asked the
obvious question: "Why ?* "After
reading the ad in the newspaper,”
answered the man, "l realized how
important my house was to me.
Therefore, it is not for sale. "

More people need to have the
attitude of this man. In every com-
munity, there are three houses that
must notbe sold. Thesethree houses
are: ---

1. The CourtHouse. Inevery Texas
county-seat, there is a building that
is called the Court House. This build-
ing symbolizes constitutional law and
order which citizens must respect
and obey.

The most respectful and obedient
citizens should be Christians. Inthe
Romans letter, the Apostle Paul
stated that Christians should , "--be
in subjection to the governing au-
thorities.” (Romans 13:1) The
Apostle Peter wrote: "Submit your-
selves for the Lord's sake to every
human institution, whether to a King
as the one in authority, or to gover-
nors as sent by him for the punish-
ment of evil doers and the praise of
those who do right. For such is the
will of God that by doing right you
may silence the ignorance of foolish
men.” (I Peter 2:13-15)

The law should be obeyed or it
should be changed by due process.
Civil disrespect and disobedience
are wrong. The Court House must
not be sold!

2.The SchoolHouse. Asthe Court
House symbolizes law and order,
the School House symbolizes edu-
cation and knowledge. It must be
rememberedthat a high-quality edu-
cational program is the primary pur-
pose of school. Such a program en-

courages students to achieve their
maximum potential through excel- .
lence in academics or vocational-
technical training. While extra-cur- -
ricular activities are important to
school, none of them must take -
precedent overthe educational pro- .
gram.

To achieve a high-quality educa-
tional program, it is imperative that
competent administrators and
teachers be hired. It is imperative
thatthese individuals be well paid. It
is also imperative that these indi-
viduals be supported by parents
and students. The school house
must not be sold.

3. The Church House. Another
house that must not be sold is'the
church house. Like the court house
and the school house, it is not the
brick and wood of the church house
that is valuable. Rather it is the
principlesthatthe church house tep-
resents that are valuable.

The New Testament does not
teach that the church is a mere
institution that people join. Instead it
teaches that the church is the body
of Christ which people are "added
to” by an obedient faith in the Lord-
ship of Jesus Christ. (Acts 2:22-47,
Ephesians 1:15-23) Then because
of this obedient faith, these people
become "--a people for God's own
possession--." (| Peter 2:9)

Yetthese people are notsinlessly
perfect. These people are a
contradication. They are people who
are holy yet sinful and sinful yet
holy. Hypocrisy must never be con-
doned! However, critics of God's
people--the church--must under-
stand that justification is by faith in
Jesus Christ not by sinless perfec-
tion. (Romans 5:1) The church
house must not be sold!

Some extremely important prin-
ciples are respresented by the coun
house, the school house, and the
church house. Therefore, it is my
sincere hope that these houses in
this community will not be sold.
