Cold, wet weather apparently won’t be
leaving the area within the next few
days. As of Friday, scattered showers
were in the forecast for Tuesday and
Wednesday, with temperatures reaching
about 52 Sunday before dropping into
the 40s for the rest of the week. Morning
temperatures should be in the teens Sun-
day and Monday and the low 20s for the
rest of the week.

Mark Williams of Farwell described
his crop year 2000 experiences
Wednesday from his seat on a panel at
the Beltwide Cotton Conference in
Anahem, Calif.

The panel’ topic was “Technology’s
Role in Least-Cost Cotton Systems.”

“After a really tough growing sea-
son, farmers have become much more
concerned with just surviving another

year than with adopting a great deal of

new technology,” Williams said.

Withirrigation bills tripled over 1999
costs, Williams expressed concern that
he may have to consider turning his
operation dryland in 2201.

“It’s hard to cash flow when costs
are up by $100 per acre and yields are
down by 25 percent,” he said. “In this
environment, it's hard to justify expen-
diture for technology unless there’s a

pretty good guarantee of improvement
to the bottom line.”

He described how narrow-row cot-
ton has resulted in both yield and qual-
ity increases for growers in his short-
season production area.

Narrow-row cotton has led to in-
creased water efficiency, better weed
control from increased shading, and
fuel efficiency from decreased trips
across the field, he said.

He also shared his wish list for fu-
ture technologies: cotton varieties with
more drought tolerance, seed treat-
ment to control early-season pests,
RoundUp Ready that can be sprayed
later in the season, Bt cotton that will
control beet armyworms as well as
bollworms, a better narrow-row cot-
ton stripper and "all the above at af-
fordable prices.”

Operation R.E.A.D.Y. — Re-
sources for Educating About
Deployment and You — re-
cently received a grant of
almost $400,000 from the
Army Communication Service
Program through the U.S.
Army Community and Family

Support Center.

Nancy L. Granovsky, pro-
fessor and Extension family
economics specialist, heads the
project at Texas A&M Univer-
sity. The Texas Agricultural
Extension Service was con
tracted for training material for
Operation R.E.AD.Y.

Thistraining material, which
includes revisions and updates
of information such as pre- and
post-deployment training,
Family Assistance Center

[raining, and Family Readi-
ness Handbook, will be used to
assist military families whose
soldiers are assigned duty away
from home.

Granovsky said the program
was started because of lessons
learned after Desert Storm in
the early 1990s. It prepares
“soldiers as well as family
members in the best possible
way so that they can be suc-
cessful” during the separation
that deployment or mobiliza
tion brings

It was, in fact, founded “at
the top of the U.S.

Granovsky said, so that sol-

diers and their families would
have some practical tools to
deal with the separations that
come with life in the military.

I'he program is operated in
cooperation with the Califor-

nia Cooperative Extension at
the University of California at
Riverside. A second grant there

Operation R.E.AD.Y. was
designed to prepare military
families “for all kinds of con-
tingencies,” she said, including
financial considerations, child
care, support networks and
even post-deployment issues
the families may face when the

“whether they are living on-
post or off-post; soldiers who
may be single parents; couples
with no children” or any other
kind of family circumstance.

According to James McCall,
bad behavior in horses can be
anything from mildly irritating
toextremely dangerous. All too
often, a horse seems to try to
avoid doing what a person
wants him to do. The McCalls
will give solutions to such prob-
lems as running away, rearing,
spooking, disobedience and
others.
