PEACE CHIEFS

_ OF THE CHEYENNE TRIBE

(Editor's Note: The following is part of
a series of articles on the 'Peace
Chiefs” of the Cheyenne Tribe. The
chiefs did not fight in Indian Wars
after they became chief. Those killed
were not fighting at the time of their
death. The Native Americans are the
focus of the Wheeler County Heri-
tage Day on June 26, 1999. The
information is made available to the
Times by Melba Corcoran.)

OLD TOBACCO

Old Tobacco was a Cheyenne
peace chief that was also known by
some whites as Cinemo. His other
name was Se-ne-mone's. He was
always considered a "good Indian”
and was friendly to all Americans.
Smith and Garrard was guest of Old
Tobacco many times. William Bent
often used his tipi to house trade
goods when he visited the Cheyenne
camp.

Garrard wrote, "we pulled off our
saddles infront of Old Tobacco lodge.
Our host was afflicted with sore eyes.
But we were welcome to the 'back
part' in true feeling of hospitality.

In 1847 he was returning with his
band from below the Arkansas River
when he discovered awagon trainon
the Santa Fe Trail. He knew that an
well-armed and dangerous
Comanche war party was inthe area,
he decided to warn the whites. But
when he reached the camp of the
wagon train, he was fired upon and
mortally wounded. He didn't die for
five days. He told his family and tribal
members not to avenge his death. He
had been killed by his white friends
who didn't know who he was.

It has been told that when he ap-
proached the wagon train ateamster
guard had waved his hand for the
chief to "go back, go back". But the
signal was very similar to the sign
language gesture raising the hand at
arm's length and bringing it down
meaning "come to me". He ran to-
ward theteamster and was shotdown.

In the fall of 1847 the Cheyenne
told a new agent that whites had
killed one of our wisest and best chiefs.
They were talkmg about Old Tobacco.
