Texas law provides farmers and ranchers with
a way to lower their property taxes, known as
productivity valuation.

If you qualify, your agricultural land will be
taxed on its capacity to produce crops, livestock,
or timber, instead of its value on the real estate
market. Productivity valuation can lower the
taxable value of your land, and lower your
property taxes as a resulit.

If your land has never received productivity
valuation, you must apply to the appraisal
district by May 2 to get tax benefits for 1988.
You can choose from two types of productivity
valuation.

If your land already receives open-space or
timber (1- d-1) valuation, you
reapply unless the chief appraiser requires you
to. But remember, you must apply every year
for ag-use (1-d) valuation.

I know
how the parents want the laws enforced with
respect to their children.

Selective Traffic Enforcement will be left to
the Department of Public Safety and the City
Police Department of Shamrock. The Wheeler
County Sheriff's Department will perform
investigative duties, prisoner transfers, and
civil procedures. We will make routine
responses to citizen calls and patrol for the
security of all citizens.

I worked in a department that made over
90,000 incident reports in one year. The
average report per officer was 381 offenses
per year. I have worked and investigated
every type of crime as an every day
occurrence. Experience has taught me that in
almost every case, alcohol or drug abuse 1S
involved. Investigating burglaries and theft
cases carefully and thoroughly, turn up more
drug abusers than any drug raid and are
easier to use to obtain a drug possession
conviction. Many drug cases are lost because
evidence is ruled illegally obtained, because
of faulty search warrants, searches under
duress, and no probable cause for the
issurance of a search warrant which then

Farmer’s Home Adm.
Accept Nominations

The Farmer's Home Administration
(FmHA) wili begin accepting
nominations April S for election of
County committee members under
new rules that make it easier for
farmers to qualify as candidates and
to vote, County Superivsor John D.
Wolf III said today.

FmHA county committees perform
a variety of duties for the 'U.S.
Department of Agriculture credit
agency, including deciding whether
an applicant is eligible for a farm loan,

““One important change broadens
the definition of a farmer to anyone
who has an interest in a farm in the
county as owner, tenant or sharecrop-
per,"’ Wolf said. ‘“The new definition
also includes the spouse of an eligible
farmer. An old requirement that more
than half of the candidate’s income
must come from the farm Operatwn
has been dropped.”’

"*The nominating period has been
extended to 45 days from the previous
25 days, thus allowing more oppor-.
tunity of people torun for the commit-
tee,”” Wolf said. ‘‘At least three
eligible farmer voters, including the
nominee, must sign the petition.”’

Two of the three committee mem-
bers are elected by farmers in the
county, and one is appointed by
FmHA. One of the elected seats is to
be filled for a three-year term at this
year’s election, which is scheduled for
June 30.

‘*‘Another important change this
year is that one member of the
committee can be an active FmHA
farm borrower, or be eligible for the
FmHA farm loan,,”” Wolf said.
‘*Previously, this was not allowed.”’

Anyone interested in running for
the committee can obtain a petition
and other information from the FmHA
county office at 1i2 West Oklahoma in
Wheeler, Mr. Wolf said.
