Time K«r Correction
The consumers and the merchants 

of the nation have now operated un­
der rationing and price control a suf­
ficient length of time so that definite 
ideas have been formulated in the 
minds of merchants and individuals 
as to how corrections in the Price 
Control Act and its operation can be 
effected.

The associations and organizations 
of hundreds of thousands of retail 
stores scattered throughout the 48 
states, are requesting five changes 
which have been presented to the 
House Committee on Banking and 
Currency:

Fir-t. Congress should interpret the 
phrase "generally fair and equit­
able." in a manner to assure that 
price ceilings will lie applied fairly to 
all. A price administrator can take 
advantage of the word, “generally," 
and. as has been done, set price ceil­
ings w hich in many instances are un­
fair and inequitable when applied to 
the individual retailer Price squeezes 
which result are not borne by some 
fictional average merchant, but by 
the corner grocer, drug store, gen­
eral store, or hardware dealer

Second, judicial discretion should 
be permitted in all cases arising un­
der the Price Control Act. Courts 
should be given power to make a dis­
tinction between the willful violator 
of price regulations and honest mer­
chants who make a mistake. Under

The paratroops were back fighting 
as doughfeet but even if they should 
stay earthbound they will always be 
the guys who jumped across the 
Rhine and opened the road to Berlin 
— and did it the hard way.

The 046 was burning when we 
hooked up and shoved for the door I 
Bob Reeder and the rest of the car­
rier s crew never said a word. They , 
stayed in there to keep us level and

we went over the s.de into a weird 
sky of bursting flak, lazy tracers and 
colored silk.

Flak hit one man in the air and 
he blew up.

Col. Jim Coutts, the Philadelphia 
West Pointer, slipped out of his har­
ness. walked through burp-gun an 
and began to attack before lie had a 
battalion, let alone his 51.4th Para­
chute Regt. of the 17th AB Div.

Lt. Col. Ward Ryan another West 
Pointer from Ft. Atkinson. Wis . and 
the ro t  of our stick landed squarely 
in the middle of a German artillery 
CP Some of the stick died where it 
hit.

It was difficult to lie sure, but the 
513th Paratrooper Pic Lynn Vaughn, 
of Georgetown, propably took the 
first two prisoners. He landed in a 
tree, slid down, shot one Jerry The 
other two quit Perhaps the lirst man 
to kill a German was Sgt Curti- 
Gadd. of Cleveland, who unslung hi 
Ml in the air and splattered a Nazi 
soldier who was beating hi- horse ti 
a gallop across the field.

Mostly, the paratroopers figured 
the first didn't matter.

South of us Col. Edsorn Raft, wlu 
took the first American troojiors ink 
a combat drop in Africa was on the 
ground with his 507th Regt. and 
clearing the way to a link-up with 
British who had crossed the Rhine 
in darkness.

As Col. Coutts and the main force 
fought southward, the regimental 
executive officer started out Ironi the 
Nazi-CP with what got to be known 
after seven hours of fighting as "Task 
Force Ryan." TF Ryan never had 
more than 40 men including medics 
but it took more than ltX) prisoners.

when it hit until nightfall, took more 
than 1.100 prisoners. With enemy kill­
ed and wounded, that figured out to 
more than the regiment's strength.

The cost was one man out of every 
ten.

Side by side with the paratroopers 
fought the glider pilots who wheeled 
their craft down to the fields us the 
troopers started shooting.

Ft) Billy Hill, a gliderman from 
Brewster. Ala., grabbed a tommy-gun 
and tacked on to Task Force Ryan, 
"madder than hell because a mortar 
busted that lovely old glider after 1 
got it down right.”

Curtiss Watters, of Cape Girar­
deau. Mo., organized the glider pilots 
of the 441st and 442nd groups into 
combat teams and took on German 
artillerymen Some crews of burned 
C 46s helped.

You'd have a hell of a time telling 
the 513th parachuters that the air 
corps isn't all man. Everybody fought.

Jerry was scared but sometimes 
hie fought like a guy defending his 
home. Then a lot of brave men died. 
A lot of brave men lived, too.

You'll go from one end to the other 
of the island in the middle of the 
German army that the paratroopers 
took and held and there 11 never Ik* 
a braver man than old IXvc Moir.

Doc Moir, a major, comes from 
Medford, Wis. l ie s  the regimental 
surgeon It’s against all rules to 
shoot at medics but a lot of them got 
shot yesterday.

But from the moment he went out 
of a burning C46. Doc Moir hurt and 
making the Schmeisser fire popped 
loudest, walking among the mortar 
hurt and make it easier for those 
he couldn't help.

Probably he didn't plan it that way 
but what Doc Moir was when the 
chips were down made the paratroop­
ers better fighting men. The guys who 
charged German emplacements with 
gun butts and knives figure Doc Moir 
was a pretty brave guy.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION 

proposing an amendment to the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas, 
amending Sections 51a. 51b. 51c. and 
51d of Article III so that the same 
shall consist of one section to lie 
known as Section 51a, providing that 
the Legislature snail have the power 
to provide assistance to and provide 
for the payment of same to actual 
bona fide citizens of Texas who are 
needy aged persons over the age of 
sixty-five (65) years, needy blind 
persons over the age of twenty-ont 
(21) years, and needy children under 
the age of sixteen 1 I61 years: pro­
viding for the acceptance of financial 
aid from the Government of the 
united States for such assistance; 
providing that the payments of such 
assistance from State funds shall 
never exceed either the payments 
from Federal funds or a total ol 
more than Thirty-five Million Dollars 
($35,000.000) per year; providing for 
the necessary election, form of bal­
lot. proclamation, and publication, 
and making an appropriation to de­
fray the necessary expenses of pro­
clamation. publication, and holding 
the election.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:
Section 1. That Sections 51a. 51b, 

51c. and 51d of Article 111 of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas bo 
amended and the same are hereby 
amended so that the same shall here­
after consist of one section to be 
numbered 51a, which shall read as 
follows:

"Sec. 51a. The Legislature shall 
have the power, by general laws to 
provide, subject to limitations and 
restrictions herein contained, and 
such other limitations, restrictions 
and regulations as may by the Legis­
lature be deemed expedient for assis­
tance to, and for the payment ol 
assistance to:

sistance out of State funds to each 
person assisted shall never exceed

Should the Legislature enact en­
abling laws and provide an addition­
al appropriation hereto in anticipa­
tion of the adoption of this amend­
ment, such Acts shall not be invalid 
"V reason of their anticipatory char­
acter.

The foregoing Constitu­
tional amendment shall be submitted 
to the qualified electors of Texas at 
a special election to be held through­
out the State of Texas on the 25th 
lay of August, 1945, at which elec­
tion there shall be printed on such 
jallot the following clause:

per person from State funds shall not 
be more than Twenty Dollars ($20) 
per month; giving the Legislature the 
power to set up a system of pay­
ment for the needy blind persons 
over twenty-one (21) years of age; 
giving the Legislature the power to
