Inasmuch as typhus is spread by
the flea which feeds on typhus
infected rats, control measure
according to Dr. Cox, depend on
rat extermination through means
of starving out and building out
rats as well as trapping and poi-
soning them. He stated that re-
gardless of what a fine garbage
collection and disposal system a
community maintains, it is prac-
tically worthless in rodent con-
trol unless garbage is put into
