CROPS STARTS
Applications for federal crop in­

surance must be signed before the 
crop is planted. V. H. Hardcastle. 
administrative officer, W h e e l e r  
County ACA, pointed out this 
week.

In Wheeler County the deadline 
for obtaining insurance on the 
1946 crop is April 25, the AAA 
official explained, but he empha­
sized that the applications must 
be made before the crop is seeded 

The insurance covers all unfav­
orable risks, he continued such as 
hail, drought, flood, excessive 
rains, insects, diseases, wind, frost, 
snow, wildlife, hurricane, and tor­
nado, but it does not protect 
against avoidable losses such as 
negligence, damage to quality, or 
failure to repare land, plant or 
cultivate according to good prac­
tices.

Applications or insurance may 
be made by any person to cover 
his interest as landlord, owner-op­
erator. tenant or sharecropper, 
Hardcastle declared. The applica­
tion must cover the applicant s in­
terest in the cotton crop on all 
cotton crops in the county.

From now on. cotton crop in­
surance will work just like other 
kinds of insurance you buy in that 
the policy continues in effect until 
either you, or the insurance com­
pany decides to discontinue it. 
Congress has set up the program 
as a permanent institution of the 
government, and in Hardcastle s 
opinion, crop insurance is here to 
stay.

Hardcastle said that the policy 
will continue in effect from year 
to year unless either party gives 
writteiv notice to discontinue by 
January 31, except in cases of t 
yield or rate changes when notices 
must be given by the closing date 
for signing applications.

Buyers of used goods are ad­
vised to check the ceiling price 
with the Pampa Price Control 
Board.

Grand Jury 
Cuts Charge 
To Assault

A thirty-first district court 
grand jury convening in Wheel­
er Wednesday returned an in­
dictment charging E u g e n e  
Young and John Sloss of Borger 
with aggravated assault after 
examining witnesses in Wheel­
er's "wild west” fracas on the 
afternoon and night of March 5.

Tile two men had been 
charged with assault with in­
tent to rnurJer in a complaint 
filed by H. S. Goodner of Pam­
pa, but tne charge was reduced 
to a misdemeanor after grand 
jurors had examined witnesses 
in the case. Young and Sloss 
will face trial in County Court 
some time in April. They are 
being held in jail until bonds of 
$1000 each have been posted.

Conviction on an aggravated 
assault charge carries a fine of 
from $25 to $1,000 and a jail 
sentence of from one month to 
two years, or both.

The grand jury, scheduled to 
convene on April 8. was called 
Wednesday by District Judge W. 
R. Ewing in order to complete 
preliminary plans for an early 
trial.
Young and Sloss are charged 

with holding 16 guests of the 
Watson Hotel prisoners at gun 
poi” * for more than an hour, and 

aring twice in the hotel lob- 
uy as they threatened the lives of 
their prisoners, in the complaint 
filed by Mr. Goodner.

The Border men, employees of 
a local power company s construc­
tion crew, are charged specifically 
with assaulting Mr. Goodner. 65- 
year-old piano tuner. Mr. Good- 
ntr was a guest of the hotel when 
the "hold up" occurred All other 
men held prisoners in the hotel 
lobby, other than Mr. Goodner 
and Ed Watson, hotel owner, 
were emj<..jyee j f  the or 
company.

Young and Sloss. w itnesses have 
said, were intoxicated when they 
armed themselves with rifles on 
the afternoon of March 5, and 
station d themselves in the hotel 
lobby at the hour when their fel­
low employees were due to ar­
rive from their day’s work. The 
two men had not worked that day.

As members of the construction 
crew entered the front door of the 
hotel, they were met by Young 
and Sloss. they said, and com­
mand«! to line up against the 
walls or be seated on the floor. 
Witnesses said the pair cursed 
their prisoners and threatened 
their lives if they failed to obey 
orders or attempted to leave the 
room. As Mr. Goodner entered the 
lobby, he said a gun was poked 
in his ribs and he was ordered to 
sif down. As he looked for a place 
to sit in the crowded lobby, he al­
leges one of the men slapped him 
and pushed him to a divan.

Sloss is alleged to have casually 
announced he was going to shoot 
a bow string off a cap one of the 
men seated on the floor, was 
wearing. He told a man seated be­
hind his victim to duck. Sloss 
fired, witnesses said, and the bul­
let tore through the lining of the 
cap, missing the man’s head by 
less than an inch. Sloss then or­
dered one of the men to hold a 
quarter in his hand, and shot it 
out.

Tiring of their ‘ ‘fun," the men, 
with a male companion, left the 
hotel in a borrowed car which was 
wrecked a short distance from 
Wheeler. They were brought to 
the Wheeler hospital by a passing 
motorist and superficial wounds 
were dressed. Witnesses allege the 
pair created a disturbance at the 
hospital.

Sloss and Young paid misde­
meanor fines of $50 the next 
morning, one on a charge of rude­
ly displaying a weapon and the 
other for driving a car while in­
toxicated. Felony charges were 
filed later in the day by County 
Attorney Homer Moss after he 
and Sheriff Jess Swink came in 
possession of additional informa­
tion.

Right new the home you want to build 
is in tho treo, the iron ore pits, tho clay  
bonks and Hie quarry.

Legislation, HH prioritie.'. allocation?, preference 
ratinj?«. will not build a home. Neither will such 
legal j -digling of a meagre supply of materials pro­
duce bi.iiding materials. An HH priority may mean 
little more than a license to hunt home-building 
materia, s.

Lumber and building material dealers and con- 
tractom can build all the homes America needs— if 
building materials are available. But unless pro­
duction of materials is unblocked, no one can build 
homes. Whether a house is laijeled "Public Housing" 
or "Prefabricated Housing" or a “ Privately Built 
Home —all are bidding for the same supply of 
m a te r ia l.

Here ore the materials that must be 
produced. These are the materials in short 
supply which are subject to distribution 
controls through priorities:
Lumber Common Brick
Concrete Block Millwork 
CJay Sewer Pipe Face Brick 
Structural C loy Tile Gypsum Board 
Cost Iron Soil Pipe Gypsurr Lath 
Cast Iron Radiation Bath Tubs

What has happened th.it «all these essential build­
ing materials are lacking? Have we exhausted raw 
material supply? Or plant production?

NO! But the irresistible force of industry has 
run into an immoveable body!

In the case of Brick and Tile, for example, it took 
the OPA six months to grant a price adjustment 
that allowed 12o of 400 closed plants to reopen. 
This action resulted in a 35r'< increase in produc­
tion within the following three months.

Similarly, OPA’s unrealistic pricing policies 
blocked adequate production of Gypsum board and 
lath, cast iron soil pipe, and clay sewer pipe for 
months.

Although price adjustments have been granted 
in the above-mentioned fields, lumber production 
still remains under wartime pricing formulas.

It is still more profitable for the lumber mill to 
cut items for export to foreign countries, or to cut 
logs into sizes used by industry than it is to manu­
facture lumber for home construction. Premium 
prices for industrial items have been granted in 
some instances during the war, but now that peace 
has come, price adjustments encouraging home con­
struction lumber have not been made by OPA.

Price adjustments are needed to obtain maximum 
production of hardwood flooring, millwork, ceiling, 
siding and plywood.

Recommendations have been made to the OPA 
repeatedly, but action is not forthcoming.

The Buildmg Industry stands ready to build the 
homes Americans need. But until the production 
and flow of materials ia unblocked by OPA, thou­
sands upon thousands of homes for Americana f A  
veterans will go unbuilt!
