Wheeler County has 100.000 
acres of cropland in a critical con­
dition from wind erosion, accord- 

to a press release received
this week from P C. Bennett, Soil 
Conservation Service, Amarillo.

An extensive area of the sand­
ier soils of the high plains and the 
adjacent rolling red plains area is 
being severely damaged by wind 
erosion and there is an even great­
er area of the tighter soils which 
may be subject to severe damage 
next spring unless protective mea­
sures are taken this year, Bennett 
said. Some of the lands in the ad-, 
jacent rolling red plains area also 
are facing the same critical situa-1

i

tion.
The existing moisture deficiency 

may be relieved to such an extent 
that summer crops and winter 
small grain can provide the neces­
sary cover for the land next spr­
ing, but present stubble and trash 
must be carefully managed if pro- 
testion is reasonably assured even 
under favorable spring weather 
conditions. I f  the present moisture 
deficiency continues through the 
planting season, wind erosion next 
spring may be a serious problem 
on the high plains. In the absence 
of sufficient cover, emergency til­
ling will have to be relied upon and 
this is always performed at a loss

and is not olawys effective under 
continuing adverse conditions.

The present situation justifies 
the immediate application of co­
ordinated conservation practices 
where needed and the careful 
planning of this year's farming 
operations to provide the utmost 
insurance against future hazards 
Among the conservation practices 
that will help insure protection 

I are:
i 1. Cultivate harvested wheat 
fields in such a way that as much 
of the crop lesidue is left on the 
surface as Is possible.

2. When residues are very light,

Must Show Proof Of 
Ownership Before You 
Obtain Title For Car

AUSTIN  Buyers of used cars 
were warned Thursday to secure 
from the seller acceptable proof 
of ownership as the State High­
way Department moved toward 
wiping out traffic in stolen and 
mortgaged motor vehicles in Tex.

"A ll County Tax Collectors have 
now received instructions to hold 
the line in requiring proof of own­
ership on all applications for ve­
hicle titles,1’ E. J. Amey, Director 
of Motor Vehicle Registration an­
nounced. Applications for Texas 
Titles are made through local Tax 
Collectors under the present law.

"Properly signed certificates of 
title from any of the thirty States 
having a title law similar to Tex­
as is the best evidence of owner­
ship. The purchaser should insist 
upon receiving a release of any 
lien recorded on a Texas title or 
a title issued by any other state,” 
Amey stated,

Outlining minimum acceptable 
ownership proof of v e h i c l e s  
brought into Texas from any one 
of the seventeen non-title States, 
which includes Louisiana. Amey 
announced, "We will accept a 1945 
license receipt from Louisiana or 
other non-title State and the cur­
rent receipt if both are in the 
name of the person applying for 
the Texas title.”

“Bills of Sale s h o w i n g  all 
changes in ownership must sup­
plement such 1945 license receipt, 
if applicant for a Texas title Is 
not the same person in whose 
name the receipt is issued,” he 
added.

Strict entorcement o f the Tex­
as title law was endorsed at a 
recent meeting of car dealers, en­
forcement officers, tax collectors, 
and representatives of finance and 
insurance companies. The meet­
ing had been called to determine 
if present requirements for title 
were meeting with the approval 
of all concerned.

"Numerous stolen and mortgag­
ed cars bearing license plates from j 
non-title States have been sold in 1 
Texas.” Amey stated. "Purchas-, 
ers of such vehicles are unable to 
obtain valid titles in Texas and 
the vehicles arc subject to seizure 
by their lawful owners.”

The National Automobile Theft 
Bureau has estimated that the 
current requirements of the High­
way Department have reduced 
sales of stolen cars in Texas by 
half.
