Pointers Given On
Preparing Ground For
Setting Rose Bushes

Plant roses in well drained
loamy soil where the sun will
shine on them at least four or
five hours a day. Do not plant
near trees or large shrubs. If rose
bed needs building up, get leaf
mound or some good top soil. Let
no fertilizer come in contact with
rose roots. Fertilize each spring:
with a full tablespoon of Vigoro
iplaced around the bush not closer
than 12 inches, and dig in groundl
two or three inches deep. Well|
rotted barn lot fertilizer, a gallon |
,or two per bush is good appliedi
' same way. 4
' Do not let roots get dry while!
'handling. When plants arrive, un-
\pack and plant or heel in ground
}until you cah plant them. {
! Dig holes deep and wide enough
[to hold roots without bending
| them. Set plants same depth as'
had been growing in nursery
‘where limbs start, should be level
with ground. Water roses well
when planted. After water has’
soaked in, pull a mound of the top
dirt about six inches high around
each bush to protect from freezes
and dry winds. Leave mound till
all danger of hard freezes are over
in the spring, then level bed. Do
same thing on all old bushes
where temperatures get colder
than 20 degrees above zero. Wat-
er roses well each two weeks dur-
ling growing season if it does not
| rain. Dig trenches around between
| the bushes and let hose run slow- |
|ly for a few hours so that mois-
!ture will go down to roots. Never
|wet rose leaves when watering as |
this encourages blackspot.

Keep weeds and grass out of
rose beds at all times. If roses'
show signs of mildew or spots on
leaves, dust them with commer-'
cial rose dust weekly. Your seed

MAILING RULES

Postmaster Chester Lewis rush
season is on, for the mailing of
Christmas packages is already
underway.

Those people mailing packages

can greatly aid the post office
department in its work, if the
packages are wrapped correctly,
properly addresses, etc., the post
master pointed out.

Here are a few of the things
that can be done in cooperating

with the postal employees:
1. Pre-pay postage fully on all
mail matter.

2. Address all matter plainly
and completely in ink, giving
street address or box or rural
route number whenever possible
Tags should not be used unless
necessary, in which case 2 cop:
of the address and return card

should be placed inside the parcel
tor identification if tag is lost

3. Pack articles carefully in
strong, durable containers. Wrap
parcels securely, but do not seal

them except when bearing a
printed  endorsement reading:
“Contents, merchandise — Post-

master: This parcel may be open-
ed for postal inspection if necess-
ary.

4. If perishable articles are
contained, the package should be
prominently endorsed with the
word “perishables’” by the postal
employees."”

5. Parcels may not exceed 100
inches in length and girth com-
bined.

6. The limit of weight of
fourth-class and parcel-post mat-
ter, as well as first-class and air
mail is 70 pounds.

7. You may write on the out-|
side “do not open wuntil Christ-
mas,” and you may place names
or symbols on the articles in-
side the package, but do not en-
close letters in parcels, as doing
so would subject the entire pack-'
age to letter postage.

8. Christmas seals or stickers

| should not be placed on the add-

ress side of mail.

9. Parcels should be insured.
Inquire at post office for rates.

10. Attention is called to the
fact that Christmas and other
greeting cards bearing particles of
glass, metal, mica, tinsel, or other
similar substances for decorative
substances which are likely to rub
off and injure postal employees
and cancelling machine must be
enclosed in envelopes tightly seal-

ed to the corners with postage !

prepaid at the first-class rate in
order that such cards may be ac-
cepted for mailing.

NEXT OF KIN
ARE ADVISED

Next of kin of the war dead
were urged today not to go to San
Antonio upon receipt of the ine
itial telegram advising them that
the remains have returned to the
United States.

“When the ship reaches the
port of entry telegrams are sent
to the next of kin advising them
of the return of the remains,” Lt.

; Col. S. H. Partridge, Chief of the

American Graves Registration
Division at Fort Sam Houston,
said. “The purpose of the tele-

gram is to give the families ame
ple time for funeral arrangements,
to contact other relatives, and te
give us a check on whether the
next of kin will be available to
receive the remains.

The remains do not reach the
distribution center until 10 days
or so after the ship arrives ia
port. It requires two or three
weeks, after arrival at the dige
tribution center, before deliveries
can begin. Next of kin have come
to San Antonio from considerable
distance upon receipt of the ine
itial telegram. Such a trip only
adds to the expense and worry
as there is nothing we can do for
them.

“Telegrams announcing the ac-
tual date of shipment are sent to
the next of kin or funeral diree-
tors four days before the remains
are shipped from the distribution
center.”
