AMENDMENT AND REALLOCATION 
ELECTIONS ARE SET FOR SATURDAY

Election Supplies 
Delivered To All Of 
Twenty-one Precincts
Saturday, August 25. will be the 

time of holding two elections, one on 
certain constitutional amendments, 
and one on tax reallocation for 
Wheeler County, the two elections to 
be held at the same time and in the 
same voting places by the same elec­
tion officials.

It  is to be noted that to be eligible 
to vote in the tax reallocation elec­
tion, a person must be a legally quali­
fied voter of the county, and a resi­
dent property tax payer who owns 
taxable property in the County and 
who has duly rendered the same for 
taxation. These requirements are the 
result of recent amendments to the 
State Constitution.

Any voter, regardless of the pro­
perty tax paying requirement, may 
vote in the constitutional amendment 
election.

Constitutional Amendments 
Below is a brief resume of the pro­

posed amendments to the Texas Con­
stitution to be voted on August 25, 
and is given herein as each amend­
ment will appear on your ballot: 

Amendment No. 1.
This amendment provides that dur­

ing the time the United States is en­
gaged in fighting a war, or within 
one year after the close of the calen­
dar year in which said war is termin­
ated, no person, who at the time of 
holding any election in this State 
authorized by law, or who, within 
eighteen months immediately prior 
to the time of holding any such elec­
tion was, a member of the Armed 
Forces of the United States or of the 
Armed Force Reserve o f the United 
States Maritime Service or the Unit­
ed States Merchant Marine, is requir­
ed to pay a poll tax. or to hold a re­
ceipt for the payment of any poll 
tax assessed against him, in order to 
vote at any election. The foregoing 
amendment, if adopted, does not give 
any person the right to vote who is 
a member of the regular establish­
ment of the United States Army, 
Navy or Marine Corps.

Amendment No. 2.
This amendment provides that 

members of the Legislature shall re­
ceive $10 00 per day during their ten­
ure of office, and in addition each 
member shall receive not to exceed 
$2.50 for each twenty-five miles as 
mileage in going to and returning 
from the seat of government for ses­
sions of the Legislature.

Amendment No. 3.
This amendment provides that the 

Supreme Court shall consist of a 
Chief Justice and eight Associate 
Justices, any five of whom shall con­
stitute a quorum, and the concur­
rence of five shall be necessary to 
a decision of a case. Our present 
Court consists of three Justices and 
a Commission of Appeals composed 
of six Judges who now assist the 
Supreme Court without the power 
to vote and this amendment, if adopt­
ed, will make the six Commissioners 
full members of the Court with vot­
ing power on decisions.

1944-45 Cotton loan Extended
The Department of Agriculture has 

announced that the Commodity Cre­
dit Corporation will continue to carry
1944 cotton loans, with the producer 
having the right of repayment after 
the maturity date of the notes on 
July 31, 1945 The loans will be car­
ried in past due status tor an indefi­
nite period, subject to call by the 
Corporation This will permit produc­
ers to repay their loans and obtain 
possession of the pledged cotton or 
to sell their equity in the cotton 
after July 31. 1945. in the same man­
ner as prior to the maturity date ot 
the notes.

1943 Cotton Purchase Program
Following are the details of the

1945 cotton purchase program to be 
operated by the Commodity Credit 
Corporation, U S. Department of 
Agriculture, under provisions of the 
Stabilization Extension Act of 1945

Lending agencies are prepared to 
purchase cotton under this program. 
Therefore, farmers should get full 
details before disposing of their 1945 
cotton as several thousand dollars 
were lost in 1944 by producers tail­
ing to take advantage of this oppor­
tunity

Purchase Prices: CCC will buy
1945-crop Middling 15 16-inch cotton 
basis gross weight flat cotton, at 
Memphis. Term., at the follow ing 
schedule of prices in cents ¡>er pound 
for the months indicated: August
22 15; September 22.20; October 
22 25: November 22.30: December 
22.35: January .2.40: February 22.45 
March 22.50: April 22.55: May 22.60 
and June 22.65.

Premiums and discounts for grades 
and staple lengths, and location dif­
ferentials under the purchase pro­
gram will be those in effect under 
the 1945 loan program. An allowance 
of 20 cents i>er 100 pounds in Arizona 
and California and in all other States 
outside the zoned area will be made 
for cotton compressed to high den­
sity. An allowance of seven pounds 
will be made on bales covered with 
cotton bagging.

Purchasing agencies will be ap­
proved by the Corporation to pur­
chase cotton. The purchasing agen­
cies. in general, will be local banks 
and others approved as lending agen­
cies under the loan program Requests 
for approval as purchasing agencies 
should be directed to Commodity Cre­
dit Corporation. Regional Office. New 
Orleans. Louisiana Purchases w ¡11 be 
made direct by the Corporation only 
where facilities are not available to 
handle the cotton through purchas­
ing agencies

Purchasing agents will pay the full 
purchase price to the producers upon 
the tender of warehouse receipts and 
sales agreements Producers are not 
required to pay the purchasing 
agency any fee for the preparation of 
sales documents that are used in con­
nection with the purchase program.
