It appears that Mrs. Floyd Chil-
dress of the Briscoe Home Dem-
onstration Club has set some kind
of record during this past year
when she made a total of 120 gar-
ments and pieces of household
linens with an expenditure of only
$110.75.

Mrs. Childress was able to ac-
complish -this feat by ‘using feed
sacks for some of her linens and
clothing, doing her own sewing
and pursuing a rule of thriftness
during these times of high prices.

Of the 120 pieces completed, 35
were household linens (pillow
cases, scarves and cuptowels)
which were made at a total cost
of $23.00. Eight pieces were shirts
for her boys which were made at
the unbelieveably low cost of $1.00
each. Four pairs of pajamas and
'4 gowns were also an
average cost of $1.00

$150 each, while 8 blouses were
made at a total cost of only $5.00.
Five aprons were made from feed
sacks and 6 pair of drapes were
made for the living room of the
Childress home at a cost of $14.00.

From the scraps left from the
dresses, this industrious lady
pieced 7 quilt tops, 4 of which
she quilted with a total expense
of $5.00 which was for thread.
Mrs. Childress also remodeled S
garments, spending only $1.25 for
buttons and trimmings.

However, the board is now working on a plan to refund
and reissue the bonds which are now in force and held by the
State of Texas at an interest rate of five per cent at a much
lower rate of interest and if this is accomplished, and it
pears that it will be, the saving in interest on the bo
already in force will almost take care of the interest on the
new bonds which will be sold at a rate not to exceed three
and three-fourths per cent.

Members of the schoo! board pointed out the fact that
even though the election of October 25 carried, and the re-
funding issue did not properly materialize, the new bonds
would never be sold and that the condition of the grade
school building would have to remain in its' present horrihle
state.

It was pointed out that voting of the new bonds would
not cause any immediate raise in the assessed valuation of
property in the Wheeler Independent School District nee
would it cause any raise in the present tax rate which is set
at $1.85 per hundred dollar valuation.

Patrons of the Wheeler Independent School District whe
do not already know the condition of the grade school builde
ing and its’ heating plant are urged to visit the building and
see for themselves just what condition the building is in.

Board members stated that walls had cracks in them
which daylight could be seen through, floors are worn se
thin in some places it ia dangerous for anyone to walk om
them, plaster is off the inside walls, the rest rooms are in &
deplorable condition and worst of all the heating plant is in
such shape that it is entirely inadequate and cannot be res
paired unless funds other than those available are provided.
