Counter space and convenience 
mean the same thing when it 
comes to planning a kitchen

Size, height and location of the
counter are what count, accord-, 
ing to Mrs. Bernice Claytor, ex­
tension home managemen -pec-
iali-t ot Texas A. and M Col- 
lege.

She adds that the Bureau ot 
Human Nutrition and Home Ec­
onomics people in Washington 
have made studies of kitchen work 
at counters of varying height. 
Some of the things they’ve found 
out are:

More counter space is needed 
for making bread and cookie.» than 
for any other food preparation. 
About the least space you can 
get along with is 24 by 36 inches. 
And 24 by 42 inches will take care 
of all mixing jobs comfortably.

Equipment manufacturers used 
to make most working counters 
36 inches high — the common 
height for counters around the

sink. But. on the basis of the US- 
DA studies, they're now coming 
out with a counter at two levels, 
one 36 inches high for washing 
dishes, the other 32 or 34 inches 
for mixing foods. The most con­
venient height varies with the 
height and arm length of the wo­
man who is going to use the kit­
chen.

The handiest place to keep 
baking pans is near the mixing 
countei not near the oven as is

>no in most Jvitehens.
