DANGERS OF 
BANGS DISEASE 
ARE POINTED OUT

"Milk that has been properly- 
pasteurized will not give a person 
who drinks it Undulant fever, 
even if the cow producing the milk 
does have bangs disease.”

That statement was made tins 
week by Wheeler County Agent 
Frey, who has been helping Dr. 
Westbrook. Childres« Veterinari­
an, locate and test dairy herds in 
Wheeler County that want TB and 
Bangs disease testing.

A feyv of the dairymen are test­
ing for TB only, but most are test­
ing for Bangs disease and TB It 
ha« been explained to the dairy­
men that Bang« disease testing of 
their herds was optional—they 
could do as they wished about it - 
test or not test for Bangs. Many 
have said “If I have flangs dis­
ease. I want to know it”. Of 
course that is the best and most 
sensible attitude, because they 
can do something about the con­
trol of Bangs, whereas the man 
who does not test for fear he will 
find it in his herd may spread 
the disease in his herd to tlie ex­
tent that it would cause consider­
able damage to his herd, and very 
likely to the health of bis family.

However, regardless of whither 
a herd test.« negative to Banirs or 
shows some reactor« in this to-1 
a person should pa«teurize the 
milk he uses at home, especially 
ii there are children to drink the 
milk, because the disease might 
show up later in the herd, and 
they would have been drinking dis­
eased milk without knowing it.

Wheeler County has had several 
ca- - of undulant fever in trfe past, 
and there arc quite a few people 
now who have it in Wheeler Co­
unty. according to County Agent 
Frey, who is concerned and alarm­
ed at the nercentage of dairy 
cattle here that arc reactors.

"Those farmer« who are on REA 
or other electric power line« and 
who can afford it would be wise 
to purchase one of the small milk 
pasteurizer« to pasteurize the fam­
ily milk supply", according to the 
county agent. "However", he says, 
"here is a simple method of home 
pasteurization that will get the

Dew, fog or rain are the 
allies of blaekspot, and encourage 
its growth during the cool nights 
On the other hand, hot. dry wea­
ther checks it, but does not de­
stroy it. These dark areas on the 
leaf may be less than 1-16 of a:; 
inch, but soon row to ir.i • 
larger, forming irreguia: ■
es on the leaves.

As the -pot grows, the leaf :r.a\ 
turn yellow and fall off. On some 
rose varieties the leaves turn 
yellow and fall when they have 
only a few small spots.
