Polio iias struck dangerously near home, claiming th* 
life o f a 16-year-old ,M"iioetie girl: No one know? exactly 
what causes polio hut health authorities lielieve that it is 
transmitted by flies <>r insects of some sort, and we all know 
that Hies ard insects breed and flourish in filth and weeds.

Therefore, county and city health authorities, appeal 
to the jieople of Wheeler and other communities around hers 
•o cut and burn all weed- around their places and on vacant 
lots and remove all trash pile< to eliminate breeding places 
for flies and other insects.

The City o f W heeler has on record an ordinance out­
lawing outdoor privie'. n cases where it i '  130 feet or less 
to a sewer line, and city health officials request that ¡»eople 
who are still using out door privies and live within the re­
quired distance of a sever line make arrangements to tie on 
to same immediately.

People who are for ed to use outdoor privies should 
tt-e lime frequently ar.d -¡ ray them with DDT often tn order 
to keep down the breeding and reproduction of flies and in- 
-eets.

Everyone shoui i spray their trash barrels with DDT 
regularly and should -pray around their doors to kill flies 
and keep them out.

County Sanitai in W. R. Ritter pointed out this week 
that if you have any reason to question the purity of your 
water or milk supply you should boil it three minutes iiefore 

> using.
It is hoped that no more polio will break out in this

2, 4-D Used To Spray 
Bindweeds In Gray Co.

Three hundred ana forty acres 
of bindweeds were sprayed u ith 2 
4-D on 22 Gray county farms dur­
ing May with one county owned 
sprayer, reports County Agent 
Ralph R. Thomas.

The 150 gallon sprayer was 
mounted on a pickup truck and 
(.quipped vW.th low volume nozzle». 
With 30 pound pre- ure and a 
speed of four and a half miles per 
hour, the solution was applied at 
the rate of 10 g illons per acre.

Last year. Thomas pointed out. 
the two county sprayers -one 150 
gallon tank and on„ 200 gallon 
tank only -prayed 2.0 acres dur­
ing the summer And about hall 
ot this had two -prayings Three 
hundred gallon» of .. 1-1» to the 
acre was sprayed on the first time 
and 100 gallons the second.

"W e arc using the - line amount 
of 2. 4-D per acre that we used 
last year, but this year we are 
using high pressure nozzles and 
using only 10 gallons of water." 
»aid Thomas. year we spent
most of our time hauling water 
This year we spend most of our 
time spraying bindweed.

"So far, the results of this 
.«praying appear to be as good or 
better using the low volume, high 
concentration spray."

L O O K I
CROPACREAGE IN 
TEXAS CHANGER

Texas has about the same total 
number ot acres in crops this year 
as last, but there is a big change 
in the acreage of some of the 
crops, says E. A. Miller, extension 
agronomist of Texas A. and M.
College.

The July report from the USDA 
crop estimates office in Austin 
shows a shift of around 2 million 
acres from wheat and oats to cot­
ton and sorghums. Wheat acreage 
is down about a million and a half 
while oat acreage is down a half
million, says Miller. Texas land . . . -
under cotten went up about three-

fourths of a million acres, and sor-! 
ghums climbed a million and a 3  
quarter acres.

More land went into barley, rye 
flax and rice, while there was a 
drop in com, sweet potatoes, pea­
nuts and hay. The estimated 9 
million acres plus in cotton is a 9 
percent increase over 1947. and the 
largest crop in 11 years.

Corn for harvest was a little 
under 3 million acres, 5 percent 
below last year and the smallest 
acreage for harvest since 1925 
Grain sorghums are still replacing 
some of the com land. The grain 
sorghum land stands over 6 mill­
ion acres, more than twice the 
com total.

The wheat decrease of over 7 
5 'a million

this year was caused mainly by 
the drouths last fall and lasting 
well into this past spring. The 
spring drouth was one of the big 
reasons much of the corn land was 
plowed under or turned over to 
grazing.

Rice was up six percent over 
last year with a 1948 acreage of 
500 thousand. This year's estimat­
ed yield of 24 million bushels of 
rice would be a record rice crop in 
Texas. The number of acres in hay, 
oats and peanuts all dropped a 
little, but Texas' newest crop— 
flax—was estimated at 160 thou­
sand acres, says Miller.
