Contrary to inaccurate re[»orts, 
tin* new Uniform Traffic Code 
docs not prohibit hitchhiking, Geo. 
Clarke, managing director of the 
Texas Safety Association, said 
today in Austin.

The Code, which goes into ef­
fect September 3. was supported 
by the Texas Safety Association 
and 58 statewide cooperating 
groups in ihe recent session of the 
legislature as a safety measure

The two-line subsection of the 
traffic code pertaining to hitch­
hikers reads:

"No person shall stand in a 
roadway for the purpose of sol­
iciting a ride from the driver of 
any vehicle."

A roadway is defined in the bill 
as “ that jxrrtion of the highway 
improved, designed or ordinarily 
used for vehicular travel. . ”

The bill defines a highway as 
“ the entire width between the 
boundry line.- of every way pub­
licly maintained when any part 
thereof is open to the use of the 
public for purposes of vehicular 
travel.”

Clarke emphasized that the hill 
does not forbid any person to 
stand on the shoulder of the road 
for the pur]>ose of soliciting a 
ride from a driver.

He said that it is a prevalent 
practice in the state h>r hitch­

hikers to stand on the concrete o c -  
corrugated surface of the road.
and that this action constitutes a 
definite ha/ard to the hitchhiker, 
as well as to trafic.

Penalties for violations of the 
act range from SI to $200.
