The usual treatment is from 
one-half to one pint of the mater­
ial per tree, depending on the age 
and size of each

Both of these materials ran 
ordinarily be bought at your local 
drug »tori or seed store And at 
a cost of only a few cents per 
tree, borer damage can be elimi­

At the market, cattle with grubs 
are docked from a half cent to a 
cent to a cent and half per pound. 
This means around $3.86 per ani­
mal. says C. A. King, associate 
extension entomologist of Texas 
A. -and M. College. And that a- 
mounts up to quite a bit when 
you're the owner of a big herd.

Two million Texas cattle are 
slaughtered every year, and over 
one-third of these are grubby 
cattle. A  more direct loss to the 
farmer in feed. He has to feed 
his cattle about 15 percent more 
than usual just because of the 
grubs.

The fall and early winter is the 
best time to treat cattle for grubs 
because this is the time of year 
the grubs mature and fall o ff the 
animals to the ground, says King. 
The stockman has three choices 
of controlling grubs—dust, spray 
or dip. I f  you use the first method, 
dust the backs of the animals 
thoroughly with one part of 5 
percent rotenone and two parts 
tripoli earth or talc. King suggest 
using a fruit jar with 15 holes in 
the lid one-fourth inch in dia­
meter. Rub the dust into the hair 
with the fingertips.

For a spray, mix seven and a 
half pounds of 5 percent rotenone 
in 100 gallons of water. Wet the 
backs of the animals thoroughly 
with a sprayer that has at least 
250 |x>unds of pressure.

Both lice and grubs can be con­
trolled in a dip containing one 
pound of 5 percent rotenone and 
10 pounds of wettable sulphur in 
100 gallons of water. It 'll take 
two dips 17 to 21 days apart, and 
the first should be made 10 to 24 
days after the grubs are first 
noticed in the back.

Here's another way to picture 
the grub losses. Enough leather is 
lost each year to furnish shoes for 
one million people for a year.

The milk flow is reduced around 
a quarter, says King, but most 
important of all. is the five million 
dollars lost by Texas farmers.

1 That’s a lot of money to pay 
for grubby cattle.

This fall and winter it may pay 
Texas dairymen to feed their cows 
more grain Of course, it's a good 
idea for dairymen to always feed 
their cows well, says G. G. Gib­
son, extension dairy husbandman 
of Texas A md M College. Give 
them all the good roughage they 
will eat and feed them more grain, 
especially the higher 
cows

This year mere is a rather spec­
ial situation Te\ i* has had a long 
drouth, but in some places light 
sprinkles are trying to put an 
end to it With labor still a prob­
lem. the high prices for meat have 
caused a cut in the -i/e ot dairy 
herds. Gibfon says that farmers 
now have about tour tiereent ¡ew­
er nulk cow« than > year tgo. 
And if the total milk production 
is going to meet the big demand 
that customers are calling for, 
then dairymen will have to get 
more milk trom the cows they 
have.

Gibson says that up to a cer­
tain point, each [wtind of grain 
added to the ration will boost the 
milk production a little higher 
He points out that how much 
extra grain they get depends on 
how much t.'iey are getting now. 
and on the local price of grain 
compared to the price of milk

In line with this idea of more 
grain for the cow- Gibson say- 
the present buttertat-feed ratio 
for 1948 of 2.5 7 pounds of feed to 
one pound of butterfat compared 
to 20.5 pounds of feed to one 
pound of buttertot .n 1947 furth­
er bears out the ,>ovsibility of 
feeding more gram under the pre­
sent conditions

This butter!at-teed ratio mean- 
just this it present prices. 1 
pound of butterfat will buy 25.7 
pounds of grain And last year 1 
pound oi uttcriat would buy 
only 20 5 p. and- 't feed. So that'- 
an increa-e in the butterfat-feed 
ration of 5.J in a year.

There are large supplies of feed 
grains, and ¡iri.es are more favor­
able now i * neavy feeding than 
during the early summer.
