In Cotton Fiolds

The sooner Texas cotton farm­
ers plow up their cotton stalks, 
the more weevils and pink boll- 
worms will starve out and freeze 
during the winter C. A King, as­
sociate extension entomologist of 
Texas A and M College, says it’s 
i job the cotton grower- can make 
money on by doing it early And 
it’s something they'll havf to do 
liter on anyhow to have a good 
crop next year -without the in­
sects.

It has been tried before Let's 
ake a look at the record Since 

1943. the Lower Rio Grande Val­
ley has had cleanup campaigns 
ranging from very poor in the tall 
to excellent in early August After 
a very poor cleanup in the tall of 
1944 51 percent of the quare»
cn the following season's cotton 
■ ere t;unc*ured by the boll wee- 
,11. Eut when 'hey c! an excell* 
e;i*. cleanup In early August of 
T 46. only 3 percent of the -quares 
were punctured the following sea­
son.

And up in Central Tc.’.a . Will- 
■ m-on county had . .anty-vvide 

»•.„Ik cleanup program completed 
September 30 last year This year 
on July 16. only 9 percent of the 
squares were punctured \ \.eek

later the county total was 12 per­
cent punctured, and on July MX, 
there was a 27 percent puncture 
total.

Right next door, Milam county 
didn't have a county-wide stalk 
destruction campaign last year. 
This year a July 16 check showed 
45 percent of the squares punct­
ured. and on July 23. 59 perceix 
had the tell-tale weevil hole- A 
week later, the county total a- 
mounted to 63 percent

Those tigures meant profits for 
Williamson county, but losses tar 
Milam < iianty Besides killing the 
insects turning under the stalk* 
makes your soil richer by return­
ing organic matter to the soil and 
increasing next season's yields

So the earlier you turn under 
the cotton -talks, the longer the 
starvation period will fie. and the 
better the insect control next sea­
son. says King
