Announcement of necessity ;or 
new telephone rate- at Wheeler 
was made today by P. L Brewer. 
District Manager of the South­
western Associate! Telephone 
Company.

Greatly increased costs of furn­
ishing telephone service make it 
necessary for the telephone com­
pany to place new rates into e f­
fect immediately. R L Brewer 
states that he plans to ¿o before 
the City Council to explain the 
need for the new telephone rates 
here.

The present rates for telephone 
service were established prior to 
1929. Since January 1. 1935. the 
telephone system in Wheeler has 
grown from 192 telephones to 
319. "W e are proud Brewer said, 
"that in these past twenty years 
we have been able to provide more 
and better telephone service with­
out incrasing rates However, the 
pyramiding effect of higher costs 
of operation higher wages, taxes, 
equipment and supplies make new 
rates necessary despite every 
possible economy that could be 
used."

Brewer said that “while reve­
nues had increased that expenses 
had increased at a much faster 
rate.” To illustrate this condition 
it was stated that the company 
estimated it would lose $2.445 00 
on its 1948 operation here.

"The new rates are reasonable 
and necessary- to help pay the 
cost of furnishing telephone ser­
vice.'' it was stated. For residence 
telephone users the new rates re­
present an increase of from 2H 
cents to slightly over 4 cents per 
day. For business users the In­
crease is from approximately 4 
cento to slightly more than 6tt 
cento per tlsy.

In Las» Texas. Henderson -j- 
unty ran a vetch-phosphate ex­
periment. and here's what the re­
sults were. The land had a crop 
of vetch on it that was turned ¡ri­
der. Phosphate was applied when 
vetch was planted. At the time 
hybrid corn was planted 400 
pounds of 3-10-3 was aj.gil.ed La-- 
er the corn was sidedres.ed with 
400 pounds of ammonium nitrite. I 
Results: 111 bushels per acre ! 
Sixty-three bushels of hybrid corn 
was the yield where only 300, 
pounds of 5-10-5 was applied at

planting time and later sidedress»
ed with 200 pounds of ammonium
nitrate. The check plot for thia 
demonstration ran only 15 bushels. 

So. in short. Thornton says that
topdressing for small grains should 
be done before the small grains 
begin to joint. ITiat means be- 
tween January 15 and February

FERTILIZER PAYS 
BIG DIVIDENDS 
TO FARMERS

Another reminder about nitro­
gen fertilizer comes from M. K. 
Thornton, extension agricultural 
chemist of Texas A. and M Col­
lege.

t Topdressing and sidedressing 
nitrogen fertilizers has paid big 
dividends over Texas where it has 
been applied to the crops, accord­
ing to the records from demonstra­
tions. says Thornton. Here's what 
happened in the blackland area, 

i A  topdressing of 50 pounds of am- 
! monlum nitrate—which contains 
116 pounds of nitrogen— increased 
oats 10 bushels. Wheat was in- 

, creased 7 bushels and a sidedress­
ing on corn yielded 9 bushels more 
for each 16 pounds of nitrogen.

Out in the Panhandle area 
| wheat showed increases up to 
doubling the yield when ammoni­
um nitrate was applied. In Hale 
county on irrigated land, the 
check yielded 30 bushels wheat 
per acre. When nitrogen fertilizer 
was applied in form of 200 pounds 

! of ammonium nitrate, the yield in­

creased to 45 busheLs.
Two years ago in Lamb county, 

wheat was sidedressed with 100 
pounds of ammonium nitrate at* 
three different times to see what 
effect the time element would 
have on the yield. When fertilizer 
was applied on February 15. be­
fore jointing, the resulting yield 
was 22 bushels. Ammonium nitra­
te was applied one month later on 
March 15. and the yield was IS 
bushels. This was just about the 
time the plant started jointing.

A third application was made 
April 15, when the wheat head** 
were beginning to bloom. The 
yield here came to only 15 bushels. 
And the check plot for the experi­
ment yielded only 11 bushels. So. 
the earlier the nitrogen fertilizer 
is applied—up to a certain date— 
the higher will be the yield, says 
Thornton. These results are in line 
with results done by the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
and reixirted in TAES Progress Re­
port 1118.

Hamilton county in Central Tex­
as more than doubled the yield 
when nitrogen fertilizer was ap­
plied in demonstrations run there.

Pays Back Loan 
From Government

It is a good idea to make up 
your mind to live agreeably with 
human beings that you cannot ap­
prove.

The Canadian Valley Production 
Association, which serves Ochil­
tree, Lipscomb, Wheeler, Hemp­
hill, Roberts and Gray counties, 
bus paid off all Government Capi­
tal and is now owned entirely by 
the rancher and farmer stock­
holders it serves in this area, ac­
cording to C. W. Allen, Secretary- 
Manager of the association.

Since its organization in 1934, 
the Association has loaned $18,- 
401,000.00 and had losses of only 
$1,700.00. Dtying 1948 it loaned 
$2,1101,000.00. The highest amount 
of loans outstanding at any one 
time was in October 1942, $1,008,- 
00000.

Mr. Allen said that in the early 
thirties, when ranchers and farm­
ers could not get credit, the Gov­
ernment provided most of the cap-

• • •
ital stock in the Canadian Valley 
Production Credit Association. In 
1934, the organization date, the 
Government suplied $175,000.00 of 
its Capital.

Congress outlined two provisions 
in making this investment: ( 1) 
The users of Production Credit, 
as they became able, would retire 
all the Government capital, and 
(2) The association would be ex­
empt from Federal Income Tax 
until the farmer members could 
get it paid for.

Since organizing in 1934 the 
stockholders have been building 
up the capital stock of the associ- 
tion. The investment of the Gov­
ernment has been gradually re­
duced. and on December 31. 1948 
the association retired the last 
dollar of the Government invest-
