We got energetic and set out 
some double petunia plants while this 
wet spell is on. They were blooming. 
I cut the tops off and made a bouquet. 
Hope they survive. The early ones I 
put out had a hard time what with it 90 
one day and 35 that night for two 
weeks. Plus a bunny rabbit thinking 
they were extra delicious. 

Had several queries for my tomato 
recipe. Well, we dig a post hole about 
as deep as the plant is tall. Scratch a 
tsp. of sulphur, epsom salts, and 
fertilizer into the bottom and cover 
with plain dirt. Set the tomato and 
rake the dirt in as it grows. We put a 
gallon milk jug with both ends out 
around it for awhile. Then as it gets a 
little size, slip a plastic sack, both 
ends out, over a tomato frame and 
staple in place and put over the plant. 
This protects the plant from the wind. 
Also, we set a milk jug on both sides 
about a foot away with holes in the 
bottom and water regular. If they 
don't set on we spray with Blossom 
set. And don't forget it takes two to 
tango and you need more than one. 
Good luck.

SALMONELLA IN EGGS 
A SAFETY ISSUE 

Recent reports of salmonella in 
eggs are causing confusion for con-
sumers, says a poultry marketing 
specialist with Texas A&M Univer-
sity's Agricultural Extension Service. 

According to Dr. David Mellor, the 
Center for Disease Control (CDC) first 
reported a correlation between eggs 
and increased incidence of salmonella 
enteritidis in 1987. Concern about 
salmonella in eggs was voiced again at 
a New England Poultry Health Con-
ference in late March. 

What's new about the CDC report is 
that it points the finger at salmonella 
bacteria within the egg, not just on the 
shell, he said. 

"Egg-washing has been shown to 
be effective in removing egg exteriors 
of salmonella enteritidis," explained 
Mellor. "Most eggs are clean, but are 
still run through machines which wash 
them with a detergent, sanitize them 
and then dry the eggs both for market 
appearance and as a safety measure." 

When it comes to possible salmon-
ella contamination inside eggs, the 
poultry specialist said the findings are 
still unclear. 

"There have been no serious out-
breaks of salmonella enteritidis since 
September 1987. Researchers at 
Cornell University tested eggs from 
producers providing 80% of the New 
York state supply and found no 
evidence of salmonella enteritidis," 
he remarked. 

Mellor said that in innoculation 
studies conducted at Cornell last 
summer, chickens which received 
salmonella bacteria isolated from a 
human outbreak quickly spread the 
bacteria throughout their own system, 
but there was no evidence that it 
spread to egg interiors. 

Although Mellor conducted similar 
innoculation studies with the same 
negative results in the 1960's, he said 
further research is needed. 

"The poultry industry is supporting 
more testing, including some with 
different strains of salmonella and 
immuno-suppressed chickens. But as 
it stands now, the evidence is incom-
plete." 

"We still don't know if salmonella 
enteritidis outbreaks can be attributed 
to eggs or food containing eggs," he 
emphasized. 

Marilyn Haggard, a food safety 
expert and nutritionist, also with 
Texas A&M's Extension Service, said 
that the possibilities of contacting a 
food-borne illness from salmonella in 
eggs is remote. 

"As with any food-borne illness, 
the very young, the elderly and people 
whose immune systems are compro-
mised due to illness are most vuner-
able, —  Haggard noted. 

"But none of this means people 
have to stop eating eggs. Both the 
CDC and the Egg Board recommend 
that eggs be thoroughly cooked," she 
said. "That means a hard yolk rather 
than soft-boil, or sunny-side up 
eggs." 

She also advises taking the same 
precautions with eggs as other perish-
able foods; keep them refrigerated 
before preparation and don't let them 
sit out at room temperature for more 
than two hours. before or after 
cooking.

It is time once again to gear up for 

spring weed control on CRP acres. 
The soil is beginning to warm and 
broadleaf weeds are 2 to 4 inches tall 
on several of last year's grass plan-
tings. Some of the major weed species 
that are growing now include Russian 
thistle, careless weed, sawleaf daisy, 
kochia, mare's tail, annual sunflower, 
and several species of mustards. 

Most of these weeds can be 
controlled or suppressed with glean or 
Ally in combination with 2,4-D or 
Banvel. Best results have been ob-
tained after grass stand has reached 
the 3 or 4-leaf stage when weeds are 
about 2 inches tall or 2 inches across. 
Always follow label instructions 
carefully when using herbicides.

control weeds on their CRP land 
anytime they threaten the establish-
ment of the grass stand. Normally 
after thee second year the grass stand 
will be sufficient to shade out weeds 
and herbicide application should not 
be necessary. Failure to control weeds 
is a violation of the CRP contract and 
can result in loss of payments or delay 
in payment until weeds are treated. 

Cost share for weed control prac-
tices is available through ASCS. For 
contracts written before the last bid 
session there is no limit to the number 
of weed control operations that may 
be cost-shared for the first two years 
of the contract (there is a $55.00 per 
acre ceiling for grass establishment 
which applies to weed control). For 
contracts accepted in the last bid 
session (February 1-15, 1988) 
cost-share has been limited to one 
weed control operation. This does not 
include killing the cover crop before 
planting.
