In addition, theie should be a more 
rigid  en forcem en t o f  all traffic regulations.
This will do more than anything to make the 
autom obile driver conscious of safety rule? 
and the rights o f pedestrains and other | 
m o to ris t-  on the streets and highways. Es- 
pecially , there should lie apprehension of 
those w ho drive under the influence of intox­
ican ts. Drivers licenses should be revoked 
for re la te d  participation in accidents.

There is another safety factor which 
may be the must significant in reducing 
accidents. It is nothing more than the ex- 
h bition of good manners in the driving ot 
moan vehicles. Recognition of the rights 
of other drivers is involved, of course, but 
more than this. Allowances must be made 
for the almost unavoidable errors of judg­
ment that all drivers make, at times, in 
estimating >afety factors. The good driver 
will also try to adjust speed to traffic and 
local.ties so as to avoid creating emergency 
situations or forcing others to make un­
expected and sudden operational decisions.

This is a rather long discourse but the 
list of dead and injured is also long. If we 
face the problem intelligently there is the 
possibility of saving the lives and membeis 
of many persona.

buildings, the use of ratproof ma­
terials in construction, employing 
ratproof methods of construction 
and installation, and providing for 
periodic inspection of buildings to 
insure permanent safety. This pro­
gram will force the rat out into 
the open where its destruction may 
be accomplished

Of equal importance as a con­
trol measure is the elimination of 
all food supplies. This consists of 
storing all foods in ratproof build­
ings or in ratproof containers, the 
proper storage and disposal of 
garbage, and careful feeding of 
stock to prevent waste feed from 
being picked up by the rats.

By observing these control mea­
sures, the community will benefit

| not only in the eradication of «  
nuisance and economic meanot 
but in improved health conditions 
and the prevention of rat-bom a
diseases.
