Precinct judges are urged by 
Chairman Crump to telephone or 
bring in their returns to the county 
tax collector’s office in Wheeler a* 
soon as they have finished the tabu­
lation.

Mr. Crump asks presiding judges 
to telephone the returns to him col­
lect. and if no phone is available, a 
carrier will be paid for delivering 
them

The returns will be posted on a 
large board in front of the court 
hcu.se at Wheeler as has been the 
custom in the past

Voters expecting to be away from 
the county on July 26. may go to 
the county clerk's office at any time 
up to July 22 and cast their ballots. 
Or they may make application for 
absentee ballots to be mailed them. 
These ballots. properly certified, 
must be returned to the county 
clerk's office by 1 pun. on election 
day. July 26

A B Crump, chairman of the 
county Democratic executive com­
mittee. explained persons who ore 
ill or disabled who will be unable 
to go to the polls on election day. 
may write the county clerk for a 
ballot. It is necessary* they enclose 
a doctor's certificate and an affi­
davit of disability before a ball A 
will be sent.

Mr. Crump said there have been 
some changes in the election laws 
regarding absentee voting Absentee 
ballots were formerly sent by the 
cAnty clerk on election day to the 
precinct election Judge and reported 
along with the other returns from 
the voting precinct.

The new law provides that absen­
tee ballots shall remain in the coun­
ty clerk's office and be cast and 
tallied by a special canvassing board.

The county Democratic executive 

| committee is appealing to voters to 
go to the polls as early as possible. 
Polls will open at 8 a.m and close 
at 7 p.m. Early balloting helps 
judges and clerks to complete their 
returns earlier, thus making possible 
results of all races shortly after the 

polls close
Employers are requested to help 

make It possible for employees to 
vote during the morning hours, and 
housewives will find it requires less 
time and is more convenient to cast 
their ballots during the morning. If 
enough voters heed the plea and vote 
early, Chairman Crump believes It 
may be possible to announce results

Five Texas colleges and univer­
sities—regionally located—are in­
cluded among the new-type Re­
serve Officer Training Corps pro­
grams recently created by the De­
fense Department.

To be known as all-branch units, 
the four-year courses will be 
started in September on the 
campuses of Trinity University of 
San Antonio. Sam Houston State 
Teachers college in Huntsville. 
Hardln-Simmons U n i versity in 
Abilene. Midwestern University in 
Wichita Falls and West Texas 
State Teachers college in Canyon.

All are co-educational institu­
tions and the military science 
courses will simply be added to 
the existing curriculums of the 
schools.

Unlike other ROTC programs, 
the student, when he graduates as 
an Army 2nd lieutenant, will have 
a choice in which branch of the 
army he desires to sene, depend­
ent upon needs of the sendee and 
the student’s qualifications.

The program calls for two years 
of basic training and two years of 
advanced training with pay. Stu­
dents may take any course lead­
ing to a degree of their choosing 
and will be exempt from the draft 
while enrolled in the program. 
After graduation they will be re­
quired to serve two years active 
duty.
