in photography?

Simply, depth-of-fleld ia the d.s- 
tance from the nearest object to 
the farthest object in a camera’s 
focus. For example, let’s say you 
focus your camera on a tree ten 
feet away. Depending upon the 
focal length and lens opening, 
your camera might also be in 
focus, at the tame time, upon a 
rock two feet in front of the 
tree and on a bush four feet past 
the tree. The depth of field, then, 
would be a distance of six feet
