Taps
and heels built now Into about two-
thirds of army lssue shoes use up
about thres-quarters of a pound of
reclalmed rubber for each palr,
One of the arguments which, In
the past, has prevented a really
all-out response to appeala for sal-
vage bhas been the reasoning, “I
ecan't sesa where the little rubbar
(or serap metal of as the
case might be) I might ecollect
would "do any good™ But this ar-
gument doesn't stand up under
even the most casual analysis. It ia
as though the individual soldfer
weare to question his part in the
military effort. One soldler Is
powerless mgainst the enemlies’
massed forces, but the United Na-
tions' armies which will overwhalm
Hitler and the Japs are made up
of single soldiers.

Here are the weights in scrap
rubber of some of the articles
which Amerieans will contribute
to the salvage campaign: There is
In an out-worn automobile tire a
possible yleld of about 18 pounds
of reclaimed rubber, A worn-out
Inner tube will yleld about two
and a half pounds of reclaim.
Fifty feet of garden hosa will pro-
vide approximately 20 pounds of
scrap. There Is & pound of rubber
in every foot of rubber floor mat-
ting and another pound In an old
hot-water bottle,

In rubber manufacture, ths pro-
portion of reclaim which Is mixed
with new corude rubber wvaries ae-
cording to the type of product be-
ing manufactured. However, to
strike & rough average, it might
be sald that in most cases the re-
claim eonstitutes from 25 to 40
per cent of the mixture.

A that reclaimed rubber
were mixed with crude on some-
thing lke that basis, them five
scrap tires, or 80 hot-water bot-
tles, or fourteen 20-foot lengths of
garden hose, would supply the re-
claimed rubber needed to make the
rubber parts of a 37T mm gun ear-
riage. All the rubber required for
a Flylng Fortress could be made
by mixing crude rubber from our
reserve with the reclaimed rubber
from 20 scrapped tirea or 320 hot-
water bottles, or 08 20-foot lengtha
of garden hose. Crude rubber mix-
ed with the reclaimed rubber from
three scrapped tires, or 48 Mot-
waler bottles, or nine 20-foot
lengths of garden hose would sup-
ply all the rubber needed for a
pursuit ship.

These comparisons make clear
why we must get every ounce of
scrap rubber possible back to the
reclaiming plants. Without reclaim-
ed rubber we shall have to use
more and more of our limited sup-
ply of crude. We must husband
that supply of ecrude, we must
make it last untll our synthetic
production reaches Its potential
peak, or untll we regain those
South Pacific sources of rubber—
sources from which we used to get
more than 90 per cent of our rub-
ber—now lost to the Japanese.

For should we reach a time when
our supply of rubber is exhausted,
we would then be at the end of our
tether. We should be unable to
build the tanks and planes and
wonpons and ships needed 0 win
this wear,
