gasoline price increase to fanners.

In messages to the Senators. J. 
Walter Hammond said discrimina­
tory gasoline price increase to farm 
ers could eliminate the benefits of 
the federal gas tax exemption re­
cently passed by Congress. The 
state farm leader said oil compa­
nies have recently hiked the pnoe 
of gasolne one-helf cent per gal- 
uon to tne tarm and ranch trade 
only. Heretofore, the "tank wagon” 
delivery price had been the same 
to all. he said.

"Farmers are of the opinion” , 
Hammond said, "that this increase 
is a flagrant discrimination against 
the farm and ranch trade and ap­
pears to be a deliberate attempt 
to take away some of the benefits 
farmers would receive from the 
iecent tax refund law."

Hammond asked the Texas Sena­
tors to "Please investigate the 
possibility ot collusion on the part 
of oil companies to divert all or 
part of this refund into their own 
treasuries.” He said that if there 
is collusion, it "could completely 
nullify the intention of Congress 
to refund federal taxes paid on 
gasoline used in tractors and sta­
tionary engines on the farm."

Some o f the ‘ground rules' for 
taking part in the Soil Bank Pro­
gram in future years have been 
outlined in releases to County ASC 
offices from the Department of 
Agriculture.

Maxium and minimum acreage 
which may be “ retired” under the 
Soil Bank program have been set 
forth as follows:

For Wheat growers:
Maxium aedeage which may be 

retired for Soil Bank payments 
is one-half of the farm's allotment, 
or 50 acres, whichever is the larg­
er.

Minimum acreage which may be | 
retired is 10 per cent of the base 
acreage or not less than 5 acres.

“The Soil Bank makes available, 
beginning especially in 1957, a way 
to reduce our farm surpluses, to 
safeguard our soil and water re­
sources. and to give a lift to farm 
prices.”  Benson concluded.

Basic rules for eligibilty, as out­

Acreage designated for the Acre­
age Reserve must i l l  be represen­
tative of the land used for the 
crops; (2 ) result in the harvesting 
of an acreage of the basic crop 
less than the farm allotment; and 
(3 ) not be grazed, cut for hay or 
cropped for the entire 1956 calen­
dar year.
