Appointment of a five-member
subcommittee to investifate traf-
fic deaths was announced today
by Chairman J. Percy Priset of
the House Committee on Inter-
state and Foreign commerce.
Chairman of the subcommittee
is Rep. Kennth A. Roberts (D.,
Ala,), author of a resolution adopt-
ed by the House on March 27
authorizing an investigation of:
highway fatalities by the Inter-
state and Foreign Commerce Com-
mittee. Other member of the sub-
committee are Representative Wal-
ter Rogers (D." Tex.), Samuel N.
Friede! (D., Md), John V. Beam-
er (R,. Ind.), and Faul F. Schenck
(R., Ohio.).

The subcommittee will study all
factors involved in the increasing
number of traffic deaths, Chair-
man Priset said. This will include
speed, intoxication, unsafe vehi-
cles ,inadequate laws, and poor
highway conditions, The sub-com-
mittee will try to determine what
steps can be taken by the Federal
government to reduce fatal high-
way accidents.

Chairman Roberts called a meet-
ing of the special subcommittee
for 10 o'clock Thursday morning.
It will be a closed session to dis-
cuss procedure. “We plan a tho-
rough investigation,” he said. “No
one knows the answer to the pro-
blem of what must be done to re-

year, but we are going to look
into this as thorough as possible.
I am sure we can come up with
some definite and consaructive
suggestions after we study the
views of experts who have studi-
ed this problem.”
