But army officers I have talked
with do not take this back-door
Invasion very seriously, Tha land
on both sides is almost complately
desolats, The ,Colorado is not
navigable for large vessels and it
has a tremendous tidal bore which
makes opevation of small craft
diffioult and dangerous.

Thers are only fragments of
roads stretching down into the
desert from Ameriean border
towns and they have been the
soenes of many tragedies of heat
and thirst,

Howsver, an long as ten years
ago thers was an active fishing
ocolony at LaBomba, 80 mileg south
of Mexieall, For a time, Ameri
cans who could get thelr trucks
over the desert trail did a thriving
bukiness buying gulf ses bass 6
feet long or so for 10 cents aplece.
