Counc for inerease 1n
rates and charzes for gas services
to its customers in Wheeler. The
Council, some five weeks later is
said to have allowed an increase of
92 ¢;, and fixed by ordinance the
rate to be charged for gas within
the city. The Wheeler Gas Co.
took an appeal to the Railroad
Commission from action taken by
the Wheeler City Council for its
failure to approve the requested
increase in rates

The appeal came up for hearing
before the Commission in Austin,
Aprll 17 'before 8. C. MclIntosh,
and examiner in the gas utilities
division. Witnesses at this hearing
were Max Wiley, partner and H.
M. Wiley, for the Gas Company
C. B. Kirk, mayor and R. J. Holt,
appeared in behalf of the city.

A statement of the case said the
Wheeler Gas Company, a natural
gas utility, conducts an integrated
operation embracing the produc-
tion, gathering, transportation and
distribution of gas in Wheeler
County Texas, serving the cities
of Wheeler, Briscoe and Allison,
with a line extending eastward
from Allison into Oklahome to ser-
ve the town of Reydon.

SCHOOL BUS SAFETY LAWS

Thousands of school children will
soon be trooping back
throughout Texas. Many of them

to school

will  be transported by school
buses Most people are careful
when approachinzg a school bus

which may be standing beside the
road or school to pick up school
children or allow them to alight.
However, we have already had
some very bad accidents this year
because a child or a motorist, or
hoth, were careless at that very
time.

Texans are aware of the
which requires a driver to
a complete stop when
ertaking from the rear a school
Hvs which has stopped to receive
or discharge school childrep. After
stopping immediately behind the
bus, he is then allowed by law to
nroceed past same at a speed
“which is prudent, not exceeding
ten (10) miles per hour, and with
due caution for the safety of such
children.”

What many persons do not rea-
lize is that the very same rule ap-
plies when MEETING a stopped
school bus. While everyone is in-
torested in protecting our children,
unthinking violators of this simple
safety  rule probably outnumber
hose who comply. Failure to fol-

o

low the law in this case can lead
to fines up to $200.00 even when
wecident oceurs. Following an
dent in which some child is in-

ed or Kkilled, the penalties are
naturallv much more serious

Although the above rule does not

applv when passing a
i school bus in a business or
residential distriet of a town, the
rextreme caution even
those locations is obvious,
When it e to oavertaking
and passing moving vehicles. exer-
Clst ordinary common sense will
aenerally keen a driver within the |
Jaw. For instance, when passing a |
car it is only common sense to pro- |
cced on past it a safe distance be-!
fore cuttine back to the right side
of the highwayv. Also, any driver|
would realize the danger of in
creeasing his speed while another
is attempting to pass him.

In the same category is the pro-
Yibition against passing on the
¢icht under most ordinary condi-
tions. Of course, you may legally
pass on the riht in a few specifie
instances, such as when the vehicle
overtaken is making or about to
make a left turn. or upon a one-
way street with two or more lanes,
or ixp-»n a four-lane highway.
