The
popular promoter of Yuletide ro-
mance has a bad habit of sapping
the water and mineral salts from
the trees, starving them to death

} The mistletoe does serve one

useful function in the outdoors,
however, as it provides a winter
food supply for mockingbirds, rob-
ins and waxwings. These small
birds are responsible for the
spread of the tree-damaging para-
site. After eating the berries, the

birds clean their beaks on the

trees, firmly planting the mistle-
toe seeds they do not eat. The tap
root of the seedling pierces the
tenderest portions of the tree—
young branches or buds—and the
tree sap is drawn into the thick
leaves of the guest plant

Welcoming in the New Year in
Pre - revolutionary Russia was a
rousing affair—a booming 100 can-
