March of Dimes Opens 
Operation Comeback'

The March of Dimes will launch its 1958 polio fund cam­
paign here and throughout the country in January on the 
dramatic note that for thousands of polio-blighted victims 
“Survival Is Not Enough.” Most of the money sought in the 
drive is needed to help disabled polio patients stage “come­
backs” from helplessness to usefulness.

The Salk vaccine developed by the March of Dimes has 
scored dramatically in preventing* new paralytic polio cases, 
officials say, but during the last year it has been necessary 
to spend a total of $21,700,000 t
in March of Dimes funds on 
the care and rehabilitation 
of patients. These patients 
numbered 57,800, of "whom 
53,000 were victims of old 
attacks.

Since most of this cost is in 
the form of continuing care for 
patients stricken in preceding 
years, the obligation will con­
tinue next year with very little 
letup, it was pointed out.

Research Expanded
Additional funds are neces- 

rary for an expanded research 
program to explore many new 
aspects of virology; for the 
training of p-ofes»ional workers 
in the rehabilitation and science 
research fields; and for a still 
urgent program of public edu­

cation to encourage use of the
Salk vaccine.

The campaign will be held 
through the month of January. 
A feature of the opening of the 
campaign this year will be the 
observance of the 20th anniver­
sary of the National Foundation 
for Infantile Paralysis, the polio­
fighting organization which the 
March of Dimes supports.

"This will be an occasion for 
both recalling our victories of 
the past, including the creation 
of the Salk vaccine,” said Basil 
O'Connor, president of the Na­
tional Foundation, "and for 
looking ahead to new challenges. 
Most important of all, it will be 
the occasion for pledging our­
selves to assist, insofar as we I 
are able, those who were strick­
en and now still need help.” ,

to realize that it is necessary ti 
have food, cover, and water if 
game is to te abundant. Many 
farmers have odd areas along 
creeks, in fence corners, or in 
windbreaks that are used only to 
produce wildlife.

Most of these areas can be im­
proved by planting cover or food 
plants. To be at their best, they 
must be protected from fire and 
overgrazing.

Wildlife has great value to the 
community other than the huntinc 
and food it furnishes. Ottai! and 
turkeys pay their way in grass­

hopper control alone. All bird, 
listed as songbirds in Texas are 
beneficial in insect control.

There many odd areas in the 
District that can produce bene­
ficial wildlife. The Soil Conserva­
tion Service personnel assisting 
the District will be glad to help 
any farmer pl3n improvements on 
these areas that will benefit the 
native wildlife. The Texas Fish 
and Game Commission has found 
that it is useless to stock game 
such as quail unless a home to 
their liking is first provided.

For 29 Million i

The danger of paralytic 
polio attacks in substantial 
numbers will continue to ex> 
ist so long as millions of 
Americans of susceptible age 
fail to get Salk shots, spokes­
men for the March of Dimes 
warn.

Although 80.000,000 persons 
have been vaccinated, 29.000,000 
persons, or 27 per cent of the 
109.000.000 up to 40 years old. 
had received no Salk protection 
near year’* end.

March of Dines officials also

or 32 per cent

winding up its month-long cam­
paign here and across the coun­
try to raise funds needed in 1958 
for the care and rehabilitation 
of thousands of polio patients.

Urging all the unvaccinated — 
and the partly vaccinated—to 
complete the three-shot series 
is also an important part of the 
drive.

“If we had any reservations 
about the vaccine’s power, the 
1957 decline in new polio 
pretty well dispels them,” one 
spokesman said. “There were 
about 7,500 cases last year, 
which compares with 15.4M the 
year before and a 35.266 yearly 
average between 1952-56.

“We can still knock out new 
polio if we use available sup­
plies of vaccine now. If unpro­
tected people only knew of the 
physical suffering and personal 
tragedies polio might have in 
store, they wouldn’t hesitate.”
