More than sixty years ago the 
first settlers of Wheeler County 
found native grasses^ind f i r :  
made use of this land by grazing 
cattle. Later came the small farm­
ers who began an inlen-ive and 
merciless cultivation of the soil 
for cash crops, without rebuildin 
the soil,

Year after year cotton, wheat 
and grain sorghums were grown 
u n t i l  much of t h e  soil w a s  
thoroughly depleted. These condi­
tions brought about the necessity 
for a change in the agricultural 
program in Wheeler county.

Iti a few years most farmers 
have re-established grass on their 
most depleted soil and have left 
their land most adapted to the 
production of row crops in culti­
vation and have increased their 
yields by good farming practices

Farmers who have established 
grass a n d  practiced diversified 
farming have found it more pro­
fitable to them. They have found 
lhat with the production of teef 
cattle, dairy business, or the pro­
duction of pork on their farms, 
have helped them round out a well 
balanced fanning program as well 
as rebuilding the soil.

Biennial sweet clover- are a- 
iv.ong the few legumes well a- 
dapted to the Wheel Soil Con-m 
vation District Sweet clover dive- 
exceptionally well w h e n  winter 
moisture is above overage. With 
the reserve moisture now in th 
soil, thi- should lie a gixid year 
t i seed thi- valuable crop.

Sweet clover will make a good 
cover crop for Acreage Reserve 
land in the Soil Bank It is deep 
rooted and will break lip hard 
layers in the soil as well as chisel­
ing and the effects last a lot long­
er The fertility it adds to the 
soil will lie available after the land 
is out of the soil hank.

Seeding should lie done on firm 
suit before April 15 It should he 
drilled at a rate of a b o u t  10 
pounds per acre without working 
the land unless it is very weedy 
Clover seeded this year will make 
excellent early (lasture next year. 
Seed is more reasonable in price 
than it has been for several years 
and the crop is ideally suited to 
land that cannot lie used for cash 
crops this year.

The Soil Conservation Service
